T husbeganthe November Rth 
Issues and Answers Convocation, 
w ith  Mr. Robert B eattie , D irec­
tor for Com m unications for Boise 
Cascade Corporation, as the fea ­
tu red  s p e a k e r .  Mr. B eattie 
stressed th a t unless industry takes 
steps to  s a v e  t h e  environm ent, 
there w ill not be any consumers 
le f t to  use its products.

Mr. B eattie pointed out tha t 
business m ust do m ore than  sim ­
ply m ake a p r o f  i t ;  i t jn u s tb e -  
com e involved in  today 's m any 
soc ia l problem s. He noted that

Boise Cascade is doing just th ’.s; 
in  fac t, his com tiany has closed 
down three palp  and paper m ills 
in  the last eighteen months b e ­
cause these m ills could n o t m ee t 
goverm nental w ater quality  re ­
quirem ents. It m ean t th a t sever­
al hundred people were suddenly 
unem ployed; b u t, when ecologi­
ca l values are chosen over eco ­
nom ic values, the possibility of 
econom ic loss m ustbe considered.

Pulp and p a p e r  m il ls  are 
Boise Cascade' s largest air pollu­
tion  problem . Besides billow ing 
a ir  pollutants into the environ- 
m  e n t , these m ills  discharge a 
ra ther d istinctive odor into the 
a t m o s p h e r e .  Mr .  B eattie 
explained th a t most of the odor­
iferous com pound is rem oved be­
fore the waste is passed into the 
atm osphere. Any further purifi­
ca tion  is unfeasible for econom ic 
reasons; for exam ple , if all of 
the odoriferous substance were 
rem oved , a box of fac ia l tissues 
would cost the consum er $2 .50 ,

In  c l o s i n g ,  Mr. Beattie 
stressed th a t po llu tion  is a result 
of a ll aspectsof our society . And 
i t  w ill take a co llec tive  effort on 
the part of industry, governm ent, 
and the consum er to  rem edy this 
p rob lem .

His struggles were ob­
served sym pathetically  from on high by  the prophet 
Elijah who f i n a l l y  appeared to the old rabbi and 
said, "Com e, m y  son, and I shall show you heaVen 
and h e ll. "

Eagerly the old rabbi f o l l o w e d  and was led 
through the diaphanous corridors of tim e to a g reat 
p a l a t i a l  banquet h a ll. Long rows of tables were 
heaped  w ith the m ost exquisite foods, rich  fruits, 
s u c c u l e n t  m eats, cakes, and every im aginable 
delicacy . On each  side of the tables sa t rows of 
people.

The old rabbi n o t i c e d  th a t the people were 
strangely gaimt, ho llow -cheeked and pale . The 
skin clung to  the ir em ac ia ted  frames; the ir eyes 
were g l a z e d ,  the ir lips th in  and d r a w n .

m tm ication  w ith c h i l d r e n  is a 
v ita l  factor in  learning. How­
e v e r ,  in  our o w n  educational 
s y s t e m  in  NNC, language as a 
m eans of com m unication  is not 
recognized as an adequate source 
of com m unication  w ith children. 
Not recognized? No, indeed, for 
i t  general education is to  recog-

quate source, i t  should require a 
foreign language for its e lem en­
ta ry  educational c u r r i c u l u m . 
Foreign language, rather, is le ft 
to  the m ercy  of the student, who 
usually  over-looks its im portance
has not been  r e c o g n i z e d  and 
stressed by  educators.

I speak to  future teachers as 
w ell as to  educators. Do not ex­
p e c t to  go in to  teach ing  assiun- 
ing  th a t a l l  your s t u d e n t s  w ill 
speak English w ell. The largest 
b i- lin g u a l m inority  in  the United 
States speak Spanish. Children 
in  this m inority  group are raised 
in  a d i f f e r e n t  cu ltu ral setting
Man m ost other children. They 
go to school, and there they  en­
counter frustration, in fe rio rity , 
and uneasiness. The teacher can 
do m uch to  help  re lieve  some of 
these anxieties by  even under- 
s t a n d i n g  how to say, "Buenos 
Dias. " If the future teacher of 
NNC becom es acquain ted  w ith 
the Spanish language, however 
l i m i t e d  h is ab ility  to  speak i t  
fluently , his acquaintance w ith 
the language w ill also help  him  
to understand the ch ild 's  cu ltu ra l 
values. Thus his understanding 
of the ch ild 's  cu ltu ral values w ill 
fa c ilita te  l e a r n i n g ,  since the 
teacher w ill know how to b e tte r 
com m unicate w hatever learning 
situation the child  encounters.

