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Within the s p a c e  of a week radio station KCRH was on 
the air, then off the air, and then (perhaps) on the air again.

KCRH went on the a i r  S u n d a y  night, eventhough its 
transmitter w as malfunctioning and under its normal power 
l o a d  of ten watts. Then, to add to the difficulties, station 
manager Westley Bichsel discovered t h a t  the station's only 
s e c o n d  class operating license (which KCRH must have to 
broadcast) had gone to Olivet Nazarene College with professor 
Virgil Vail. Thus, besidesbeing hampered by a malfvmction- 
ingtransmitter, KCRHwasin violation of F .C .C . regulation 
for operating without a valid license.

This meant, of course, the KCRH had to go off the air 
after only one day of braodcasting. And, at press tim e, the 
station had failed to resume broadcasting.

Wh e n  will KCRH be back on the air? Both Bichsel and 
assistant manager Randy Morgan decline to speculate on this 
question. Both describe the problem as technical; the best so­
lution s e e m s  to be in securing permission to operate under­
power. T h i s  perhaps can be accomplished by repairing the 
transmitter and installing the controls necessary to insure that 
the power remains below six watts.

For the present, however, the sign on the KCRH window 
summarizes the whole situation: Off Until Further Notice.

Dr. Coulter slated as 
Fall Revival speaker

Dr. Mann

Dr^ E.S. Maim's add­
ress highlighted th e  Foimder's 
Day convocation held Sept. 29 
in Conege Church.

Dr. M a n n  reflected upon 
th e  v i s i o n  and sacrifices of 
early Nazarenes which has re­
sulted in 12 educational insti­
tutions within th e  denomina­
tion. Total enrollment is now 
10,000students. The emphasis 
o n higher education was cited 
by Mann as the chief reason for 
the steady growth of the church.

To m e e t  t h e  needs of a 
modemwotld in great flux. Dr. 
Mann suggested that Nazarene 
education mtiN: (1 )deal respon- 
able with th e  fiiscal dilemma 
facing colleges today, (2) con­
