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says: “I was an agnostic, but my philosophy
went to pieces under trouble. The scheme I
had wrought out for myselt looked well on
paper, but it could not stand the strain of
misfortune. - The puzzle of life became more
and more involved; I saw no issue.from the
labyrinth; 1 contemplated suicide., Some one
put into my hand the Gospel of John. I found
the clue to the maze of life in that book —'I
am the way, the truth, and the life.” No one
cap imagine how that sentence shook me to
the utmost depths. To speak briefiy about a
thing that was as vast as eternity to me, I
found Christ to be the secret of the riddle. In
bim I saw God in terms of human experience,
and, ‘like the skeptic in the Gospel of John, I
cried: ‘My Lord, my God!*”

Three men, three life storles, three miracles,
but one power and one result — the power of
God made available through simple trust; the
result, a life hid with Christ in God.

Rome’s Deadly Blight

No deadlier argument against the Romish
church exists than the nations of the world
where she has borne rule the longest. The
longer she holds sway, the deadlier becomes the
national blight, the denser the ignorance and
the more pitiable the profound pagan super-
stitions that degrade and debase the people.
Take the following fact concerning Spain,
which has been a stronghold of Romanism for
conturies, as illustrative of the allegations we
maoke:

It is said that the King of Spain, after a
critical examination, finds 60 per cent of
the land uncultivated, thirty thousand towns
and villages without schools, and twelve mii-
lion out of the scventeen million people can
neither read nor write. This is a striking com-
mentary on the deadly blight of Romanism.
Spain, for centuries, was a stronghold of the
Papacy. She is responsible for much of the
horrors of the Inquisition, and at her door lies
the sin of horrible butcheries. Centuries of
sin have breught about this deadly blight, for
“the nation that will not serve him shall be

destroyed.” -—-
The Craze For Amusements

The widespread and mad rush of the age
for amusements is n false response to a mis-
token ery of the soul. The soul wants God.
Its sentiment or keeper being carnal, it ean
not interpret aright this inward thirst, but,
conscious of a lack, vainly rushes to the trashy
amusements of life to satisfy this soul-longine.
How quickly this could be-cured if people
would only let God into their hearts, Ilow He
would satisfy every longing, supply every need,
meet every demnud, and bring joy und con-
tentment to the heart and brain now racked
with tho monotony of life. An exchange has
the following: .

No testimony to the strenuous monotony of
many human lives is more manifest than in the
cager craving for amusements which we see
everywhere about us. Men long to be taken out
of themselves. They would not be so eager
for distraction if they were joyfully conscious
of the presence of God; for this is the deepest
and most lasting joy of life, to have God for a
Father and a Friend, to share His thoughts and
seek to know more of them, to desire to attaln
to the position of helpers in His work. No wise
Christian leader speaks of cultivating the con-
sciousness of God's presence as a duty.

I have myself lost two sons who
were killed in Alsace fighting for France.”
He spoke with the utmost courtesy, but the
suggested contrast hetween her own little woes
and the sharp bereavement of a tender-hearted
father 80 wrought upon the woman that she
burst into tears and, to her credit be it said,
humbly begged his pardon for her outburst of
& moment before. -

What business have we to emphasize to our-
selves or before others the minor trials and
tribulations we encounter along the daily path-
way, when the soil of Europe Is being soaked

with the blood of her choicest sons? To pe
made cross because the postman is late of
beeause some one, we think, slighted’ us, to
nurse 2 headache as if it were a wound caugeq
by a bursting shell, to expect and demand
sympathy when visited by the ordinary illg of
life, is to exalt the ego at the expense of a waorld
suffering a thousandfold greater pain. - Evep
real sorrows may be mitigated by the thought
of the agony from which we are exempteq,
Hard it is to bid the last farewell to a loved
one, but when we can do that in a sickroom
provided with every comfort and under some
dear family roof, the pain of scparation cap
not be as great as when the dying friengd
bleeds his life out in some trench or thicket
a thousand miles away. .

An Heritage of Strong Drink

Strong drink disgraces and debauches ijts
victim all along the pathway of life, wasting
his money, wrecking his body, and pauperizing
his family in this world. It pursues him into
the other world by damning his soul for ever
in hell. Not content with all this, it pursues
the victim in his progeny and by mecans of
heredity conveys evils — physical, mental, a1
spiritual — to human beings who suffer the
awful consequences decades after the unhappy
vietim has been in hell. This point is illus-
trated in a statement made by Gypsy Smith at
the Majestic Theater, New York City, in a
sormon recently, as follows:

but I don't often drink to excess.” The doctor
replied, “Well, you drink. That boy will kill
some one some day. It Is In his blood, and
your drinking habit is the cause of it.”

