The Good, the Enemy of the Best

OW many sided are the possible applications of
H this old aphorism. We find one in a very unex-
pected quarter. Fo say that many of the great
Chris'izn denominations have illustrated the truth of this
aphorism in their church processes ought to be a slander
hut it is not. It is the most patent and demonstrable truth,
Never before in the history of these large churches have
they reached the high level of excellence in the vast sum
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of money raised annually, and the prodigious amount of
social, and benevolent, and reformatory work accomplished
of which they can boast today. They are doing more home
and foreign missionary work than ever before. They have
more hospitals, orphanages, rescue homes, more colieges,
and institutions for the uplift of humanity than ever be-
fore. They stress as never before and give more attention
and labor to social welfare and the betterment of human
conditions,

\Who would dare say that any of these things were not
good things? We dare not for a moment insinuate by one
syllable that they are not good things, or that they are not
cven necessary things for a church to enpgage in. We do
dare say, however, that these are not the brst things to
which the church is called, and in which the church should
engage. We claim that the best things the church ever does
and the cardinal work to which she is divinely called is the
radical, conscious personal salvation and sanctification of
individual human beings. e [urther claim that when
this is made the canstant and overmastering work of the
church, that social, benevolent, and reformatory work,
which are all good, will follow incidentally. The trouble is,
the church has shifted these two classes of work, substi-
{uting social work for salvation work. Thereby she has
made social work which is good, the enemy of salvation work
which is the best. »

We are reaping a tragically sad harvest from this fatal
substitution of which the great churches have been puilty.
The prospects all point to the fact thut the conditions will
grow worse and worse.

[ could illustrate the point T make in this editorial in a
hundred different ways irom the activitics and life of the
areat churches of Lthe land until T kad {illedl half this issue nf
the paper.. 1 shall content myself, however, with pointing
10 one thing alone — the church college fife. T shall nat
pause cither to portray the woeful lack of real religious
Bible instruction in church colieges, or the worldly, not to
say pagan spirit and tone, of much of the influence of church
facultics and colleges on the student life.  This prevails to
such a pitilul degree that there is no more dangerous place
te put a religious young man or woman than in the average

church college. In unnumbered cases where the young
people carry to college with them sound religious experiences
of salvation they have been totally wrecked in their faith
and have lapsed back into sin and despair.

We rather in this article touch another phase of
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this question,» and stress the fact that so
very many students go to these colleges

with nothing but a profession of religion,
without its possession. This fact betrays a
widespread neglect of the pastors af these
churches in taking young people into the
church on merely an assumption of vows
without being converted. This is part of the
lamentable fruitage of what these churches
are pleased to call ““decision day.” For mhany
years they have used these “decision days”
instead of conversion days.

A pastor of the Methodist church at Bald-
win, Kas,, who is also pastor of the Methodist
College at Baldwin, writes a strong article for
the Western Christian Advocate on “What
the college student of today thinks of Jesus.”
He writes out of an exceptionally favorable
and unique opportunity for study of sludent
life. The facts he furnishes prove incontest-
ably a woeful lack of proper indoctrination
of these students, and a pitiable absence of
real religious experience among them. We
quote a couple of paragraphs from his article
which show his view of the condition and the
cause of it:

We have trained a generation of youth to
think of the Christ as 4 leader and not as a
Lord. We have taught them to look upon
Jesus not as a Savior, but as an example.
They have been led to believe that they are
earnestly to follow the principles of the Christ
in the evolutionary unfolding and development
of their characters, and they have practically
no conception of “a new creature in Christ
Jesus,” Most of them have seen 2 thousal:nd
decisions in the church, but have never wit-
nessed a new birth, They think that a will
to follow Jesus in the way of sacrificial service
is the entire equipment of a Christian, The
cross is, if they ever think of it at all, a su-
preme foolishness of these modern Greeks.
The Holy Spirit is 2 hazy and indefinite fanat-
icism of a primitive age. 1 maintain that there
is more than a change of phraseology involved
in all this, and some day the church will
awaken to see it.

One young man, after two hours’ confer-
ence, said he would seek the new birth if he
could believe that such a thing were possible.
The psychological unfoldings of mind explain
everything for him. He was reared in a par-
sonage. Three of four young preachers have
said to me that they have nothing to preach
but the cthics of Jesus. Two have said that
in their uncertainty they went to the world
war hoping that they would be killed. The
leaders of the church have realized the critical
need for workers, and have been trying to cail
our youth to sacrificial service. This has been
necessary because the youth have been so
largely in a position where Christ could not
call them. WWhen young people think of
Jesus merely as a colleague of Buddha or Mo-
hammed in a moral effort for the world’s ad-
vancement, there is little inducement or co-
ercion to make them forego the allurement of
a selfish career in favor of the stench of pa-
ganism. I have the evidenc: that many are
so thinking of Him. They have told me so.
The difference that they make is that they
hold the quality of the teachings of Jesus as
much superior to the others. But they argue
that as soon as the process of evolution works
out a bit further, then will be the time to in-
troduce the higher standard. The idea that
the new birth of Christianity is the only hope
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of the world is foreign to the thinking of the
rising generation. The application of ethical
principles, they say, is all that is necessary.
Therefore why that foolish fear, “Woe is me
if I preach not the gospel™?

ONLY TWO WAYS TO DO IT

There are only two ways to take care of
the annual deficit on the Herarp or Houl-
NESS. 1We have repeatedly tried to show that
with the subscription Jist we have reached, or
may reasonrably hope to reach, the paper can
not be published without an annual Joss or
deficit. There are only two ways to arrange
to take care of this deficit. The first way is
by endowment, If some one will give us
§100,000, or a few men together will give
that sum, we could invest the sum at 6 per
cent and the six thousand dollars interest
would amply take care of the deficit.

The only other way that we can see is by
a subsidy plan. Let a propaganda be organ-
ized by our Publishing House by which the
local churches of our denomination can be it.-
duced to agree to put in their annual budget
a specified amaunt to be raised and seat to
the Publishing House to-be known as the Pub-
lishing House Fund. For instance, suppose
ten of our churches could be gotten to agree
to raise annually thus $150 each, ten other
churches $i00 each, twenty churches $50
cach, eighty churches $25 each, fifty churches
510 each. Upon this basis one hundred
and seventy of our local churches would pay
six thousand dollars. ¥f a large number of
the remaining churches would raise annually
only five dollars each, they would send in a
sum that would make up if not excced any
amount the one hundred and seventy churches
would fall behind in their apportionment,

Of course, it would be understood this was
not an assessment made by anybody, but an
apportionment suggested to the churches as
amounts necessary far them to raise anaually
and send in, in order to float the HERALD oOF
Horngss without an annual Joss and without
dn increase of subscription price. Is this not
a feasible plan? Can we not trust the loyalty
of our churches to agree to such a plan? Ve
believe they would and urgently recommend
its adoption, Something certainly must be
done to do away with this annual deficit.
This is the most important necd foday that
juces our church. We appreciate the heroic
support of a number of individuals Jike
Brother Ed Roberts, Brother Bud Robinson
and his party, and others, to increase our sub-
stription list, They have done well, and de-
serve the gratitude of the church, We be-
lieve the Board of Publication and the church
appreciate keenly all that these brethren have
done. Their very loyalty and faithfulness is
a strong appeat to us to stir qurselves to find
some expedient by which to get rid of this
annual deficit, which stands as a constant
menace to the paper. After we shall have
removed the deficit by the plan proposed, we
will need the continued support of these dear
brethren and all others in the work of circu-

Iating the paper in order to keep it success-
fully going on its glorious and benign mission
of spreading scriptural holiness throughout
the world,

OII, NEEDED

A writer in one-of our exchanges szid he
wanted to drive an iron bar through a piece of
timber. He bored a hole of the right size, but
the bar was rusty, and the hole was rough. He
made slow progress and was beginning ta split
the wood. He thought of the oil can. He
oiled the bar, and poured oil into the hole.
Then a few blows of the hammer sent the iron
into its place. The oil had not diminished the
size of the bar, nor enlarged that of the hole.
It merely relieved the friction.