Due to a sensitive awareness 
of facu lty  and adm inistrative un­
easiness o v e r  t h e  fundam ental 
purpose and direction  of student 
governm ent and a genuine desire 
to understand and perhaps resolve 
the issues w hich divide the vari­
ous elem ents o f the cam pus com ­
m unity , N . N. C . student govern­
m en t has c h o s e n  t h e  idea  of 
"Bridging the Gap" as its them e 
for year.

For the m ost part this them e 
has becom e m ore than the usual 
tr ite  student governm ent rhetoric . 
In essence, t h e  them e has' pro­
vided the conceptual or ph ilo­
sophical foundation for the entire 
spectrum  of student governm ent 
ac tiv ity .

TUnfortunately, student gov­
ernm ent concern for b ridgebu ild - 
i n g has no t, for the m ost part, 
been  shared by certa in  elem ents 
o f  the facu lty . R a t h e r  than 
bridging the gap, ce rta in  facu lty  
m em bers have preferred to  w iden 
i t .  Nowhere is this gap w i d e r  
than in  the area of student respon­
sib ility .

F rom w hatw e h av e b ee n to ld  
by certa in  se lf-appoin ted  repre­
sentatives of the facu lty , th e  ad­
m in is tra tiv e -f a c u i t y  fee ling  
about student responsibility is es­
sen tially  this: students have not 
dem onstrated through th e ir  past 
a c t i o n s  an  ab ility  to function 
w ith  responsibility and trust and 
students cannot assume position$^„ 
of responsibility because they are 
im m une from the consequences 
of th e ir  actions. It is thinking 
and feeling  such as this w hich ap­
parently  justifies the facu lty 's  
circum vention of estab lished pro­
cedures (Publications Board) in  
censoring last yea r's  Crusader and 
the token student representation 
on bo th  facu lty -adm in istra tion  
and Mission 1980 C om m ittees.

But specific actions aside , the 
question rem ains as to whether 
such thinking in  and o f itself is 
ju stified . We fee l th a t i t  is not. 
Those facu lty  m em bers and ad­
m inistrators who argue th a t stu­
dents have not in  the past dem on- 
s t r a t e d  t  heir ab ility  to handle 
responsibility and trust are both  
oblivious to  the facts and self- 
contradictory. They are ob liv i­
ous to the facts in  th a t they have 
e ith er overlooked or ignored the 
student responsibility ev ident in  
the ac tiv ities o f GMS, CWB,and 
O peration Satisfaction , i n  t h e  
student partic ipa tion  on facu lty - 
s t u d e n t  co m m ittee s , i n  t h e  
growth of m ature student self- 
governm ent. They are se lf-con -

trad ictory  in  th a t they regularly  
a l l o w  the ir student assistants 
(who by defin ition  are irrespon­
sible jaccess to the ir offices, files, 
tests, and correspondence.

Equally as fallacious a posi­
tio n  as th a t o f those who claim  
th a t students are irresponsible and 
untrustworthy is th a t o f those fac­
u lty  m em bers who argue tha t 
students cannot handle responsi'r 
b ili ty  because they are im m une 
from its consequences. W hile it 
is true th a t students canno t, as 
the President or the  Board o f Re­
gents of the C ollege can , assume 
fina l leg a l responsibility for their 
ac tions, to  argue th a t they  are 
im m une from the consequences 
of the ir decisions is so absurd th a t 
i t  scarcely  m erits a tten tion .

Students are not iso lated  from 
the p r o b l e m s  w hich a f f e c t  
N . N . C . , for they have a v ita l 
stake in  the future of the co llege . 
Every decision , w hether rela ting  
to  the Crusader, student govern­
m en t, the academ ic program ,or 
the f i s c a l  base of the co llege , 
w hich affects the v iab ility  and

the quality  of N . N . C . , has 
e n o r m o u s ,  i n e s c a p a b l e  
consequences for students.