By taking up the cross and
to follow Christ into death was understood us
a crucifixion by St. Paul (Rom. 6:6). That
these expressions are figures for heart action
is plain, when we read Paul.  “Likewisc reckon
ve alzo yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin,
but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our
Lord” (Rom. 6:11). Otherwise the Lord ap-
pears puradoxical. e says, “For whosoever
will save his life [soul] shall lose it; but who-
soever shall lose his life [soul] for my sake
and the gespel’s, the same shall save it.” The
idea is. that whosoever will give up his soul
in conseeration to be wholly our Lord’s, for
time and cternity, following Jesus by the
revealed will of God, rezardless of love of self,
to obey the Lord in every thing and calling,
that soul should live, and should not taste
spirituial death.. In the churches it is under-
stood to imply sclf-devotion in an exclusive
sense to the Lord. That is, a°devotion with
no secltish purpose. So long as a heart fails
in the act of self-denial or consecration there
is a lingering doubt as to purity or holiness
of heart The setting apart, as in sanctifi-
cation, is this very denial of seclf, which im-
plies the soul, the life, or the heart, to God's
use and service wholly and only.

Prayer as well as self-denial and faith is a
factor in the work. Indced, this is a means
by which the divine attention is reached.

The sinner, as well as the Christian, has
denianls to offer unto God.

1 phenomenon coextensive with eivilized
society. Barbarous and semibarbarous people
have at times been free from it. The ancient
Germans, wo are told, tolerated no such evil
in their midst; and there are said to be Sibe-
risn and African tribes today of which the
same thing is true. No sooner has a people
attained a moderate degree of civilization than
this social eurse has fallen upon it; nor has
any race reached a point of moral elevation
where this form of vice has disappeared. Even
constantly it beset the ancient Iebrews, and
a earcless reader of the Scripture knows how
vain were the efforts of sages and law-givers
to stamp it out. Nurtured by a vicious
relizion, it flourished throughout Asia Minor;

and  where civilization moved westward to
v . R .

Grecce and Rome, this vice followed its
shadow. The rise of the mediwval cities in

Western Europe was marked by the introdue-
tion of the Mouse of Shame. The great de-
}'L‘]Opment of trade and commerce that ushered
N modern times was also responsible for the
universalizing of the Social vil. Glancing at

bresent conditions, we find that no important
nation is free from the taint.

Vice is the inevitable result of causes which
the church and society has never yet been able
to control/ Why has socicty and the church
Beeause as a people

failed to do their duty?

we have hardened into a contemptuous mood
of uncharitableness, so that this one partie-
ular type of sinner fills us with an unholy sense
of superior virtue. In consequence of this
irreligious attitude, the Socinl Evil remains
today a hard, unresolved mass of corruptlon
in the midst of socailed Christian civilization,
until it has come to be regarded, even by the
chureh, as a vice which can not be eradicated,
a sin which can not be forgiven, and a social
disease which can not be cured.

Perhaps the reason for the lack of action
among our churches in addressing themselves
to the cure of social ills and the rescue of our
fallen daughters is to be found in the fact
that the general impression which they have
had of the condition of things is wholly inop-
erative and nceds kindling by some actual
knowledge. There are stark, startling facts
which every one ought to know, and, knowing,
give heed to. Talk of Dante’s hell and all the
horrors and cruelties of the chambers of the
lost — the man who walks with open eyes and
bleeding heart through the dark chambers of
our cities needs no such fantastic images of
the poet to teach him horror. Tt would be

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and minds to the nceds of their fallen sisters.
“On the two commandments of Jesus hang all
the law and the prophets, to love God with all
thy heart and thy ncighbor as thyself.” We
‘an not help our fallen sisters unless we bear
what they bear; we can not lighten their sor-
rows of which we have not felt the pressure.
The cross is the pattern of our lives, and lays
down the enduring conditions of helping the
sinful and sorrowful. <Christ wept when He
saw the lost condition of Jerusalem; in that
city IIe found His cross. We will find our
c¢ross when we sce the inisery and weep over the
lost and erring. If we wish to be saviors of
society we mmust be willing to be crucified. In
secking gold in California a track was laid
across the Isthmus of Panamn and it is said
a life was laid down for every railroad tie,
but the road was built. Our daughters must
he rescued. As a church are we ready to be
crucified? “He bore our sins and carried our

sorrows,” and if our hearts bleed with the mis-

eries of the fallen we will participate in their
sorrows as we contemplate their sin. and we
will take them by the hand, even, if we have
to lay our white, clean fingers on n feeulant
muss.

Now is the time for the church to fill the
sacrificial service of Jesus by advancing every
ageney for the uplifting of the fallen and the
destruction of every cnemy that makes for
their downfall.