This is just what the Holy Spirit does for
the preacher or Christian worker. Earnest-
ness will not do alone. Morbid- conscientious-
ness will not suffice. The two combined will
not accomplish right results, even when our
message is absolute truth and much needed to
be delivered. This combination will lead us
to hammer perpetually, and possibly mesci-
lessly, but will excite more friction than con-
viction unless inspired, attended, and applied
by the blessed Holy Spirit. With his holy
influence filling our hearts and saturating our
message we will speak this great truth in love.
We can hit hard if we hit in love. Love licks
never hurt, It is speaking the truth in love
that produces conviction, melts hearts, and
kindles a hunger and thirst in souls for better
and higher things. We can repel instcad of
winning by delivering right messages in the
wrong spirit. No preacher, therefore, is prop-
erly equipped for his work until cleansed, hlled
and empowered with the Holy Ghost. His
inward presence prevents friction, smoothes
the voice and softens the spirit and makes the
message winsome, potent, and convincing.
Education will not do this, Elocution can not
confer this power. All the learning of the
schools and the utmost skill of great profes-
sors are powerless to teach the mysteries of
this sacred art. This lesson is learned only in
the upper room. Waiting in that sacred re-
sort until the fire falls and the Pentecost comes
is the divine equipment promised, provided
and waiting for every divinely calted preacher
of the gospel. Tarry, brother, until you re-
ceive Him. Then alone will you be able to
do His work in His way,

Without this divine equipment the preach-
er's message will wound, not win; will enablc
the message to be strong in denunciation but
fail in leading to renunciation on the part of
the hearer. It will excite more resentment
thar repentance. Such preaching will make
us soul stirrers, instead of soul winners, leadl-
ing 1o beating the sheep, instead of feeding
the sheep.  Denunciation is a dangerous form.
of preaching, It is hard to denounce in love
— to denounce sin and love the sinner. Only
when filled with the Holy Spirit can this be
done,

Let preachers be careful in driving the iron,
not to split the woed. Only the oil of the-
Holy Ghost is needed for this achievement.



A CALL TO PRAYER AND WORK

The very greatest need of the world and of
the church just now is a revival of genuine
New Testament religion. The Board of Home
Missions of the Church of the Nazarese is
putting forth a commendable effort to make
our people everywhere realize their responsi-
bility in this matter. No greater test can
come to us as a church than this — CAN WE
HAVE A REVIVAL?

There is no patent way of having a real
revival, Qur present call is a call to humble
ourselves in prayer before God for the out-
pouring of His Holy Spirit upon gs.

1We must put ourselves out as never before to
reach men with the gospel message, We must
go out after souls. We must plan more meet-
ings, bigger meetings. We must organize,
plan, advertise; we must have better singing,
better preaching, better personal work, hetter
altar work. We must provide for getting con-
verts into the church and for utilizing their
fresh zeal for the cause of God and other souls.
We must use our very best wisdom, our very
best strength. WE MUST HAVE A RE-
VIVAL.

A SANE INTERPRETATION OF THE
SCRIPTURES

The babit of handling the Bible carelessly
is a vice from which even good people are not
always free. It is painful to see the preacher
roll his Bible as though it were a newspaper,
or toss it about as though it were an almanac
that would soon be out of date, anyway, or
mark it with light consideration as though it
were a copy book for practice purposes, It is
even distasteful to see him handle his Book
with thg same profane familiarity that he
would use with his day book, or his ledger.
The man who loves his Bible and reveres its
Author should find it easy to use becoming
manners in taking the Book in his hand, in
holding it in the presence of his audience, and
in replacing it upon the pulpit stand. A good
Bible ought to last a careful, reverent, con-
stant reader for many years,

The habit of applying the Scriptures with-
out true regard to their real meaning is a vice
all toecommon. Home “Bible rew fings' are
a compilation of Scripture texts containing a
certain word and frequently the meaning of
the passages by no means bears upon a com-
mon subject, The word regeneration occurs
twice in the New Testament, but surely Mat-
thew 19: 28 and Titus 3: 5 do not refer to the

same regeneration. ~Some preachers are bet-
ter known for their ability to quote Scripture
than for a wise classification of texts accord-
ing to their meaning., To be able to quote
the Scriptures is indeed an accomplishment
worthy of all the effort it requires, but its ad-
vantage may be greatly increased by the use
of wisdom in application.

The habit of giving fanciful interpretations
to the Scriptures is a vice both common and
dangerous. The followers of “Pastor™ Russell
hold that all the teachings of Christ were
parabolic. This claim gives them licens2 10
explain away the existence of hell as a place
of eternal punishment and to metamorphize
Holy Ghost religion into a system of symbols
and presumptions. The Adventists fancifully
find the fulfiliment of Revelation 6 in a his-
toric meteor shower, and more than one “Spe-
cialist” in prophecy has erred in his applica-
tion to current events. \I know a man who
saw the anti-Christ first in the Czar of Russia,
then in the Kaiser of Germany, and finally in
President Wilson. But after all the war did
not come as it should have come, and did not
end as it should have ended, and has not re-
sulted as it should have resulted in order to
have done justice to the theories of the most
of us. Our fancies, not the sacred prophecies,
have erred.

But even the desire to promote the truth or

-to emphasize an essential doctrine does not

atone for the vice of misinterpretation. The
Bible clearly teaches that men arc sanctified
after they are justified and the experience of
Christians corroborates this truth; but the
cause of second blessing holiness is not
strengthened by the effort to make every Bible
verse that contains a cc-ordinate corjunction
teach the two works of grace. There are
enough texis that do not require applying
for one to be expected to follaw his fancy in
discovering in a passage 2 meaning that the
author did not intend. Isaiah $5: 7; 2 Cor-

3

inthians 1: 15; Hebrews 10: 9, and Hebrews
9: 28 are, to say the least, not clegr second
blessing texts, yet 1 have heard sermon$ on
each of them that made this their meaning.

Thoughtful people want to.know what the
Bible means, what it was intended to mean;
not how it may be applied. There is a con-
viction that the Bible is a sane book. No one
can fail to discern the sense of appreciation
with which the true interpretation of the Bible
is received. Fanciful people like fanci-
ful preaching. But sane people like sane
preaching.

THE BICNESS OF CHRISTIANITY —
RECEPTIVELY

“I am the Lord thy God which brought
thee out of the Jand of Egypt: open thy
mouth wide, and I will fill it” (Psalm 81:10).

The psalmist here refers to a custom fol-
lowed in the ancient feasts. The host com-
menced the feast by selecting a choice portion
from the dish and putting it into the mouth of
his honored guest with his own hand. When
it was desired to show the guest special honor,
a very large portion was selected:. often the
ability of thc guest was tested to receive the
magnificent offering. In the above text the
Lord assumes the place of host and in antici-
pation of serving His people with mercy and
grace, asks that they open their mouths wide
preparatory to receiving the porticn that He
will give.

The alien from God has been provided the
way of reconciliation by means of a gift of
infinite value (Rom. 5: 8), It is difficult te
think of omnipotence being straitened or of
omniscience reaching its limit; but, neverthe-
less, in the work of completed redempiion,
Jesus Christ had no alternate (Rev. 3: 1-5).
So great a gift as that of God's only hegotten
Son certainly does require the recipient to
open his mouth wide.

Among all the roads to justification, only
one is open and possible to the guilty sinner
—-that of justification by pardon, It is,
therefore, a source of joy that God pardons
ebundantly (Isaiah S$5:7), This is the
assurance of a clear record on the guilty past
and of compassion and love for the trying fu-
ture, Such a pardon is indeed a large and
choice portion from the table of the Lord.

Perfect communion with Christ here, and
acceptance in His presence herealter require
holiness of heart and life (1 John 1: 7; Matt.
5:8; Heb. 12: 14). But the greatness of this
need is met by a corresponding greatness in
the grace of God; for He sanctifies wholly
and preserves blameless unto the coming of
our Lord Jesus Christ (t Thes. §: 23).