But not only are the views 
th a t students are irresponsible or 
unable to b ea r the consequences 
of th e ir  actions illo g ica l, they 
are also a d iscredit to  the te ac h ­
ing profession. A fundam ental 
educational assumption is t h a t  
students can  becom e crea tive , 
sensitive , responsible, and trust­
worthy hum an beings. It would 
seem  th a t facu lty  m em bers who 
have s e r i o u s  doubts as to tlie 
ab ility  to  students to  be respon- 
s i b l e  hum an beings are in  the 
wrong profession.

Bridge-building is a t once an 
a c t o f fa ith , o f trust, of respon­
sib ility , of reconcilia tion . If w e, 
as a c o l l e g e  com m unity are 
somehow to bridge the gap a t the 
point of student responsibility we 
m ust forget our student, facu lty , 
and adm inistrative roles and for­
get our m u tua l distrust and sus­
p ic ion  and be gin looking a t each  
o ther as ra tio n a l, honest, and

King. Queen, Knave is se t in  
the early  1920's in  Berlin. The 
p lo t has been  around since there 
were two m en who loved the sam e 
wom an. It has, no dotibt, been  
considerably over-worked. But 
no t so by  Mr. N a b o k o v .  His 
m asterfu l style a n d  unique w it 
give us a re to ld  ta le  worth lis ten ­
ing too.

T h e  characters are Martha 
D reyer, her m oney c o n s c i o u s  
husband and the ir nephew Franz. 
It is w ith  particu lar w it and sar- 
casim  th a t Nabokov handles the 
begiimings and continuation  of a 
love affair betw een the bored and 
over p a s s i o n a t e  aunt and the 
bum bling, self-conscious nephew. 
Each of the c h a r a c t e r s  a re  so 
fam ilia r to  us th a t by analyzing 
them  one m igh t dismiss this book 
as tr ite . Clumsy Franz is so ob­
sessed by  the beau ty  of this "lady", 
th a th e  becom es em otionally  and 
psychologically  a p a r t  of her. 
W hat she wants he m ust do and 
■be. She, "strictly  adhering to 
every ru le of adultry, " plots the 
death  o fh er husband and the sub-  

‘sequent "happiness" of Franz and 
h e r s e l f .  One p lo t leads to  a -  
nother and eventually  becom es 
so confused in  subplots th a t i t  is 
im possible for the orig inal idea 
of m urder to  be accom plished. 
In fac t, the p lan  is rehearsed and 
th o u ^ t  o f so often i t  becom es a

p art o f the ir characters rea l world. 
So perfec tly  do they pretend th a t 
Dreyer is dead th a t i t  becom es
difficult for them , especially

exhibited . The student on tria l 
was a f irs t-tim e offender, but 
a second chance was not given 
as has been  done in  the past in 
some instances. Some say a sec­
ond chance is bad for i t  just lets 
an offender off the hook. It jnst 
prolongs the student's s t a y  a t  
NNC, because he w ill soon be a 
bad  guy again. T hat's w hat has 
happened before and tha t's  what 
w ill happen again.

To m e , this type of an a tti­
tude is wrong. Every offender 
should be d ea lt w ith  on an indi- 
v idualbasis— n o ton  a basis w here 
one is assumed th a t h e 'l l  be like 
previous violators. Each person 
is unique and should be given an­

other way.
W h a t  is i t  th a t illum inates 

this triangle of love and h a te  and 
deception  m ore than other sim i­
la r r e  l a t i o n s h i p s ?  How does 
N a b o k o v  lead  us through this 
fam ilia r sensual p lo t and not bore 
us or disgust us ? W hat happens 
when two people p lay  w ith the ir 
e m o t i o n s  and toy w ith the ir 
m inds? W hat happens to  those 
who p lay  the gam e of deception 
w ith fate  and sanity? It is, in  
m y  opinion, Nabokov's portrayal 
of the m en ta l processes th a t sets 
this book apart from  other tr ite  
works. I t is a t  this p o i n t  th a t 
N a b o k o v  leaves m any writers 
far behind. His dep iction  of the 
deranged and troubled m i n d  is 
both f r i^ te n in g  and fascinating.