Needs, general and particular; needs, spirit-
ual and physical; needs, tantalizing for small-
ness and overwhelming for greatness; needs,
both without and within, press upon the hum-
ble follower of Jesus Christ, but “My God
shall supply all your neced according to His
riches in giory by Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4: 19).
So long as you remain at the table of the Lord
you are assured of receiving a portion that
will require yout to open your mouth wide.

WHAT IS CHRISTIAN PERFECTION?
By Evangelist T. S. Mashburn

There are four classes of perfectionists:
{1} Roman Catholics. (2) Wesleyan Ar-
minians. (3) Quakers. (4) The Oberlin
School of Theology. But Calvinists and Lu-
therans absolutely reject this teaching. Nat-
urally, the question arises, What is Christian
Perfection? Webster defines perfection (1)
Brought to consummation or completencss;
catried through; completed, filled up; full.
{2) Especially not defective; having zll that
is requisite to its nature and kind; without de-
fictency or blemish; finished; complete; con-
summate; as a perfect statue; a perfect like-
ness; a perfect work; a perfect system. (3)
Hence, specifically, complete in moral excel-
lencies. (Syn.) Finished; consummate; com-
plete; faultless; blameless; unblemished.
{Latin) To finish or complete, so as to leave
nothing wanting; to give anything all that is
requisite to its nature and kind; to make
consummate, "

Of all subjects none is more feared and
ignored than this; and yet it is one of the
most vital and momentous subjects that has
to do with the whole structure of our salva-
tion, both present and ultimate. It is God's
own Bible standard to man, and is both rea-
sonable and logical; and was provided for in
the vicarious offering of Calvary’s Lamb slain
from the foundation of the world. It can, and
may be obtained, and retained, all the days of
our Christian life in this present world (Luke
1:70-73).

What is Christian perfection? We would
answer by saying that it is not Adamic per-
fection, absolute perfection, and neither is it
mental, physical, nor ethical perfection,
Scholars tell us there are two words in Greek
expressing love. Agape — divine, and Fileo
— human love. Agnostics scoff and ridicule
the doctrine of Christ’s atonement, in suffer-
ing the just for the unjust. The idea of onc
innocent man dying in atonement for the sins
of the whole human race is an insult to intel-
ligent thinkers, they say, and yet 712 years
B. C., Isaizh said, “God hath made fo meet on
him the iniguity of us all” {Isaiah 53:6), And
the angel said, “Thou shalt call his name Jesus
for he shall save his people from their sins”
(Matt. 1:21).

Back in the prehistoric age, God looking
forward and seeing Adam in the garden, pure
and innocent and in His (God’s) own image
{Gen. 1 :27) and being as he is, the climax
of all creation, God breathed into his nostrils
the breath of life, whereupon man became a
living soul {Gen. 2: 7). Just how long before
3atan, the adversary, appeared on the scene
we know not; but we do know that he did his
hellish work here just as he had previously
done in heaven, hefure being cast out a failen
angel of light (Luke 10:18). God is now
looking upon His broken command, and listen-
ing to the conversation of Mr. and Mrs. Adam
as they hide away in fear and trembling, as
they hear God calling, “Where art thou?”

(Gen. 3:9). By his own free will man has
brought condemnation upor the whole human
family, and has erected a middle wail of parti-
tion, constructed of sin which separates be-
tween himself and God (Isaiah 59 : 2).

We are told the Latin word for divine love
mcans {o bind us back to God. Six thousand
years or more, man has never ceased to be a
lone wanderer from God; hopeless. helpless;
and a wrecked derelict floating on life’s dark
sin cursed, storm beaten sea; without God
only to sink into an eternal hell with all na-
tions that forget God. “For if the word
spoken by angels was stedfast. and every
transgression and disobedience received a just
recompense of reward; how shall we escape, if
we neglect so great salvation?” (Heb. 2:2, 3).
As we believe it has been truthfully said, no
human being can love as 2 mother; and yet
she has been known to turn from, and refuse
to look upon, or receive her newly born babe.
Why? Because of sin and shame. Jesvs, the
essence of, and embodiment of divine, per-
fect love, said, “Come unto me all ye that
labor and are heavy laden, and I will give
you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn
of me; for I am meck and fowly in heart; and
ye shall find rest unto your souls" (Matt.
11:28,29). Chiefest of man's needsis soul rest,
This is utterly impossible so long as he wan-
ders on the dark cold mountains of sin. Hence,
only by a voluntary act on his own part can
he return to God, believe His Word, confess,
and forsake his sins, and obtain forgiveness,
or instantaneous regeneration through faith in
the blood of Christ. For the law was aiven
by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus
Christ (John 1:17}, F¥or by grace are ye
saved through faith; and that not of your-
selves: it is the gift of God (Eph. Z: 8), By
divine favor of God, now a joint heir with
Christ, “For God so Joved the world that he
gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have
everlasting life” (Johr 3: 16). “And this is
life eternal that they might know thee, the
only true God and Jesus Christ whom thou
hast sent” (John 17:3).

Children may be, and are in most cases,
born legally and physically perfect; and yet,
with a depraved bent to sinning, This is the
sin of the world, interwoven into man’s jnner
heart life, the seed principle, which produces
the fruit of all evil thoughts, words, and deeds.
Sin inherited, can net be forgiven, yet it can,
and must, be cleansed out by the baptism with
the Holy Ghost and fire, which applies the
blood of Christ who suffered withcut the gate
that He might sanctify the people with His
own blood (Heb. 13:12). The sinner has
hut ore mind; one object, which is the world
and himself. The converted man has two
minds, which trend in opposite directions:
one toward God, and the other toward the
world. The carnal or fleshly mind is not sub-
iect to the law of God, neither indeed can be

{Rom. 8: 7). An Indian szid .aiter he was
converted he had twe Indians; and the one in-
side would not behave,*but just kept fighting
all the time, Jesus said, “I have given them
thy word and the world hath hated them be-
cause they are not of the world even as I am
not of the world. Sanctify them through thy
truth; thy word is truth. Neither pray I for
these alone, but for them also which shall be-
lieve on me through their werd” (John
17: 14, 17, 20.

Entire sanctification is a second definite
work of grace wrought in the heart of the true
child of God subsequent to regeneration. It
deals death and destruction to the old man of
carnality. Cleansing and purifying the heart
by the baptism of the Holy Ghost and fire
by faith in the atoning blood, and belief of
God's Word. Christ's command to holiness or
perfect love: “Be ye therefore perfect cven
as your Father in heaven is perfect” (Matt.
5:48). Again, “The disciple is noét ahove his
master; but every one that is perfect shall be
as his master” (Margin) “Shall be perfected
as his master” (Luke 6:40). ‘‘For this is the
will of God, even your sanctification, that ye
should abstain from fornication. ¥For God
hath not called us unto uncleanness, but unto
holiness” (1 Thes. 4: 3, 7). Christ Joved the
church — the called out. Why? *That he
might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing
of water by the word, that he might pre-
sent it to himself a glorious church, not hav-
ing spat, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but
that it should be holy and without blemish”
(Eph. 5:26, 27). “Follow peace with all
men, and the sanclification without which no
man shall see the Lord” (Heb. 12:14),
“Faithful is he that calleth you, who also will
do it” (1 Thes. 5: 24}, “Blessed are the pure
in heart, for they shail see God™ (Matt. 5: 8).
“Wherefore he is able also to save them to the
uttermost that come unto God by him, sceing
he ever liveth to make intercession for them”
(Heb. 7: 25). “Beloved, now are we the sons
of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shal)
be; but we know that, when he shall appear,
we shall De like him; far we shall see him as
he is. And every man that hath this hope in
him purifieth himself, even as he is pure”
{1 John 3; 2, 3).