And so I leave  i t  to  -you to 
get a c o p y  of this a r t f u l  and 
fascinating  work and read  i t  for 
yourself. King. Queen, Knave 
is w itty , r o m a n t i c ,  and y e t a 
f r i^ te n in g  b o o k .  I h ighly  re -

m after how m any previous case 
histories have supposedly proven 
th a t a second c h a n c e  doesn 't 
w ork, th e re m ig h tb e  anodd-ba ll 
who could profit from another. 
W hat if S t. Peter had not been 
given a second chance?

C hristianity is based on the 
princip le o f God's love for the 
hum an race .

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Senate hears reports
Reports from the Student Ju­

dic iary  C om m ittee, the Presiden­
t i a l  V eto C om m ittee, and the 
Kent S tate C om m ittee were the 
m a i n  item s of business is last 
Tuesday's Senate m eeting .

Roy M ullen reported th a t the 
Student Judiciary C om m ittee has 
divided into two subcom m ittees. 
One subcom m ittee is studying the 
present ju d ic ia l system a t NNC 
to  determ ine its weaknesses and 
decide w hether the ir needs to be 
a change. The other is studying 
ju d ic ia l systems o f o ther schools 
to  determ ine th e ir  strengths and 
inadequacies.

Three recom m endations for 
constitu tional am endm ents were 
presented in  the report from the 

Presidential V eto C om m ittee giv­
en  by John Luik. The proposed 
am endm ents w o u l d  m ake the 
necessary changes in  the ASB 
constitution to  in itia te  the Pres­
id en tia l veto . The Senate voted 
to w a itu n til n ex tw eek 's  m eeting  
to consider accepting  the recom ­
m endations in  o r  d e r to allow

each  Senator tim e to study the 
proposed am endm ents.

Luik in  his report also m ade 
the suggestion t h a t  the Senate 
decide w h e t h e r  or not a b ill  
should be distinguished from a 
resolution. Bills and resolutions 
w ill be distinguished in the fo l- 
low ingm anner; b ills  w ill be leg­
islative enactm ents and resolu­
tions w ill be statem ents of feeling  
o f the Senate.

The report of the Kent State 
C om m ittee was subm itted in  the 
form of a resolution drafted  by 
Duane D ale . V oting on adopting 
i t  was tab led  un til nex t w eek,so  
th a t the Senators could study the 
Ohio S pecial Grand jury report.

In new business for the eve- 
n i n g ,  Ram on V a n d e r p o o l  
announced th a t there had been  a 
m eeting  of t h e  traveling  CWB 
groups to  b rie f them  on boosting 
support for the new PE building.

L a s t  on the agenda was a 
b r ie f  analysis o f this year's  Cru­
sader by ed ito r Gayle M oore. A 
m otion  was m ade and carried  to 
com m end the editor and staff.

lege cred it for the trip . Three 
tour m e m b e r s  did read  the two 
books, listened to  lectures by  Mr. 
McKay, and wrote the trip  synop­
sis required  to  receive  e ither one 
or two NNC credits.

Mr. McKay, who s e r v e d  as 
President of the  Japanese Nazar- 
ene Junior C ollege, sta ted  th a t 
the tour had  three prim ary  o b jec­
tives aside from pleasure. First, 
there was the desire to  becom e 
acquain ted  w ith a num ber of for­
e ign  c u l t u r e s .  Secondly, fire 
group w idied to  exam ine the work 
of th e  Church of the Nazarene in  
the o rien ta l c o u n t r i e s  visited . 
F inally , they  tried  to  understand

the history and culture of these 
c o u n t r i e s  in  com parison to  our 
own.

Mr. M cKay, in  re la tin g  his 
i m p r e s s i o n s  of the trip  an d its  
h ighlights, McKay s a i d  th a t he 
was a t  a disadvantage because for 
h im  " it was go inghom e" w here­
as for the others i t  was a rad ica lly  
new e x p e r i e n c e .  Sharon and 
Shirley Hopkins, both of whom 
w ere tour m em bers and are for­
m er NNC students, shared such 
a n  experience. T h e y  and Mr. 
M cKay noted  the follow ing im ­
pressions from  the ir trip : L ittle 
dark haired  people were every­
w here you looked, p r e s s i n g  in  
aroimd you, always running.