Sad "to relate, the real fight against this
Bible truth which is neither heresy nor fanati-
cism, comes from nominal Christians, and
worldly church members. May God pity,
bless, and help them, for we know how to sym-
pathize with alt such, having oursclves suf-
fered while we lingered on Jordan's stormy
banks casting a wishful eye. Oh, brother, sis-
ter, come on, plunge in, cross over and possess
the Jand of your inheritance,

What is Christian perfection? Let Paul
answer, “I am crycified with Christ; never-
theless 1 live; yet not I, but Christ Jiveth in
me; and the life which T now live in the flesh
1 live by the faith of the Son of God, who
loved me, and gave himself for me” (Gal.
2: 20).
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Getting the Blessing
By R. L. Hollenback

Al of us doubtless feel that there is a great
Jack of pure, simple instruction as to how we’
get sanctified. This accounts for the fact
that many who favor and believe in,sancti-
fication as being scriptural are very slow in
approaching it. Some would even defend it
with argument, but do not have it because
the way to get it is often not made plain,

When we speak of the conditions upon
which the experience may be obtained, imme-
diately our minds center upon two promi-
nent words: consecration, and faith. This is
just as it should be—according to the Bible,
and the experience of those who have sought
and obtained the blessing.

But there are versions of opinion regarding
hoth consecration and faith which diifer wide-
Iy in the strength of application; and some
of which seem to me to be positively ob-
structive to the cauce so dear ta us, First,
let us notice:

CONSECRATION

Consecration seems to sland in about the
same relation to sanctification as repentance
does to conversion, in that both are necessary
prerequisites to faith. But to my mind,
consecration, as taught by many, is robbed
of its principal element. With many, conse-
cration is held to be only an acceptance of
God's will, as expressed in “I'll go where you
want me to go,” and “I'll do what you want
me to do.” If such an acceptance of God’s
will covers all there is in consecration, then
we must say every believer is consecrated;
for the supreme desire of every believer is ta
tlo God’s wiil. Otherwise he would be a rebel.

1t is true that “Thy will’ is the keynote of
consecration, and covers our doing, being,
and suffering. These are all included in an
embracement of God's will. But does not
cvery regenerate person, to the Jimit of his
power, do this? If so, then to insiruct seek-
ers 10 s6 consecrate for holiness is simply
urging them to reiterate the same vows and
promises they made when they sought for-
2iveness,

Consecration is not simply an acceptance
of God’s will; for this Paul did while he was
vet carnal (Rom. 7: 22); and this came from
his “inner man,”

All other believers have done the same.
But consecration for holiness must include
also 2 deplering, and consenting to the death
of, the tyrant within which seeks to hinder
us from doing God's will.  John Wesley's term
—“repentance of believers”—seems to me to
lie more expressive of the act than our com-
mon term, consecration. There musl be a
repentance of the carnal wairings of pride,
self-will, envy, anger, ctc,, wiinin, The con-
viction, the sorrow, and the revenge one feels,
who thus dies out to sin, often equals that
which is felt when repenting of the past.

There is danger of holding consecration to
only Romans 12: 1, and overlooking Romans

7, and Colossians 3 : 8, 9. Consecration must
embrace a negative side, as well as a positive.
There must be a deploring and putting off of
the “old man,” as well as a putting on of the
new, We must not only cherish and embrace
God’s will, but bitterly hate and cast off every
element within us which is tyrannical to His
will.

Here is how some instruct seekers at the
altar:  To those seeking to be saved, they say
in substance, “‘Give Gad your heart, and trust
Him to make your life clean.” To those
seeking holiness, they say, “Give God your
life, and trust Him to make your heart clean.”
Peculiar, is it not?

FarTa

Then let us notice faith as it touches the
cxperience of holiness. There is much weak
instruction along this line, as well as the for-
mer.

It is often made entirely tno prepositional.
Some encouragement to believe agzainst hope
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is timely; but it is easy to encourage decep-
tion. Often seekers are asked, “Are you all on
the altar?” If an affirmative answer is given,
they are then told, “Well, claim the blessing
by faith. God can’t lie. Believe you've got
it.” Suppose they do: who is judge that they
have met conditions? They themselves. Per-
haps God’s judgment differed from theirs, and
He saw that they were not on the altar. That
kind of faith is a mere syllogism; altogether
human, and grossly deccptive. Christ is the
“Author and Finisher” of reai-faith; and He
will finish it when He sees that the conditions
have been fully met. It will be much safer
to encourage seckers to expect the blessing
momentarily ang hourly, than to urge them to
claim it without evidence. Perhaps we are too
anxious to sec them get through at owr altar
before eur meeting closes.  The same God and
Bible that persuaded them that the blessing
was for them is able to persuade them when
they have fully met the conditions. He will
tead the truly honest amd consecrated soul to
a place of perfect trust; and “there the Lord
commandeth the blessing, even life forever-
more.”"  Amen.

The Kind of Ministers Needed

My subject can be discussed only in a gen-
eral way, since the kind of ministers needed
in a particular sense is as varied as the con-
ditions existing in the different fields are
found to be. However, there are some funda-
mental characteristics which 1 believe should
be found in every minister. Some of these we
shall mention as we may feel led.

Entcering directly upon the subject, permit
us to say, we need educated ministers, No
minister can accomplish as much who has
made no preparation as the one who has, No
wood cutter can cut as much wood with a
dull axe as he can with a sharp one. No min-
ister with an untulored intellect —all else
being equal — can accomplish as much as one
with a trained mind. It is not always the
man who has attended some college or semi-
nary the longest who is the most truly edu-
cated, but he who has applied himself most
diligently, whether in school or in his own pri-
vate library, is the best trained man ready for
the responsibilities of his calling. The man
with but small natural ability, whose powers
are concentrated by the focalizing power of
the Spirit will become a far greater factor for
God and humanity than the man with great
ability whose powers are scattered through
the channels of a divided heart. “God often
works more by the life of the illiterate seeking
the things which are God's, than Ly the ability
of the learned seeking the things that are their
own,"” says the great St, Anselm. But we must
not stop here for how vain is mere intellectu-
ality. How contemptible in comparison with
the riches of the heart; for what are the hard,
dry facts found in the storebouse of the mind?
They are mere skeletons of opinions, a few
dry bones tied together by the cords of train-

ing, if there is no spirit to quicken each fact
into a living reality by adding to each dead
skeleton substance and beauty, moisture and
light, power and energy to stir the hearts and
lives of men.

Again, we need ministers with Dbusiness
ability. There is no business uncler the sun
quite so important as that pertaining to the
kingdom of God. Then, why should not the
minister whom Ged has chosen to look after
His business be the most businesslike man
found upon the whole earth? No president of
the greatest combine thae has ever existed has
had so great a responsibility as the minister
whom God has appointed to superintend this
His branch concern found on the carth. Let
me ask the question again, Should he not he
the most businesslike man that can be found,
methodical in all his affairs> You know, as
well as T do, that God’s cause in many places
has suffered a tremendous loss simply because
his ministers have failed 1o ¢carry on the busi-
ness of the kingdom of God in & businesslike
manner. May Goid help us to he more Lusi-
nesslike in the building up of His kingdom,

Tn like manner every minister should be a
humble man. For with the lowly in heart doth
God dwell. “Blessed are the poor in spirit
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.” No min-
ister can fill his office acceptably without hu-
mitity. Iride, the plague of the soul, will taint
everylhing and renders everything fvathsome
to God. But the humble heart is like the rich
fragrant vale watered by the stream of the
river of God. Rut with this unassuming, un-
pretending humble spirit which cvery minis-
ter should possess there should be that whole-
heartedness of spirit that causes one 10 put
his whole soul, mind, and strength in his work.
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Halfhearteduess is the child of failure, while
wholeheartedness is success in embryo. The
whole-souled minister is an example to the
intrepid. His influence is magnetic. He cre-
ates an epidemic of activity. Men will follow
him into the very jaws of the so-called im-
possible things and thus make possible great
accomplishments. Solomon said, “Whatso-
ever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy
might.” Paul writes, “And whatscever you
do, do it heartily as to the Lord angd not unto
men.” This is the quality that all men de-
light to honor. It is the energy which rises
to all the emergencies of life. It is this one-
ness of purpose that no terrar can shake,
What is there that a minister whose whole soul
is in his work, can’t do, since all the resources
of heaven are at his command?