Numerous exotic f o o d s  like 
shark fin  soup w ith a re a l shark 
fin  w ere sam pled. The n a t i v e  
styles o f w o r s h i p  seem ed  cold, 
vo id , and i m p e r s o n a l .  They 
w aited  a ll day in  lines to  exhibits 
a t  E xpo '70. S l e e k ,  effic ien t, 
120 m ile  per hour Japanese trains 
w ere very  im pressive. O rien ta l 
students a p p l i e d  them selves to 
the ir studies w ith  a dead earnest- 
hess foreign to  Am ericans. There 
is an  u n e x p e c t e d  w arm th and 
friendliness in  the o rien ta l people. 
They experienced  a f e e l i n g  of 
cold  fear from  arm ed guards and 
am plified  propaganda in  a v isit 
to  the R ed Chinese Border.

McKay said th a t the th ing th a t 
was m ost rew arding for h im  as a 
guide was th a t the tour m em bers 
were able to  see in  a short tim e 
m any  of the things w hich he had 
learned  about the orien t only  by  
Uving there.

McKay added th a t he has a l­
ready  m ade plans for a tour nex t 
s u m m e r  w hich w ill l e a v e  the 
tw entieth  of July and spend three 
weeks in  the Far East.

The Jesus People constitu te  a 
religious phenom enon w hich per­
haps could  happen only  in  tim es 
as these w ith so m uch unrest, re ­
bellion , drug risage, and fear.

T h i s  phenom enon has swept 
trem endously Ih ro u ^ o u t the W est 
and is now m aking great im pacts 
on the en tire  United States. There 
are reported "thousands" of Jesus 
People c o m b i n g  the streets o f 
nearly  a l l  m ajor c itie s  w ith  m ore 
than 350 com m une houses estab­
lished.

David W ilkeison, who possibly 
could be cred ited  w ith lay ing  the 
foundation for th is m ovem ent, r e ­
cen tly  to ld  the Associated Press 
th a t he sees am ong yoimg people 
the beginnings of a  "ri^ teo u sn ess  
revo lu tion" w h i c h  w ill be "the 
b i g g e s t  th ing  th a t ever h i t  this 
country. "

W i t h  such possibilities of a  
r e l i g i o u s  renovation, i t  would 
seem  th a t the greatest supporter 
and m ost e n t h u s i a s t i c  backer 
would be the Church. However, 
i t  seems th a t the C h u r c h  often 
holds this m o v e m e n t  a t  arm s 
length, not ready  to  em brace i t ,  
y e t not ready  to cu t i t  off a l l  to ­
gether.

We would like to  e x a m i n e  
why there exists such a gap and 
feeling of anim osity  betw een  the 
two groups.

The Church* 
p h a ^  upon cleanliness and ap­
pearance. The o ld  saying "c lean­
liness is nex t to  Godliness " is  often  
held  up against long-haired , grub- 
b y -c lad , barefooted  Christians.

The Church g e n e r a l l y  has 
adopted th e  idea  th a t i t  w ill take 
the conservative s t a n d  and th a t 
anyone who professes a like  fa ith  
m ust c o n f o r m  to  th is position. 
Such a stand would seem  to  have 
B iblical b a c k i n g ,  y e t  i t  seem s 
the Church is being  xmfair when 
i t  cannot ac ce p t a person because

o f h is outward appearance.
The words o f God to  Sam uel 

in  1 Sam uel 16 m ust be rem em ­
bered , itw o u ld  seem . Man look- 
e th  on the  outward appearance, 
God to ld  his servant, b u t 1 look 
on the heart. For any  one to  deny 
the h ea rt change o f these people 
w ouldbe u tte r  foolishness, for the 
Jesus P eople 's sincerity  and de­
votion are unm atched by  m any 
of today 's denom inational Chris­
tians.