Likewise we need ministers who are un-
selfish in all their acts — dead to themselves,
working for the general good of God's king-
dom. We find too many preachers who are
intensely interested in their own needs or
work, but who seem.to be very indifferent con-
cerning the outcome. of the efforts of others.
I bave known pastors who seemed to be very
anxious about their pastorate until they de-
cided to leave, and then if the whole work was
almost wrecked by the time the new pastor
got on the field it seemed to be of little con-
cern to them. That is not the kind of minis-
ters needed. That minister who ties the hearts
of his people to himself instead of God and
then tries to take the hearts of every one of
his church with him when he leaves, to the
destruction of the church, is far from being
what God desires his ministers to be. The
spirit of John the Baptist is the real spirit all
should possess. “I must decrease but he must
increase.” That is a magnanimous spirit.
Ministers like that are sure to bleess the world
and honor God.

Every ministe? should be a man-with a
vision. The success of every man, whatever
may be his vocation, is measured Jargely by
the attitude taken toward these visions. They
are mirrors in” which are seen not only our
opportunities afid privileges, our duties and
responsibilities, but the demands that are
made of us in the accomplishment of the task.
The successful business man first caught the
vision and prepared himself to meet jts re-
quirements. The famous lawycr who has won
honer before the great tribunals early had
visions of his future career. For, “Heights by
great men won and kept, were not attained by
sudden flights, but they while their compan-
ions slept, were toiling upward in ihe night.”
They, like the great Apostle Paul, were “Not
disobedient to the heavenly vision,” hut at
once proceeded into Damascus. May God
give more of us such a heavenly vision.

Again we nced minislers wt'i convictions,
The tendency today is to go with the majority
—to let down a little, but God is delighted in
the man who stands for what he believes is
right, though he stand alone. If we as min-
isters are not very careful we shall find our-
selves becoming “broadminded” in the eyes
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af the world, having lost that which once made
us “a peculiar people zealous of good works.”
And when that time comes God will “spue us
out of his mouth” and raise another people to
carry on his work. We need ministers wha
would rather die than surrender their convic-
tions, Men who are willing te live on corn-
bread and water rather than to swerve from
the old paths.

The demand is becoming greater every day
for ministers who have an all-consuming pas-
sion for souls — whose one purpose, prayer,
and desire is to get souls saved; ministers who
will not permit the many duties of their call-
ing to crowd out this one all important pas-
sion for the Jost. Every minister should be
possessed with a spirit like unto that of the
Scottish preacher when, in deep agony of soul,
he cried, with the sweat pouring out like that
found upon the brow of our blessed Master,
“Give me Scotland or I die.” Or like that
found in the heart of that great general,
Moses, Hear him as he pleads, as he entreats,
as he intercedes with groaning such as never
before had been heard, with his life literaliy
thrown across the breach to make up the
hedge, “Oh, Lord, forgive their sin; and if not,
blot me, I pray thee, out of the book which
thou hast written.”” 1 need not tell you that
God heard him; for, if need be, God would
stop every angel in his hurried flight to hear
and answer such an agonizing, unselfish praver
for souls. With a few ministers like this it
would not be long till all hell would be
aroused, the world would be saved, and Jesus
and the angels would be heard shouting with
areat joy as they come back to earth, clothed
with power and great glory.

We need ministers full of the Holy Ghost
and {aith. They may fall short in many par-
Liculars, but they must have Him. A minister
full of the Holy Ghost and faith is uncoun-
querable, undefeatable, undiscourageable, irre-
sistible, and unstopable, literally burning his
way through the world till God gets the de-
sired glory out of his life.

So in the midst of the cold, dead, spirit-
less, unctionless formalism which is wellnigh
monopolizing the whole of Christianity, God
needs:  Ministers who have minds trained to
the glory of God, prepared to “show them-
selves approved unto God, workmen that need
not to he ashamed, rightly dividing the word
of truth.” Ministers who are working sys-
tematically for the building up of his king-
dom. Ministers who are clothed upon with
humility.  Ministers who have their whole
souls in the work. Ministers who are un-
selfish in spirit. Ministers who have decp
buried, God given convictions. Ministers of
great vision. Ministers with undaunted cour-
age, nat like Erasmus, who once said, “I will
not be untrue to the call of Christ, at least
so far as the age will permit me, but with
a courageous spirit like Luther, who de-
clared, “I will go to Worms though devils
were combined against me as thick as the
tiles upon the housetop,” or, like Paul, “1 am
ready not only to be bound hut also to die,”

if need be. Ministers whose love far souls is
greater than their love for family or :fortune
—or life itself. Ministers full of' the Holy
Ghost, and faith, who are determined to
spread scriptural holiness to earth’s remotest
bounds, though they may have to live in a tent,
and sleep in the straw, Ministers who will
sing and shout, preach and testify “of holi-
ness so true,”’ until every schgf earth's ut-
most bounds shall know that God through
Jesus’ blood can satisfy every longing of the
human heart,

Fads, Fakes, Freaks, Frauds, and Fools

FOOLS

HE diclionary defines fool as follows: (1)

One destitute of reason, or of the common

powers of understanding; an idiot. (2} A
person deficicnt in intellect; one who acts abserdly,
or pursues 2 course contrary to the diclates of wis-
dom; one without judgment; a simpleton; a dolt.
{3) (Scripture) One who acts <ontrary to moral and
reffrions wisdom; a wicked persor.”

In the Bible the word fool (singular and plural)
is found 112 times, and with its dcrivatives, 185
times.

Proverbs is the book of wisdom, and in it the
word is found fifty-nine tifes, and with its deriva-
tions cighty-one times .

In the Scripture sense the word is used many
ways according 46 the various Hebrew and Greek
works from which we gel the translation—faol. Fol-
lowing are some af these shades of meaning as taken
from Young's Analytical Concordance: “Self-con-
fident, emply person, thickheaded, thoughtless, un-
wise, heedless, witless.”

Let us notice some of the most striking stalements
in the Word regarding fools:

“Fools despise wisdom ang instruction.™

“Fools die {6r want of wisdom.”

#The way of a fool is right in his own eyes.”

“Fools make a mock at sin.”

“A fool dcst&-clh his father’s instruction.”

“Shame shall be the promotion of fools.”

“He that uttereth a slander is a ool

"Jt is acbomination to iools to depart {rom evil.”

“A iool uttercth all his mind: but a wise man
keepcth it in till alterwards,”

“The fool watketh in darkness.”

“3 fool's voice is known by multilude of words.”

“The ioo] hath said in his heart, There is no God ™

dest. What can compare with it?  Not all
ol the shocking cvents recorded in the world's
history. Again may I ask, “What is the
sadldest sentence 1that one can hear?” Another
sad sentence is, A lost life. A young man who
had been a nominal Christian lay dying. Pass-
ing his room door, his mother heard him say,
“Lost! lost! lost!” She ran into the room and
cried, “My Moy, is it possible you have lost
vour hope in Christ, now you are dying?”
“No, nmother, it is not that. I have a hope
beyondd the grave, but I have Jost my life. I
hiave lived twenty-four years for the Son of
(iod, and have done nothing fur Him, and now
I am dying. My life has been spent for my-
self. Aly life is lost,”

The following are indeed sad sentences:
The ship is sinking,” “Your mother is dy-
ing,” “You have only one hour to live,” “A
fierce cyclone is coming,” “We have lost con-
trol of the hoat,” “Lost in the wilds,” and “A
lost life,””  Yut Yhe dying sinner will hear,a
cadder sen: nce than cither of the above men-
tioned. “What- is the saddest sentence that
one can hear?” We quote from the lips of
Jesus Christ-when He says,.**Depart from me,
I know you nat.”