C leanliness is e m p h a s i z e d  
a m o n g  the Jesus People b u t the 
cu tting  of h a ir, changing of a t ­
tire , e tc . are le f t up to  the in d i­
vidual.

Two p a s s a g e s  of Scripture, 
M att. 20:1-16 and Luke 14:16-24, 
are often  used as scrip tural bases 
for the m ovem ent. In the  f i r s t  
passage, a vineyard  owner hires 
laborers to  work in  his field . He 
continued to  find those who were 
standing id ly  b y  and put them  to 
work. A t the eleventh  hom  he 
f o u n d  s till others who were not 
busy. Thus, he encouraged them  
to  go to  the field .

I t is w ith  these eleventh  hour 
w o r k m e n  th a t the Jesus People 
f e e l  they  can  work. They fee l 
God would have them  go to work 
i m m e d i a t e l y  just as He fotmd 
them .

The second scrip tural found­
ing describes the  wedding f e a s t  
when the invited  guest would not

v ities sent his servants to  the gut­
te r  peop le, the dope addicts, the 
pushers, and the disillusioned, in ­
v i t i n g  them  to  com e. Gladly 
they  cam e just as they  w ere.

Religious r o c k  festivals are 
another barrier w hich som e throw 
against the new Christians. One 
Southern C alifornia youth who is 
a m em ber of a r e l i g i o u s  rock 
band to ld  m e th a t the "heathen" 
figure "if w e 've  got guts e n o u ^  
to  s it in  a park or a parking lo t 
or som e other public spot and te l l

b e t w e e n

c h u r c h
of our love for Jesus, th e y 'l l  have 
respect for us. Y et, on the other 
hand , c l e r g y  and la ity  of the 
Church criticize us for using such 
crude m eans of relay ing  Christ's 
m essage. "

The apostle Paul said, '1 b e ­
com e a l l  things to  a l l  m en  th a t I 
m ight w in some. " How can  a r e ­
ligious body, such as the estab­
lished Church, criticize a group 
of "turned on" Christians who are 
m aking g r e a t e r  sp iritual gains 
than are m ost other r e l i g i o u s  
bodies?

It is an  o ften -he ld  view  th a t 
the J e s u s  People d e s p i s e  the 
C h u r c h .  This is not true , for 
they are ac tu a lly  encouraged to  
go; y e t, they  say they  find too 
m u c h  hypocricy. There is too 
m uch social preaching, p o litica l 
expounding, and eco log ical talk, 
and no t enough gospel truths set 
forth.

This is not an  unfair assump­
tion  on the ir p art for i t  seems 
apparent th a t m any who are op­
erating  imder the nam e "Church" 
are not a t  the sam e tim e  working 
for the cause of C h r i s t .  The 
sim ple fac t th a t a g reat num ber 
of the converts are form er church­
goers who could find nothing in  
the experience th a t the ir spiritual 
leaders advocated , and thus le ft 
the c h u r c h  and t r i e d  to find 
m eaning for life  by  some other 
m eans, shows th a t m any churches 
are fa iling  in  the ir

T h i s  spiritual happening is 
n o ta n  a ttem p t a t  a new denom i-

nation , nor is i t  a  branch of any 
existing one. I t  has no denom i­
national backing b u t is supported 
by  generous Christians of m any 
faiths.

I t seem s th a t the solution to  
the bridging of the gap (if  there 
is one and' I b e l i e v e  there is) 
w ouldbe a "give and ta k e"  a t t i ­
tude, exercised by both  sides.

The Jesus People caim ot be 
too c r it ic a l of the institu tion  th a t 
Christ established and ca lled  his

Church. On the other hand, the' 
Church cannot question the work­
ing of the Holy Spirit in  the  lives 
o f the •youth.

The words o f G am alie l in  the 
tr ia l  of Peter and John are fitting. 
If i t  be of God how can  we c r it i­
cize? But if  i t  be of m an or 
counter to  God's -will, i t  w ill fail. 
A ll indications show th a t God is 
using this as a m eans to  w in thou­
sands who otherwise could not be 
touched by  the  m essage of Christ.