If one will take the pains to study the antitheses
of these marvelous statements, he will see the wisdom
of not being a foel.

When we study this word from every angle, tum
on it cvery sidelight, take it in all shades of meaning,
who of us can honestly say, “The ward has never
applicd to me”? When we look at all our own mis-
(akes and foolish acts, and what we have seen in so
many others, do we wonder at Carlyle’s concise ren-
sus of the population — “mostly fools"?

But after all there is some degree of consolation
when we think of the wise statement of Abraham
Lincoln: “You can fool some of the people ali of
the time, and zll the people some of the time. but
you can not foel gil the people alf the time.” Thank
the Lord for this ray of hope and cheer!

We may have occasion a number of times to use
the word fools in this article, yet we do not wish
to be misunderstood and considered to be flying in
the face of our Lord’s admonition, where He says,
“WWhosoever shall say, Thou fool, shzll be in danger
of hell fire." This is one ol the peculiar statements
in the Word which is much misunderstood. Matthew
Henry, in his commentary scems to cateh the proper
meaning. ‘“He tells them, that givine opprobrious
lanzuzge to our brother is tongue-murder, calling
him ‘Raca’ and ‘Thon feol’ When this is done with
mildness and for a good cnd, to convince others of
their vanity and folly, it is not sinful. Thus, Juames
says. ‘O wain man;” and Paul, ‘Thou fool and
Christ himself, ‘O feols and slow of heart! But
when it proceeds fram anger and malice within, t is
the smoke of that fire which 15 kindled from hell,
and falls under the same character.”

So et it be understood that when we use the
word in any of its meanings we do not use it in the
sense in which our Lord condemns,

One day I was walking along the business street
of Camden, N. J.. with a pastor, and observed the
people intently looking toward the lop of a four-
story building.  We stopped and likewise gazed. On
the top of that {lat-reofed building was a3 man with
commen kitchen tables about three feet by fottr.
Four of these tables were placed one above tie
olher near the cdge of Lhe roof.

He was then handed the
fourth onc, bul there was not sulficient room (o
stand it up on the ang top chair, o0 he simply put
the back leps of this on the top one, then sat down
and balanced himeelf on the two back leps of this
tep chair. ITis feet were clear off the chair, swine-
ing in that awful space, and he balancing himself
in that frightful position. 1t took about all my
nerve just lo waich him, and whea hie was through
1 turned to the pastor and said, *That's a fool.™
Was I not right? There are many ways of heing
a fool,

Read again the definitions in the diclionary and
the hiblical applications and we will try te keep our-
selves within bounds,

If wp apply the term lo oursclves when we were
tremendously fooled at different times in our Jives.
we may have more charity wilth others in some of
their  foolishnress.  Have we not been fooled in
people many times?  We thought they were pious
bul they were frauds. We thaught they were holy,
hut they were holy terrors, We thought they were
blessed, bul it was put on. They raised a hallelujah
in the meeting and 2 hullabaloo at heme. We loaned
a preacher some money and proved (e adage, “)f
you want to lese a friend, loan him sumc money.”
You recommended bim as an cvangelist, and wished
2 dozen times you could recall it.  You called him
to become Lhe pastor and he split the church, You
invitedd him Lo preach and then hung your head as
he did so. You called him as cvangelist, and he
besmirched the c¢hurch with his immorality, The
pure young woman married him as one equally pure,
hut his vile sin was entailed upon .the offspring.
You thought he hod never been married before,
and later heard of the other wife still living, He
joined the church and you thought you had caught

3 whale, but he was a sucker,
get fooled.

The agent after some psychological persuasion
made you believe you would miss the ¢hance of your
life if you did not purchase right now. and you did
s0. Befare he got out of the yard you [elt Jike
kicking yoursell and him worse for making such 2
foal of yoursell. You invested money on the crest
of the wave in speculation in houses or 'lots, and
then the slump came and you got tremendousty left.”
Then you felt foolish. Gilt-edged stock was offered
you and you had 1o buy so quick or it would surcly
rise, and you did not take time to seck counsel from
Ged, but you had plenty of time afterward to sece
your folly.

So they thrust out their legs and feet,
all covered with a thick, sticky substance. and the
housecleaners quickly strip it ofl and mix it intn
a varnith which dries very hard and stick, and is
of a reddich brown color. It ook some michty
smart men a long time to find aut just what bees
put into their varnish, too.  Every chink and crevice
is stopped up with it, rough placcs arc smoothed,
and when all this is done the hive is ready for
the many-storied, many-roomed apartment house
they are going 1o build. And they don't nred
bricks or lumber, as men do, for their building
material is wax.”

“Where do they get it?" asked Katherine,

“Why, the busy little creatures fly far and wide
searching for-sweet juices, and nectar, and when
their honey bags arc full, they come back and
fasten Lhemselves to the ceiling ol the hive by
little hooks on their feet. Othets coming in hook
onlo the ones just above them, until a thick bail
of becs is hanging inside the hive. But you
need n't think they are idle, for ali they arc so
quiel and sleepy looking.”

Coe Lee begins this work, and others join in on
either side, unti! a large number is at work, As
soon as the lower cells of 2 comb are finished,
two olher combs are begun, one on ecach side, and
when these are under way, other layers are started
in the same manner. This plan makes it possible
for them to use Lhe Jargest number of workers at
the same time. And let me tell you that the
building they put up has never been excelled by
the tinest architecls and contraclors in the worid.
Talk about skyscrapers! Why, bees were build-
ing skyscrapers ages before men even thought of
one. And the serious problems which confront
the man who is planning one of these immense
buildings, are the very same ones which bee
builders have met all along and sohved perfestly.
And that is, how Lo get the greatest streagth and
the largest amount of room Jrom the smallest
quantity of building material. A comb which
measures some seven by fourteen inches will con-
tain ahout fgur thousand rooms! These rovms
are built six-sided, shich means that maore of
them can be pul inte 2 cerlain space than if they
were made any other shape, and that there is
not a parlicle of wasled room,

Not anly that, but the struclure is carefuily and
intelligently sirenpthened o that there wifl In
no ¢hance of some story in it caving in and kiiling
a lot of their young,

Afler working on Lhe problem for years, cover-
ing cndless sheets of paper with Hgures and geo-
metrical calculations, lcarnedrmathemalicians have
learned that it would be utterly impossible to
construect 2 comb any other way, using the same
quantily of wax, and get as many rooms, arranged
as convenienlly, and with as much strength, as
bees do in their building.”

“The clever liltle rascals!” exclaimed Juck, ad-
miringly.

“Yes, they arc smart, all right,” said Dan, “so
much so that men have spent more lime, perhaps,
studying (heir habits, and more books have Leen
wrilten aboul them, than any other of God's crea-
tures. But in spite of all this, Lhe busy lltle bees
still manage to putzle these learned gentlemen
about a good many things they do.”

“What?" asked Kathcrine.

“WWell, for one thing, 2s lo why they build as
scientifically and accuralely as they do. Scientists
are not willing to admit that such a small insect
can have any rea!l intelligence. Sa they have
measared its head, and studied the formation of
ils fcet, tecth, and jaws Lhrough strong magnify-
ing glasses. These are the tools with which a bee
builds, and men have hoped to find something in
the shape of these (ools, which forced the Jittle
insects to construct their cells in their Leautiful
sixstded pattern.”

CIVE US PASTORS

Some peculiar problems confront any newly pr-
zanized body. This is especially true of a youny
church. I have for scveral years pondered nver a
situation that we face in our church, and believe it
should have the thoughtful conzideration of every
one,

The Church of the Nazsrene has heen providen-
tially raised up lo consterve the scattercd worl of
holiness evangelism in this country, It came ot a
time most opporlune for the {Mnching of a church
that would proclaim a full gospel, It has come 1a
stay.

Its phenomenal growth is the best evidence of ils
timely appearance. The field was ripe. In a few
years the lines of its organization were Uirown out
all over the country and even extending to the re-
motest parts of the world.