Cagers advance in fifties

The prom inent a th le tic  com ­
petition  on this cam pus, basket­
b a ll, took an up-sw ing following 
World War II. It continued on 
an upward binge un til i t  was fi-  
a l l y  capped by a phenom enal 
year in  1957, w hich included a 
t r i p  to  the NAIA N ational in 
Kansas City.

We last le f t off the story of 
NNC's basketball history w ith  the 
last half of the forties. A t this 
po in t, Ralph Allison returned to 
the b asketb a ll scene for a one ye ar 
s t i n t  as top m an . T hat year's  
s q u a d  included such fam iliar 
nam es as Orrin H ills, V irgil V ail, 
BobH em pel, Don D ale , and Bob 
Sporleder.

In 1946 Lamont Lee becam e 
the cage squad's m entor. For the 
next nine years he successfully 
guided the Crusaders through some 
great seasons. His coaching days 
can  w ell be described as "excit­
ing- "

In his first year the "House of 
D avid" (a team  m uch like the 
G lobetrotters) cam e to  NNC and 
had to  pull off lots of last m inute 
tricks in  com ing from behind to 
down the host squad.

E l m o r e  V ail and Johnny 
C ram m er were stand-outs on the 
'47  a n d '48 squads. The '49  team  
was headed by Carlyle D ean. This 
s a m e  year new uniform s, w ith  

mefals ranging f e p  00 to 
and new warm ups added hauc’ 
to*TKe basketba ll scene.

The 1951 season was opened 
w ith a b e n e f i t  gam e to  raise 
m o n e y  for the proposed Byron 
M e m o r i a l  Physical Education 
bu ild ing . Over $600 was raised, 
but the new fac ilitie s  never got 
started as a change in  adm inis­
tration  occurred and the plans 
were f o r g o t t e n .  NNC has 
realized the need for a new gym ­
nasium and now, hopefully , two 
decades la te r , th a t need w ill be 
m e t. (Incidentally , having seen 
a picture of the proposed fa c ili­
tie s , we have been  b e tte r  off to 
suffer for these past tw enty years 
in  the li ght of w hat our new com  - 
p lex  w ill o f fe r .)

During the '53 season NNC 
p itted  forces against some inters 
esting challengers. The Hono­
lu lu  A ll-:stars, W eber S tate ,and 
a G lobetrotter J.V . team  a ll tested 
the Crusaders.

Orrin H ills m ade his return 
to  the sport scene in  1955, this 
tim e as head ' c o  a c h . His first 
squad was headed by the D ean 
brothers, M ickey and C arly le, 
who led  the team  scoring w ith  
424 and 420 points respectively .

The follow ing year N N Cbe- 
cam e a p a r t o f the Interm ountain 
C ollegiate A th le tic  Conference. 
They had a 10-4 m ark and again 
w ere led  by  the D ean 's , this tim e 
Jay and M ickey. M ickey 's 1 ,394 
ca reer points put him  a t the top 
o f the  a ll- t im e  scoring ladder. 
For his outstanding play  he re ­
ce ived  a gold trophy.

NNC's w inningest and possi­
b ly  fin es tteam  ever was the 1957

W ith all-around  stars such 
as Dave Gardner, Tom T racy, 
and Duane and Bob Peppley, the 
Crusaders ro lled  up an extrem ely  
im pressive 25-9  record.

A fter w inning a spot in  the 
d i s t r i c t  p lay-offs the v ictory- 
m i n d e d  squad dum ped Rocky 
M ountain representatives in  the 
fifth  d istric t p lay -o ff tournam ent . 
This earned the team  a berth  in 
t h e  coveted  national p lay-offs 
and, by  a draw from a h a t. South­
eastern Oklahom a was to be the 
first opponent. An 82-58 defeat 
a t the hand of this m id-w estern  
power e lim in a ted  the  Crusaders 
from tourney p lay . A 6 '7  cen ter 
/vho scored 39 points against NNC 
led the Oklahom a five to a second 
p lace  finish th a t year.

The l a s t  two seasons of the 
f i f t i e s  saw the Crusaders lose 
th e ir  first p lay -o ff gam e andm iss 
the p lay-offs by a s i n g l e  loss. 
D a v e  Gardner was the lead ing  
hardcourt p layer of th is ,e ra . His