The foremost problem of the church has heen to
man its pulpits and its boards with godly and effi-
cicnt men. Before a generation of workers could be
rajed up in the church and ils own schools, the
church has bad to loak clsewhere for its working
{orces,

On every hand men whn had received the anoint-
ing were being discarded or shoved out by the pareat

churches, These were Lhe assets of the new church.,

They gathered from cvery denomination. They have
Lushed the battle Ieyally and well. But this very
situation has brought abaut a perilous condition that
only time will correct. Many of these men, indecd,
the majority of ihem, felt God's call to the field of
evangelism.  Many were stili holding to the nlder
churches cecing tucir wotk destroyed by hostilc
authorities, Soa - were pursuing an independent
ministry, Others were orzanizing Jocal and provingial
work, All Lhese were gathered in and articulated
into one grneral whole.

OBSERVFE TItE RESULTS

Men who had been free in evangelism now found
themselves bound to a wttled pastorate  Men vhnse
God-given comntission had been one of cvangelism,
now at the urge of necessily in their privale alfairs,
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HE naturalist Darwin, before he

died, said that he had lost all

appreciation for the astistic and
beautiful in life, except such as he came
in contact with in nature. It would
take a very large volume indeed to tell
of the specific instances where men be-
came so absorbed in study as to lose all
appreciation for many of the great facts
and fundamentals of life. One of the
greatest battles the Nazarene schools
have to fight is along this very line.

In fact, the demands of present edu-
cational standards are such that the
closest watching and the most heroic
effort are necessary to keep first things
first in our schools. Education for edu-
cation’s sake is not the end for which
our cducational institutions are main-
tained. Certainly our cause and the
doctrine that we are propagating are
worthy of the very best methods that
we can find, but the Enemy of our souls
and of the gospel we preach wilt do his
| best to get us te make education first.

God has just as truly called us as
schools inta the evangelistic work as He
has into any other department of our
work., This may seem a strong state-

ment at first, but surely it must be true.

Which First in Our Schools?

Our schools furnish our foreign mis-
sionary board with missionaries, They
must be evangelistic in spiril or they are
worthless to the church. Our schools
will to an increasingly greater degree
furnish to our churches their pastors.
If they are not evangelistic in their
spirit they will not be acceptabie.

Recenlly a layman asked one of our
brethren to recommend a pastor for the
chureh of which he is a member. He
did so, and added a number of qualifi-
cations.  Finally the Jayman said,
“Well, brother, can he preach? Cun he
do the job?" He wanted a preacher,
anointed of the "Holy Ghost, whose
preaching would feed the Christians and
would get sinners to God.

The whole tendency of school work is
toward conservatism—toward a con-
servatism that will ro our students of
revival fire and unction. Sooner or
later our whole church will Jargely be
what our schonls have made it. Tf our
church backslides it will do so first in
our scliools.  Again, if our schools lose
evangelistic fire and power our church
is doomed to f{ail of itls God-given mis-
sion. Let us not over-emphasize educa-
tion! Let us keep evangelism first!

or the insisteat call of the church turned aside to
pastor these churches.  This bas been done i many
cawes with disaster to the men themselves, and to
their charges. Little congregations all over the coun-
try, the results of cuelier cvangelism, have faund that
instend of a pastor, they have over them a zealous
evangelist, whu soon gets out of sympalhy with his
flock, fails 10 recognize their real nceds, and har-
ries them as a backslidden peaple, Soun wor Juter
he gives up in despair and returns to evangelism. or
to sccular work., What of the flock? They grow
discouraged, dispirited, do not know what is wrong,
driit away or hang an forlortly to the barest spiritual
existence,
TIIEY NEEDED A PASTOR

A pastor is as nccessary to aur salvation as an
cvangelist. I have yet to see an cvangelist succeed
as a pastor. A church does well indeed to survive
this misfit.

We have churches closing their doors constantly,
yet that we mnry not show to the warld our own
fallibility we refuse to hold an autopsy or to preach
a funcral. Like the barbarians ot Rome, we would
rather turn the Tiber aside and bury our dead in
secret, than show the encmy that we are mortal. It
would be infinitely more to pur credil if we faced the
situation plainly and sought a remedy.

Let us laok a little further and sce why the cvan-
gelist <an not serve as a pastor.

First, he mainly concerns himseli with preaching
the law, “The law is, indeed, our schoolmaster to
bring us (o Christ.”” Tsut how tenderly, how care-
fully must the bwly of Christ be edified. ¥For ten
years I have been connecled with our holiness schnals
and durinig that time I have seen an undericd, sickly
people surfeited on an almost uninterrupted course
of evangelism. During that time I have seen 2
slrange perversion of scriptural order and procesces,
While holiness may be preached from Jid to lid of
God's Word, yet sanclificalion can nat be preiched
only this side of the cross. In these years almost
without exception sanctification of the spirit has
been preached from Sinai, T am persuaded that these
conditions exist clsewhere in the church. We can
have no robust souls while our preaching of this
crowning work of the Spirit comes from Sinai, He

who preaches the gospl of the Spirit must come
dawn from Sinai and get even bevond the cross and
get into the upper chamber,

The pastor must have (his anointing.  His ministry
must he largely addressed to those of the househofd
of fzith. He must bring Lo his people that which
under the inspiration of God is “for doctring, for rc-
preof for correction, for instruction in rightrous.
ness."”

Let me pleanl with thoce who have charce over
churches.  Study  your people.  Study pastosal
preaching. 1§ you are called to be an evangelist,
then gel out and caery your message (o those who
need you. Ef you are out of divine order, you wifl
be giving 2 scorpion to them whe are crving for an
cre. May our leaders be quick to correet these con-
ditions wherever they can and may the church soon
produce such diversity of laburers within her own
ranks as to yightly perform all her function is my
carnest prayer o God for the work committed Lo us,

TIIE PORTLAND CAMPAICN
As seen by one of the workers

Wednesday night, March Sth, brooght te a close
to the mind of this wriler one of the grealest cam-
paigns ever launched in the history of our movement.
The meetings were held under the auspices of the
five Nazarene churches of Portland. From these
churches were selected the <everal committees, such
as advertising, finances, prayermeelings, open air and
factory meetings, aitar and personal workers, music,
cte. Rev. A. M. Bowes, pastor of First Church,
Portland, was chairman of all, and let me say in few
words he is a man of prayer and faith and vision
far our work. May his kind be greatly mulliplied in
our midst.

The mectings were held in the Municipal Audi-
torium at Lhe cost of $75 per night. It is said this is
the largest auditorium of s kind west of the M
issippi tiver. The mectings were well advertised;
the commiltee spending about $600 in this manner.
Fifteen large billbeards lighted at night by clectricity,
in public places of the city, were used.  Thousands
of small folders were passed out by women and girls
in factories and employes of large department stores
and business houses; while street cars carried cards
on the inside and outside advertizing the meeting. It
was said in Portland no union mecling was ever
given awider publicity by Lhe daily papers than Lhis
campaign. Two different reporters were engaged to
write up the meeting, Extracls from scrmons ap-
peared daily along with pictures of the workers

snapped by Lhe news reporters.

The music was a great feature in this meeting; a
thorus of 150 voices, ledd by Prof. R. A. Shank, of
Cincinnati, one of the iargest pipe organs in the
Northwest, and 2 baby grand piano played by Mrs.
R. A. Shank. Dr. C. L. Haynes, a physican, of
Portland, played the pipe organ. “Glad Tidings in
Sang” was Lhe book used, and 1,500 copies were sald
during the meeting.

Large crowds were in attendance {rom the begin-
ning, Hundreds of people of differenl denomina-
tions took part in the meeting. One night we asked
fog Lhe ministers in the congregation Yo stand, and
beside thote vn the platiorm, sixleen pastors of dif-
ferent ¢hurches in Portland stood up.  There were
558 seckers for pardon or cleansing, the largesl num-
ber at one time being seventy.  Personal workers
were placed over cerlain seclions of the auditorium.
‘This work was supervised by Mrs. Edith White-
sides, deaconess of First Church. The finances of
this mecling came as easy as any meeling 1he writer
was ¢ver in, big or [ittle.  The collection plates were
passed caeh eveningg and the offerimes ranged from
V50 to over $100 at cvery service. ‘There were only
two specinl offerings taken, one to finish the budget
and one for the workers,  Total expenses were aboul
3,300, which was all met. 10 was from every view-
point A geeat campaken aml came jn answer Llu prayer
and faith. To Gad Le ali the glory, Qur only de-
sire in wriling this lenglhy report is o show whal
cun be done in our large cilies, ancd that the multi-
wudes welcome the kind of gaspel we preach. The re-
suft of this campaign should be an in¢entive to our
people everywhere o undertake great things for our
Christ and His kingdom.

On the last Monday marning the wriler was in-
vited to speak before the Slinisterial Association of
Portland, where there were over 200 ministers pres-
ent. We gpoke to them on the *“Warkd's Present
Nced—a Revival of Bible Religion.”  This met with
a hearty response  The Sunday afternoon services
were conducted in the White Temple Baptist Church,
one of Ihe largest church fuditoriums in the city, as
the ¢commitlce was unable Lo seeurc the auditorium
inr this service,  The last Sunday afternonn people
were standing on the main fleor and the gallery, and
to the response of a message on holiness forty-two
Lowed at ehe aftar. A fine list of subscriptions were
cecured for the ITErALG oF Toringss. Steps were be-
kan to place our First Church in a central location in
the city.

/ I ¥ HE annual meetings of the gencral boards
of our church at Kansas City are designed
to further the accomplishment of this desir-

able end. In thesc days of strenuous living, when
the forces of carth and hell scem to be combined
for the ruin of the race, and the overthrow of
the work of God among men, it ill becomes vus
to allow any of our encrgics to go to waste for
Jack of inlcligent co-operation on Lhe part of our
forces as represented by the various activities
of our church, The spirit of co-operation we cer«
tainly have, and anything that tends toward a
better undcrslandmg of the scope of our work,
and improvements in the mcthods vl co-opera-
tion employed by the various interests of our
church, should be heartily welcomed, and will be
by our workers and people everywhere.

The success of our production department will
depend upon the quality of the material (urnished
them with which (o carry on their work. How
gladly this department welcomes efficient helpers!

The success of our training department will
depend upon the support given to it, and the
quality of the material furnished for it to work
vpon. The quality of the material furnished to
our distributing and production departments will
depend upon the quality of the work done by
aur training department.

Thus our schools, more than any other deparl-
ment of our work, toueh vitally cvery branch
of our activities, and they in tura are depend-
ent upon the other departments of our work for
their support, and foy the supply of the material
which they are o transform inlo our most valu-
ablc asset [or the carrying (orward of the work
of our church—trained workers.

Qutside of the grace of God, there is no other
agency that so vitally affects all of the activities
of our church and movement as our schaols.
Our churches, our evangelislic and missions [telds,
arc supplied with pastors, cvangelists, mission-
aries, and workers who are trained in our schools,
Our publiching interests, our editorial and ather
writers, those who manage our business aifairs,

our Sunday school and Young People's Society
workers, our educators and teachers, our workers
for every department of our work must eventu-
ally be the product of our own schools. In the
past we have recelved many pastors, cvangelists,
and workers who have been trained in other
schools; but 1he time is rapidly approaching
when we must depend solely upon the product
of our own schools for aur supply of workers
for every department of cur aclivities. The train-
ing reccived by Lhe older men in other denomi-
national schools was quile different from the
training given in Lhese same xchools now, God
has given us a work distinct from that of most
of the other churches of today, and that by thric
own confession. In these days the issue of serip-
tural holiness is more generally and more closely
drawn Lhan it has been in other days. The issue
has becoms prominent enough to attract and
compel the attention of other churches and
schools, and most of them have taken issue with
the Scriptures on s subject, as well as Lhey
have with us on the guestion of doctrine and ¢x-
perience as a presenl possession.

We can not reasoncbly expect schools thot are
opposed to holiness Lo train sworkers to promate
holiness.

They are not training workers for our work,
As our work is diffcrent, so the Lraining of our
workers must be differenl. It s safc to <ay that
our greatest handicap today is [vund in our Jack
of trained workers. Our hope for a supply is to
be found only in our own schools, ¥rom ne
other source can we look for a supply.

Our General Board of Forcign Missions should
be as interested in our schools and in the support
and promotion of cducation as are aur schuols
themselves, It is from them that they look (or
their warkers. The zame is true of our Board of
Home Missions and Evangelism, our Board of
Church Extension, aur Roard of Publicrtion, osur
churches, our Sunday <chools, our young prople’s
organizations, and of cvery corrclated aclivity of
out church, Our schools do net exist for them-
selves alone, but for the promotion of the work
of the Lord in our church throughout the werld,
Education is not an end, Lut a means to an end.
It is not entirely clear that our echools have al-
ways realized this to the fullest extenl, but it is
time that we did realize it more fully. Every
evanpelistic meeting, every increase in our church
membership, every improvement in ouc church
work has its peculiar inlerest to us in pur schonls.
The establishment of cvery new church, of every
new mission stativn, the enlargement and im-
provement of our publishing interests, every in-
crease in cireulation and improvement of that
which is to us the best of all heliness papers,
our own Herarp or Hotixess, is of intercst to
us as cnlarging our ficld of operations, and fur-
nishing fresh opportunitics for our aulpul of
workers.  As our schonls interesl themselves in
all of the aclivities of our waork, they are promot-

In standing by and pra-
moting the interests of our schools, we are stand-
ing by and promoting Lhe interests of cvery de-
partment of our work, R

We have the men and wWomcen, the boys and
girls, who bave been called of God, and who have
the brains, but need the traming that can be se-
cured only in ourlown-schools. We have not a
lack of workers, but a lack of trained workers.
We need a great and general awakening to the
importance of training. Our church as a whole
needs to fcel it. Qur schools themseives need to
feel it. Those who are called of God need to fecl
it. Our people will respond when they are
aroused to feel the nced, and see the importance
of the work. Our people are interested in the
work ol the Lord in our church. They are in-
terested in the promotion of this work in our
own movement, 2nd will respond to every eifort
for its advancement when they see the necd.

As things now are, in many instances, our
scheols must use much of their enery in main-
taining an existence, and it is dittle wonder if
sometimes it scems as though that was the bur-
den of our efforts. But down in our heart of
hearts, every onc ol our school men realizes that
cxislence is not our chicl cnd.  In some mensure
at least, we have a vision ol the importance of
the wark, and are laboring for the advancement
of the interesie of the kingdem of God as (hes
arc represented in the church of our choice. We
are honest men, and desire lo see aur accounts
paid promptly, and our afiairs conducted in a
businesslike way; in 2 manncr that will com-
mend itscli. to tiie consciences of thoze with
whom we¢ do business.  Our schools are nat |
money-making  propositions.  Neither are they
money-losing prapositions,  No work pays larger
dividends, and no church has more available
assels than its schouls, In the great denomina-
tional collepes of our land, the students’ tuition
fees pay only 3 litlle more than onc-third of Lhe
cxpense of their cducation. Our churches, our
homes, our communities get (he benefid of the
training given to our students, and should bear
the burden of the expense of maintaining our
stnoots,  oing o is merely making some return
for what they receive. Qur government has
found- by expericnce that it pays to cducate its
citizens at its own expense.  In the last analysis
it 15 the chief beneficiary, and (herefore should
beadr the expense. No government can alford
not to educate its citizens in this enlightened age,
and ne church can afford not to cducate its wark-
ers and its peopie. The government ihut docs
most 1o cducate its people is most enlightened
and prosperous. The church that does most to
train #ts workers and people is most eificicnt in
service and usefulness. “My people perish fer
lack gl knowledge.” “Study to show thyself
approved unto God, 2 workman thal needeth not
to be ashamed, righuy dividing the word ol
truth,”
