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A Second Work of Grace

grace, wrought subsequent to regeneration.  The

necessity for this second work lies in the fact that
pardon and regeneration do not accomplish all which we
need to have done, in our salvation., The fact of inbred
sin or carnality being left in the regencrated is the ground
work of necessity for a second work of grace. The case
of the Samaritans recorded in the eighth chapter of Acts,
is in point, Peter's revival was very successful in Samaria.
It is recorded “when they believed Philip preaching. the
things concerning the things of God, and the name of Jesus
Christ, they were baptized, both men and women,”

The apostles at Jerusalem hearing of these converts in
Samaria, sent down Peter and Jobn to instruct them more
fully as to their further privileges and needs. Of these
two apostles it is said, “who, when they were come down,
prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:
. . . and they received the Holy Ghost.” Here is an
incontestable case of the baptized converts of an apostolic
revival being instructed by apostles, to seek and obtain the
gift of the Holy Ghost, as a.second, distinct work of grace.

That this was the pentecostal gift of the Holy Spirit, as
was the case with Cornelius and others, is proven by Peter.
Trouble arose amongst the apostles about circumcision and
a council was held at Jerusalem to settle the matter.,
“When there had been much disputing, Peter rose up, and
said unto them, Men and brethren, ye know how that a
good while ago God made cheice among us, that the Gen-
tiles by my mouth should hear the ord of the gospel, and
believe. And God, which knoweth the hearts, bare them
witness, giving them the Holy Ghost, even as he did unto
us; and put no difference between us and them, purifying
their hearts by faith, "

In this passage we not only have proven that the con-
verts under apostolic preaching were by apostles further led
on to the obtainment of the pentecostal baptism after their
conversion, but we are also taught the nature of the oper-
ation performed in this/second work of grace, which was
“the purifying” of the hearts of the converted. The con-
verts received pardon in the first work and purity in the
second,

T HE Scriptures abundantly teach a second work of

Happily, every creed in Christendom, of every age, rec-
ognizes such need of a second work of grace in the regencr
ated. They all attest, in one form ar another, either the in-
completeness of regeneration, or the incurable nature of de-
pravity by regeneration, thus plainly attesting by direct

implication to the remains of sin in believers, demanding
necessarily a second application of the atoning blood for
complete recovery from sin,

The current teachings of the epistles agree with this
great, cardinal, fundamental truth. We have roon for only
one quotation, Take 1 John, 1-7: “If we walk in the light,
as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another,
and the blood of Jesus Christ, his Son, cleanseth us from
all sin,””  There is in this verse a plain declaration of a
state of pardon and regeneration. We have secondly, an
equally specific slatement that such state of pardon and
regeneration renders us eligible to a further state of cleans-
ing.

We must be in the light and walking faithiully in it,
enjoying Christian fellowship as the result of having com-
munion with God as believers—if; this be our state, we are
then privileged to have the blood of Jesus Christ, His Son,
to cleanse us from all sin, through the Holy Ghost, as was
done on Pentecost for the apostles themselves and subse-
quently for the Ephesian converts, the Samaritan converts,
Cornpelius and his company and other converts in apostolic
times.

It is folly to talk about separating apostolic teaching
from apostolic experience, as if the apostles would be sat-
isfied to offer us a lower standard than they had received
from God. There is no double standard in the Bible for
Christian personal experience any more than there is any
justification for a double standard in morals today. The
apostles would have us tread the same path they trod to
reach by the same blood, applied by the same Holy Ghost,
the same altitudes of cleansing, peace, and purity which they
received as converted cempanions and followers of our Lord.
Holiness was not constituted of God as a royal, special
reservation for an aristocratic, apostolic circle, not to be
continued, Peter declared differently on Pentecost. Ex-
plaining to the wondering multitudes the phenomena which
accompanied their reception of this purifying pentecostal
baptism, he distinctly taught them that the same blessing
was theirs and was to be pempetually for their successors
in all ages, in the following words: “Repent, and be baptized
every one of you in_the name of fesus Christ for the remis-
sion of sins, and [then] ye shall receive the gift of the Holy
Ghost. For the promise is unto you, and to your children,
and to all that are afar off [to endless ages to come], even
as many as the Lord our God shall call.”

Here is distinctly unfolded the first blessing received on
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repentance; the second blessing received
subsequently called the ‘“‘gift of the Holy
Ghost’’; and there is added the absolute as-
surance of the perpetuity of this gift adown
the ages to all upen the same terms,

DISARMAMENT

ISARMAMENT is a very live ques-

tion today. We venture the modest

assertion that the five great nations-
of the worid ought to hold a conference to
consider the question of disarmament and
come to an agreement on Lhe subject. No
one nalion is going ta take the initiative and
disarm, however much that nation may de-
sire peace. We are against war. With the
increased facilities for human destruction and
the fact that the next great international
struggle will be a four-fold war, more horri-
ble in the destruction of buman life and the
colossal cost and wasle than any the sworld
ever had, it seems to us that humanity de-
mands that everything that possibly could
be done to avert it should be done,  The
next war will be fought on the ground, above
the ground, in the air, on the sea and under
the sea, really five wars instead of one. Civ-
ilization will go down under another conflict
Jike the last we had:—-

Our strongest men both civilians and sol-
diers look with dread and alarm at the pos-
sibility of another war and earnestly oppose
it.  General Tasker H, Bliss is a distin-
guished American soldier. He is deeply con-
cerned over this matter and has addressed a
strong appeal to the American churches in the
interest of disarmament as a means of lessen-
ing the probability of another war. We gen-
erally discourage preachers from taking up
such questions in their pulpits. So extrehne-
ly important is this matter, however, we give
-here the appeal of General Bliss and leave
our preachers to think and pray over it and
then act as they feel conscientiously led.
The General says:

“I would not take a single step in the way of
disarmament except as the result of an agreement,
thoroughly acceplable to us, between oursclves and
the other principal nations cngaged in the armament
rivalry. . . My sole purpose therefore is to !
have such 2n international conference. Either therg/
is no practical common sense among the people of
the United States, or clse Lthey now know the ¢ssential
facts that point to the necessily of such a conference,
The farmers of the United States apparently are of
the belief Lhal some action must be taken by the
government to relieve the depression in their affairs.
They have got together and put pressure on the gov-
ernment with the certainly Lhat now rightly ar
wrongly something is going to be donc. Il the
farmers had not done this or had continued talking
among themselves in their various conventions,
nothing would have been done. -~

“ff the clergymen af the Uniled Stlates wanl to
secure a Jimitation of armaments, they can do it
now without further waste of time. Jf on an agreed-
upon date they wilt simultancously preach one sermon
on this subject in every church of cvery creed
throughout the United States, and conclude their
services by having the congregation adopt a resotution
addressed to their particular congressman Urging on
him the necessity of having a business conference of
five nations on Lhe subject, the thing will be done.

utf the churches can not ageee on that, it wil! not
be done, nor will it be done unlil the good God puts
into them the proper spirit ol their religion. The
responsibility i entirely on the professing Christians
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of the United States. If another war like the Jast
cne should come, they will be responsible for every
drop of bload that will be shed and for every dollar
wastefully cxpended.”

A GOOD BEGINNING

ENUNCIATIONS of the dance are
Dalways in order. The gross immoral-

ities 1o which the modern dance in-
evilably leads are such as <all for the stout-
ést opposition on the part of everybody who
loves decency, saneness, and chastily and who
is concerned for the moral welfare and sal-
vation of our young people,
not stop with denunciation. There must bhe
constructive work done.  Opposition must
take the form of organization if it would
make itself felt. In this connection we rec-
ommrend, that the girls in all denominations
follow the example of some Baptist girlz in
Richmond, Virginia. One girl in a college in
that city feeling unwilling to risk the dan-
ger lurking in the dance, talked the matter
over with two of her college mates.  The
three made a vow that they would not dance.
After thinking more maturely over the sub-
ject they very properly decided that it would
be wise and proper, to give other girls the
opportunity to join them.  This they did
and it resulted in the organization of the
Anti-Dancing Society, or Lhe Aipha Delta
Sigma, as-they afterward called it. We give
the exact form of the pledge here that others
may follow the rightcous example. The
pledge reads: “Promising to abstain from
dancing myself, and to help in discouraging
dancing by others, T hereby apply for mem-
bership in the Alpha Deita Sigma.,” On the
back of the pledge card are prominently dis-
playéd"ihe-following Bible principles: “I re-
fuse’ to continue in anything which I sce is
enslaving me. (1 Corl 6-12); I will engage
only in that which is cdifying and helpful.
(1 Cor. 10:23); T will not knowingly be-
come a hindrance or stumbling block to oth-
ers. (1 Cor, 8:13); I dare not go where I
can not pray and ask God’s blessing. (1 Cor.
20:31): In case there is doubt, I'll take the

. safe side—‘safety first.” (Romans 14:23)."

NMore than eleven hundred Southern Bap-
tist girls have joined. Miss Hamilton the
originator of the society, proposes to give con-
siderable attention to extending the member-
ship of the society during her summer vaca-
tion among other young women as well as
among Baptists.

FRATERNITY
S denominationalism seems unavoid-
A able, there certainly shonld prevail a
spirit of carnest and hearty {rater-
nity and co-operation among all the different

Protestant denominations. Without this, sec-
tarianism will become radical and rampant
greatly to the dishonor and hurt of the cause
of Christ. In a great city an earnest young
pastor arranged in conjunction with the pas.
tors of twa or three churches of other dengm-
inations to have a great evangelist come and
hold a wnion meeting for these affiliating
churches. The twenty or more other pastors
in the city of the denomination to which this
voung pastor belonged, who took the initia.
tive in this movement, strongly opposed his
policy of union meetings with other denom.
inations and arranged with this same evan.
gelist to hold some six or seven meetings in
that city under a great tent, for groups of three
or four churches of their denomination, invit-
ing the co-operation of no other denomina-
tion whatever, openly declaiming against
union or interdenominational meetings.

We pronounce this an exhibition of secta-
rianism of the rankest type. Such conduct is
narrow, bigoted, and intolerant in the extreme,
It betrays a woelul lack of fraternity anl
brotherliness, It shows that the parties guil-
ty of this disgraceful procedure possess more
churchanily than Christianity. They put
their sect above Christ. Their policy merited
and received the condemnation of intelligent.
self-respecting sinners, as well as that of the
devout membership in all other churches. It
is appalling that prominent ministers of any
denomination in this enlightened age could be
found engaged in 2 policy of such pettiness,
ignorance and stupid sectarianism.

Set in a world abounding in wickedness,
with flagrant evils facing us on every hand,
and with the most powerful ecclesiasticism
of all the world, making no pretensions to
spirituality, but with lordly claims to univer-
sal supremacy over church and state and do-
ing their utmost to make good their claim
and growing rapidly every day in numbers
and in wealth—it does seem that Protestant
bodies ought 1o learn sense and breadih
enough to cultivate a spirit of unity and
co-operation and frown upon everything like
sectarianism and narrowness.

How can such narrow sectarians hope to
influence by their ‘preaching and lives, intel:
ligent sinners, whom they, offend and disgust
by their gross intolerance? Such conduct i3
as reprehensible as the spirit of some disci-
ples in Christ’s day who desired fire to be
called down for the destruction of the inhos-
pitable villagers. We believe the Master's
rebuke rests as sternly on this narrow cec-
tarianism as was pronounced upon these dlis
ciples,

PLANTING AND RUILDING UP NAZARENE
CHURCHES

F I had a lot of money to spend in found-
Iing Nazarene churches in new places, I

would not spend very much of it on mere
evangelistic meetings, not even in siege meet-
ings by evangelistic parties. If I decided to
plant a church in a certain community, I
would find me a good, live, wide-awake man
and appoint him pastor in that community.
1 would arrange 1o assist him in the matter of
support unti] he could geta start. I would
expect him 10 move to the field, find whatever
preaching place he could, start a Sunday
school and regular preaching; I would expect
him to go out among the people to visit and
pray with them and invite them and their
children out to church and Sunday schoo!. I
would expect him to meet with the school and
business people and make himself helpful to
the community in every possible way. I
would expect him to be exemplary and care-
ful in everything that he did. I would leave
it to him to gather 2 nucleus of clean holy
people and to start the work in an orderly and
businesslike manner. At the proper lime,
according to his judgment, I would expect
him to arrange for a revival meeting and hold
it under the auspices of his own people. I
would expect him to gather the converts into
the Church of the Nazarene and kecp adding
10 his number “such as should be saved.”
No matter what other churches are there,
there is room for a Church of the Nazarene.
But swe should “‘get our timber out of the
woods,” then no one could justly object to
our presence. QOur avowed Dbusiness of
preaching the gospel of regeneration and en-
tire sanctification, and of establishing a work
of organized second blessing holiness suffi-
ciently distinguishes our mission; and we can
and should have churches in every center of
population,

I have spent the larger part of my minis-
terial Jife in the evangelistic work and might
very justly be supposed to lean toward the
work of the evangelist. We must bave some
evangelists, but I have come to realize that,,
at best, the evangelist isa subordinate. Eveh
after a church is established, it is the pastor
and the church that have the revival, If the
pastor lets his crowd and the interest so run
down that the community no Ionger feel the
need of him and his church, the evangelist

has no foundation to build upon when his,

turn comes. If the pastor has allowed the
church to become divided and to advertise
their inconsistencies among the neighbors, the
evangelist will find it hard to redeem the sit-
uation, There is no one word that will de-
scribe 2 Nazarene pastor, He must have
some special ability of some kind; he should
know what that is and then make that his
feature, If he is a gifted preacher, let him
gather in the people to his preaching; if he
is gifted with young people and children, let
him make his Young People’s Society and his
Sunday schoo! his specialties; if he is a
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“mixer,” let him use his work of visiting as
a means to build up the kingdom of God.
The notion that a preacher cannot run a
church and make a good pastor just because
he is a good preacher and a successful evan-
gelist is refuted by the experiences of muny
in our day. When have we had better evan-
gelists than Earnest and Preston Roberts, C.
H. Babcock, B. T. Neely, C. E. Cornell, and
many others who are now making the best
pastors that any church ever had? 1 doubt
that there is any better way of preaching the
gospel of full salvation than that cmployed
by Saint Paul. He went into a city as a
missionary-evangelist-pastor and remained for
months or years until the church was estab-
lished and could safely be entrusted to other
hands.

Even with all the odds that one mwust face
today there are enough savable people every-
~where ta make it possible to build a church
and carry forward the work of full salvation.
The demand is the same as it was at the first
Christian Pentecost—a proper human prepa-
ration and devotion. If T were a young man
just entering the ministry, I should prefer a
charge where I could build on my own foun-
dation to the older places where 1 would have
1o always stand comparison with those who
had labored before me. WE must plant morc
Nazarene churches and double the strength
of the ones we already have.

TIIE POWER OF LOVE

HAT love and persuasion can not
qx ; accomplish in the domain of reli-
gion, law and force are powerless
ta achieve.” This is a motto that should com-
mend itself to every one who would bea win-
ner of souJs. This does nat mean that one
is to wink at sin or excuse sinners, but it does
mean that whatever is donc must be done in
the spirit of patience and love. The soul
winner’s creed should contain the admonition
of the psalmist, “Fret not thyself because of
evil doers.” We are not now speaking of the
manner in which parents are to correct their
children, or of the mcthods to be fallowed in
reform work; we are speaking only of “the
domain of religion.”

Men must be fed, they will not be driven,
to Christ.  Jesus would not call down fire
upon the persecuting Samaritans, He would
not permit Peter to use the sword in His be-
half, He would not use His own omnipolence
nor command the angelic legions for the de-
feat arnd destructin. nf His enemies. One of
the great temptations in the wilderness was,
in effect, a request to substitute force for love
in subjecting men to the will of Christ; and
the popular demand for giving Christ an
carthly crown was summarily rejected.

Church members chafe under the restraints
of ecclesiastical laws, even when those laws
are the embodiment of accepted Christian
ethics, Witness the agitation against the
churth’s prohibition of dancing, card playing,
tobacco using and worldly conformity in
dress.  Still there are those who would rem-
edy the evils of the church and of the world
by legislation. We must have legislation in
both church and state that will set the stan-
dard in righteousness; but legislation in the
state must have the backing of public senti-
ment or it will fail of enforcement; and church
faw has small force in contending wilth bad
hearts.

Love has the power to transform 2 law-
brezker into an obedient son of God. It was
love that changed Saul the haughty, vain Jew
into an humble disciple of Christ and an
apostle of the religion he once sought to de-
stroy. Love has the power to melt cold hearts
until they are moved with compassion for the
iost and dying. Love has the power to make
truth effective and to make the intellectual
a winner of souls. “If ve love me, ye wiil
keep my commandments.” (John 14:14, R.V.)

HERE are lots of theorists about how

on the people and his influence upon the

community by being careless about keep-
ing his promises and paying his debts. It is
always unfortunate when a minister is forced
to ask for credit. It weakens his influence
more or less, and puts him under obligation
to his creditor. There may be cases where it
is unavoidable, as in sickness or death in the
family, but in most cases it can be avoided, It
is better to live on bread and water and po-
tatoes, with the bread scarce and the potatoes
few, thar to go in debt for provisions.

1f the preacher does his full duty and com-
mits his case intc the hands of the Lord by
prayer, the way will be opened and God will
provide by touching some hearts to send the
necessary things to keep him and his family
from actual suffering. There are thousands
of cases tecorded in the history of the
Church—and the other thousands that
have never been recorded —of providen-
tial succor of God’s servants in the hour of
need, The time of man’s extremity is the
hour of God’s opportunity. Instead of seek-
ing credit or borrowing money or hunting a
job, when the pinching’ time comes, the better
way is to be faithful to duty and then pray
until deliverance comes. By this course faith
will be strengthened, trouble will be avoided,
and the Lord will be honored.

The unwise minister has brought great re-
proach upon the cause of the Lord by engag-
ing in speculation of various kinds. Withdut
the least design of being dishonest or dding
anything questionable, or thought of becom-
ing involved themselves or involving others
financially, and with the sincere purpose of
helping themselves out of monetary straits,
some preachers have gone into schemes that
promised to return speedy and great profits
for the time, money, and effort expended, such
as patent gate rights, telephone stock, irri-
gation projects, mining stocks, land booms,
etc. Because of their standing as ministers
of the gospel, and the flattering representa-
tions they made, they succeeded in getting
their friendsta invest their money, all the way
from one hundred dollars to thousands of
them — in some cases every penny they had
saved for years, and some even placed mort-
gages upon their property to raise the money
required — WITH THE RESULT THAT
ALL THESE SCHEMES FAILED AND
THE MONEY WAS LOST. In some in-
stances aged people who invested lost their

homes and were compeiled to endure ex-
treme hardship and be dependent upon others
for their living the remainder of their days.

Some preachers have forever lost their in-
fluence for good because of the failure of the
schemes with which they were connected, and
because of their inability to pay back and
make good the losses which had been sus-
tained through their unwise course.

If circumstances ever arise that make it
absolutely necessary for him to earn money
aside from what he gets from his circuit, he
should NEVER engage in any of the get-rich-
quick schemes that are always on hand to re-

lieve people of their surplus cash and get
preachers into trouble, or take any sleps
which might involve others in pecuniary loss,

Every minister of the gospel should AIM to
be a genuine success in his work. And not
only aim at il but he should STRIVE to
make good ir his particular calling. And to
do this he should study how to adapt himself
to the various circumstances that arise and to
the relations in which he is placed, and turn
everything to good account for his Master.
The physician that does not have success soon

loses bis patients. The lawyer who can not
win his cases will soon be minus his clients,
The teacher that is tactless will -lose his posi-
tion. The preacher has a right to cxpect suc-
cess, and when it is not attained he should
seck the cause. And in seeking it he should
make a thorough examination of his methods
and see whether they have not been the cause
of his failure to win souls.

It will not do to blame the people and con-
tend that it is the truth that offends and
makes success impossible, The truth will un-
doubtedly offend some, however wisely it may
be presented, but if it is preached in love, ac-
companied by the Holy Spirit, it will produce
conviction and some at least will yield to its
gracious influence and get saved.

The wise man has said, “He that winneth
souls is wise,” and another has written, “And
they that be wise shall shine as the brightness
of the firmament, and they that turn many
to righteousness as the stars forever and
cver.”

There is a source of life and power and
spiritual energy with which the ministry
must, through some means, be brought in con-
tact. This can not be realized simply by
“greater activity” on church lines; not alone
by “increasing the gifts already attained”;
not merely by becoming “more enthusiastic”
in church work.

There must be deep humiliation before the
Lord; worldly alliances must be renounced;
inconsistent lives must be corrected, Men are
needed for the ministry whose whole souls
are in the work; men who are willing to make
any sacrifices necessary for the upbuilding of
the Redeemer’s kingdom.

Alinisters of the apostolic type are needed
— ministers who are clear in the experience
of holiness and fear not to preach it, who
abide under the anointing and inspiration
of the Holy Spirit, and who are ready for the
toils and stripes and hardships that such a
ministry may involve. The sickly sentimen-
talism of the modern pulpit is exceedingly
wearying to the spiritually enlightened mind.
Truth, pure and scriptural, unmixed with
human speculations, is the channel through
which God operates.

The great need of the age is more preachers
who keep revival fires burning, who valuc
souls above dollars or fame, who do not dis-
count the emotional in religion, who “set faces
of stee}” against demoralizing worldly amuse-
menis, and keep up the “line fence” between
the church and the world. No preacher can
afford to give his influence, his time, labors,
or means to support any type of religion that
does not bear the gospel brand of simplicity
and purity, Pious dissemblers, exercised by a
resistless ambition for power and promotion,
may, for a time, make a show of strength and
devotion may gather their admirers around
them, enlist sympathy and support, but their
race is usually short, and the counterfeit when

If one or another of these
dangers does not face you, you are indeed
fortunate!

Watch the disposition you make of your
money. There is danger here, The Devil
will let us testify to holiness so long as he
can prevent us from using any considerable
part of our means to spread holiness, Why
is the financing, for instance, of such a paper
as the HERALD oF HorLiNESS a perpetual prob-
Jem? A problem that a dozen moneyed men
could solve by themselves should they make
the Herarp or Horingss their special benev-
olence. Think it over,

God explicitly commands us to lay up our
treasure in heaven. When we asked Him to
sanctify us wholly we gave Him control of
everything, including all our property.
we plan our expenditures in prayer? Just
call to mind the expenditures you have made
the last twelve months. Then pray this little
prayer. “Heavenly Father, I am convinced
that the way I have spent this money was and
is well pleasing to Thee, It is the way Thou
wouldst have ordered me to spend it badst
Thou been with me in the flesh. There is no
other way I could have spent a single dollar
of this money to please Thee as well as Thou
art already pleased.” Can you stand the
test?

Watch the way vou dress. It is not pessi-
mism to face the facts. The worldly dressers
among us are in the minority, but the mi-
nority is increasing. This paper, I believe,
would refuse, and should refuse, to print a
description, without comment, of the way
some professors of holiness dress, or rather
undress. ~

Dressing as unto the Lord involves not only
modesty of dress but also modesty of expend-
itures in dress. In a large ¢hurch I know
of, a church that makes no pretensions to
holiness, it is an unwritten law that every one,
vich and poor comes dressed in the simplest
of costumes, That church is perpetually
crowded, and is having one revival after an-
other,

Watch your testimony. We are hearing,
over and over, the warning that if we fail to
testify, we will scon lack anything to testify
about. But I take this opportunity to warn
you against testifying unless the Holy Ghost
Tings in your testimony and glows in your
life. Ananias and Sapphira were struck dead
because they said that they had given up all,
when in fact they bad not given up all.

Is the following true incident suggestive?
A large gathering of holiness people were hav-
ing frequent testimony meetings. People stood

Do .

up by scores to testify. But there were few
at the altar, only now and then one or more.
One evening the leader made a short talk on
false testimony and deluded professors. It
was so strong that only a few people ventured
to testify. These were mea and women with
red-hot experiences and transfigured lives,
ready to meet the Savior in the twinkling of
an eye. An- altar call was then made, and
nine seekers fell at the altar and called on
God for the real thing,

Your testimony will draw people to the altar
if you bhave the real experience. If you da
not have it, your testimony only drives people
away.

Understand me. This is no suggestion that
you are not to testify. It is your duty to
testify. But if you haven’t something to
testify about, then rush to the altar at once,
or plough through in the privacy of your own
home, as the Lord Jeads.

Watch your aflections and your aversions.
It is s0 easy to become “righteously indig-
nant” against individuals. Before long we
find qurselves with a long list of people who
make us uncomfortable. They are trying to
promote holiness and so are we; but we can
not work together. And the Devil hoofs it
in high glee because dissension has arisen in
the nnly camp that threatens him with any
serious trouble. Do you ever have an itch
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to run things? Then you can be sure that
the other feilow will never be able to run
things to please you all the time. Even if
he should desire to do so, he can not always
read your mind. Let us pull together,
brethren. Let us present a united front to
the enemy. Let us daily pray the prayer
“Thy will, NOT MINE, be done.”

Waich out ogainst ¢ multiplicity of cares.
“This one thing I do” is the consecration ever
to keep burning in the very forefront of con-
sciousness. “The good is ever the worst en-
emy of the best.” You can be so busy doing
good things as never to have time for the one
best thing God has assigned to YOU,

These are not idle words. Right now many
a devout servant of God is having so many
interests presented to him that he can not as-
similate them all, and he wonders if it is
because there is something wrong with his
experience. We must simplify our tasks and
concentrate our interests. Mary, rather than

‘Martha, has “chosen the better patt.”

Finally, watch out against quantity at the
expense of quality. Our churches’ can not
compete with other churches in number of
members.  Qur schools can not compete with
other schools in worldly attractiveness. . Par-
adoxical as it sounds, high quality will bring
us greater quantity OF THE RIGHT KIND
than lowering the standard. Judicious prun-
jng makes the vine bear better. In some
quarters we could stand a little pruning!

Is the End of the World Near?

“What shail be the sign of thy ¢oming, and of the
end of the world?"” (Matl. 4; 3).

HERE is an idea that this world will
I be burned up with fire, but a close
study of the Bible seems to show that
it is only wickedness and its- fruits that will
be destroyed. The created world will never
be bhrned up. “One generation passeth away
ang another generation cometh; but the earth
zbideth forever” (Eccles. 1:4). This world
is very sacred in the eyes of God; for here
many prophets have shed their innocent
blood; and it was here that the Son of God
died for the sins of men. It is God’s plan to
redeem, purge, and make this world new.

Our Lord has forbidden the setting of dates

.for His refurn, but He bids us to watch that

that day may not come upon us as a thief
and find us unprepared. He said that when
we see the trees budding we know that sum-
mer is near and that in like manner when we
see certain things happening we are to know
that His coming js near, ¢ "en at our doors.

Among the buds on the prophetic tree is
mentioned the great falling away. “That day
shall not come, except there come a falling
away first” (2, Thess. 2:3). This falling
away is now upen us. There is a decline in
old-time mourner’s bench religion. Oid-

fashioned altar work and old-fashioned shout-
ing belong to the age of our fathers and are
not welcomed in the popular circles of today.
Churches are fighting desperately to sustain
their numbers. Seven thousand churches did
not have a single conversion in a year. One
great denomination lost six thousand members
in a year. Eight hundred preachers leave the
pulpit each year and there are fifty thousand
churches in this country that have no pastor.
There are ten million children in the United
States who do not attend church or Sunday
school and 75 per cent of the Sunday school
35 lost to the Church. The moral falling away
is indicated by the alarming increase in the
number of divorces in this country. It is said
that there were more divorces in Oklahoma
last year than there have been in England in
twelve years, There are a million divorced
people in this country now and seventy thou-
sand are divorced annually.

Another bud on the prophetic fig tree is the
multiplication of travel and the increase of
knowledge. “Many shall run to and fro, and
knowledge shall be increased” (Dan. 12:3).
There is no doubt but that this prophecy is
being fulfilled. Our great railrcad systems
are taxed to accommodate those who wish to
travel. There were one billion five hundred



million tickets sold at the windows of Ameri-
can railroad stations Jast year. There are
seven and a half million automobiles in this
country. This is one for each fourteen per-
sons. There are three hundred thousand miles
of highways, and government plans are to in-
crease these to five hundred thousand. It
took Columbus three months to cross the At-
lantic, but the same trip can now be made in
five days. Is there not in these things a ful-
fillment of the prophet’s description of the
“Day of His preparation?”: “The chariots
shall rage in the streets, they shail jostle one
against another in the broad ways: they shall
seem like torches, they shall run like the light-
nings” (Nahum 2:4).

Then there is the prophetic bud of the
“Scattering of the Holy People” (Dan. 12:7).
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This is descriptive of God’s holiness propa-
ganda. Sometimes it is trouble that scatters

_ the holy people and sometimes it is but their

own inclination, but God wants the gospel of
holiness carried to all the people of the world.
The sooner we preach holiness as a witness to
ail the nations, the sooner the end will come
(Matt, 24:14),

Finally, I will say that holiness of heart and
life is the one thing that will prepare us for
His coming (Ps, 24:3, 4). His coming is to
be sudden and universal, and all who are
ready will be transformed and taken up to
meet him in the clouds, while those who are
not ready will be left to pass through the trib-
ulations that are to come upon the world (1
Thess, 4:16, 17; 1 Cor. 15:51, 52; Matt.
24:41-42).

Great Men and Their Eternal Destiny

Recently three great men have laid down
the honors of life—well thought of by thejr
fellows—and have passed to the great beyond.
These men by name are, John Burroughs,
Franklin K. Lane, and Chief Justice Edward
Dougluss White. Each of these three men
managed to achieve distinction and filed im-
portant places in the various activities of the
nation. The career of each is commendable,
if not extraordinary, and there has been no
word of censure against either of them in their
public life as far as the writer has seen. The
general judgment of the world is that they
were good men,

But strange as it may seem, neither of these
great men seemed to know anything of the
Greatest Man that ever lived. Their closing
words—as far as they said them—are shroud-
ed in mystery. There was no positive state-
ment, not even an intimation that either of
them ever heard of, or knew of Jesus Christ
as the only Savior of the world.

Mr. Lane, in finest phraseology, wrate to 2
few of his neurest friends as he Jay on his
hospital cot. Let the reader note these words
carefully, for many another man will adopt
the same fatal philosophy and count himself
secure because of the influence of this man.
Here is what he wrote: “For two days I had
had knowledge that the operation was to take
place at this time and my nerves had not
been just as good as they should have been,
Those men who sleep twelve hours perfectly
before being electrocuted have evidently led
more tranquil lives than I have, or have less
concern as to the future. Ah, now I was to
know the great secret. For forty years T had
been wondering, wondering.  Often I had
said to myself that I should summon to my
mind when this moment came some words
that would be somewhat synthesis of my phi-
losophy, Socrates said to those who stood
by after he had drunk the hemlock, ‘No evil
can befall a good man, whether he be alive
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or dead.”’” I don’t know how far from that
we have gone in these 2,400 years.

“The apothegm, however, was not apposite
to me, because it involved a declaration that
I was a good man, and I don’t know of any
one who has a right to so appreciate himself.
And I had come to the conclusion that per-
haps the best stutement of my creed conld be
fitted into the words ‘I accept,’ which to me
meant that if in the faw of nature my indi-
vidual spirit was to go back into the great
acean of spirits my one duty was to conform.
‘Lead, kindly light' was all the gospel I had.
I accepted.

Kindly note that for forty long years this
great man had been wondering, wondering, in
his mind concerning his future destiny. He
had never reached any settled conviction or
satisfactory experience.  There was nothing
certain that came to him,

There is not the slightest intimation that
he ever considered Jesus Christ as a personal
Sgvior, or ever considered Him at all from any

_Standpoint.  And yet the great apostle to
the Gentiles said, ““Neither is there salvation
in any other: for there is none other name
under heaven given among men whereby we
must be saved,” (Acts 4:12), This momen-
tous declaration seems to have escaped the
attention of all of these men. How wide of
uncertainty is the testimony of the apostle.
“I know whom I have Delieved, and am per-
suaded that he is able to keep that which I
have committed unto him against that day”
(2 Tim. 1:12). No guessjwork here, no
wondering about that definite statement. A
positive, unequivocal, “I know.”

Mr. Lane was contesz to {ollow the philos-
ophy of Socrates, who, after drinking the
hemlock poison, said, “No evil can befall a
good man, whether he be alive or dead.,” But
no man is a good man until he is made good
by the grace of God and the blood of Jesus
Christ, If men are good enough for heaven

. own philosophy about eternal things.

without Christ, then the Bible with its re-
vealed truth and gigangic plan of salvation, is
a riddled fabric, a false guide, and unworthy
the attention of any man. Nicodemus was a
~good man, but Christ~pierced him through
withx“Ye MUST be born from above.”
Neither is any other man good until he is
born again, is a child of God and bears the
sublime image of Jesus Christ, It would
seem that Mr. Lane and the ather two great
nmcn were absolute strangers to all this.
Mr, Lane-further says:
“*Lead kindly light
e Amid the encircling gloom,’
was all the gospel I had. [ accepted.”
Thank God! the “encircling gloom,” has been
" ltfted by Jesus Christ, the Light of the world.
There is no “encircling gloom™ about the head
of a dying Christian. Everything is radiant
with divine glory—“The glory of the only
begotten Son of God.” Oh, how different
might have been the case of each of these
men if they had only known the Aan of
Galilee, the Son of God!

There are two other great men who are
almost continuously in the public eye because
of their marked genius, I refer to Mr, Edison
and Mr, Ford. Each of these men have their
Mr.
Edison is wasting money, time, skill and en-
ergy trying to penetrale into the unknown
world and get some answer back to the ques-
tion that is gnawing in his breast as to wha!
is after this life. He could find out if he
would leck in the Bible. But he spurns this
wonderful Book, will have nothing to do with
orthodoxy or Christianity. He is practically
an atheist.

Mr. Ford is humanitarian and quite kindly
in his spirit, but relrains from saying anything
about Jesus Christ the Savior, Shall these
two great men lie down and die without a
Savior? Have they failed to look into their
Bibles? Have they failed to pray? Have they
failed to humble themselves as a little child?
Men are called grea?. Is.any man great who
is sa foolish as to premeditatedly determine
his own cternal destiny in the face of over-
whelming evidence inwrougltt and wrought ont
by the Word of God and the indisputable evi-
dences of Christianity?

Jesus made use of these tremendous words:
“He that cntereth not by the door into the
sheep-fold, but climbeth up some other way,
the same is a thief and a robber. I am the
door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be
saved”" (John 10:1,9),

Great men, as well as many others, are usu-
ally too proud to seek the holy, humble
Nazarene, yet He holds the key to the-cternal
destiny of every man, It is worth eyerything
to enjoy Jesus Christ as a Friend and Savior.

PROSPECTING, BUT NOT FOR COLD

We left our station early in the morning and rode
to Lhe top of the mountain near Barberton (we did
not take all of the horses down the mountzin, as
some were not inoculated against harse sickness),
and Brother Jenking and T walked down the moun-
1ain, arriving at the station a few minutes belore
time for the train to leave. Brother Schmelzenbach
rede his borse clear thraugh to Sabi. We two, who
were traveling by rail, stopped over night at Nels-
pruit, and the following day, in the afternoon, arrived
at Sabi. We were glad to sce our missionaries who
are stationed there, especially those whom we bad
never met before,

One afternoon Brothers Schmelzenbach, Shirley,
Jenkins, and myself, in company with Mr. Brown,
who bas kindly offered us a location for a mission
station on his farm, rode down to said farm, abeut
sixteen miles from Sabi. Having enjoyed the hospi-
tality of Mr. Brown dver night, we missionares
slarted out for Bushbuck Ridge, perhaps twenty-five
miles distant. We stopped at the home of a Dutch
farmer, who treated us very kindly and went with us
lo the top of the ridge, where we found a most beau-
1iful Jocation for a mission station. In one direction
one ¢an look out over a vast stretech (perhaps forly
miles) of bushveldt, and in another direction, across
mountain ranges, for perhaps another forty miles,
Within sight of this place there are perhaps many
thousands who are groping their way in heathen
darkness, The location is bigh and healthful, and
besides being near a goodly number of kmals, it is
near the bushvcldt, which, aithough being the fever
district, is the most thickly populated part of the
counlry. Thus a missionary could have a slation
vpon the mounlain and a2 number of  outstations
manned by nalive workers in the bushveldt, visiting
them often and superintending the work. This is
government land, and we do not know yet whether
or not we can'get it. Pray that the Lord may open
the way for us to get it if it is His will for us to
have it. I believe it is His will.

We were glad 1o find that the Dulch farmer had
family worship, though we could rot understand his
language. Having spent the night in his home, we
started carly in the morning on our return trip to
Sabl. We arrived at Mr. Brown's in time for din-
ner, after which we bad a service with the natives.
Brother Schmelzenbach preached. After the service
we went down to see the location for the station
which we hope to have there. The view almast
equals that from the other location. The country
around is very thickly populated, and it is also in
1each of the bushwveldt, where outstations could be
built, After looking over the location we rode on
to Sadi, arriving about dark.

The Lord is blessing in Lhe work at Sabi, Twa
were forward for prayer while we were there, and
since then we have heard that about thisty more
have sought the Lord. I think there are about
cighty boys in night school. Praise the Lord ! 7/

A VISIT TO OUR WORK IN MEXICQ/
By Rev. 1. D. Scorr

I have just returned from an extended visit of three
manths with our good workers in Mexico. I found
our buildings badly damaged by an earthquake in
Chiapas, and had to repair all of them before we
¢tould continue our work.

I spent a monih with our work in Lhe carital and
found our dear Dr. Santin faithfully pushing the
battle and preaching from six to ten limes a week,
beside maintaining two medical offices in the Gty
and doing much pastoral visiting.

Our work in Mexico City s truly marvelous, and
}hc church is getting a vision of its responsibility to
Its own people. We now have four preaching stations
in the Federal District where the gospel is preached
every week, and each stalion has 2 number of con-
verls, many of whom are now ecnjoying the blessing
of sanctification.

T visited our work at Telolozpan, in the state of
Guerrere, where Brother Delgado is pastar. There
we have a very loyal band of sacrificing people.

We now have ten regular slations in Mexico and
stven salaried native workers. Qur work there is
frowing faster than we can find workers to take care
of it. The autlaok for aur work in all parts is very
sratifying, We must be rcady to tale advanced
Heps in Mexico just as soon as conditions become
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Pleaase pray for this war-ridden

again.

I plan Lo vizit the work again in the near
future. During ths short visit X baptired thirly-
eight, and hope ta have anolber class wailing when
1 retumn,

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RAIN IN CHINA ASSURES WHEAT CROP

[That is one of several interesting and encouraging
things told in Brother Smith's letter, given below,
with which he enclosed two fine heads of wheat.]
Dear Herald Readers:

We have been asked how we like it in China, and
if we still believe the Lord called us here. We want
to answer by saying that we have never-been happier
in 21l our past life, and the conviclion that the Lord
has called us to China is firmer today than it has
ever been before. Oh, how we praise God for Lhe
Church of the Nazarene, and that He has made it
possible for us to get here through her, How thank-
ful we are for a Board of Foreign Missions whose
members are filled with the Holy Ghost, and that
when they considered our applications they sensed
the voice of God and appointed us to China. We
are happy betause we know we are in the center of
God's will. We want our lives to count for Him
who has given Himse!f for vs.

Brother and Sister Kiehn have Jzid the foundation
here [or a great fulure work, and the Lord is blessing
the work of our missionarics here far beyond all
their fondest hopes and dreams,

There is a Buddhist temple opposite our compound,
and I bave been dealing with the three priests who
live there. They are very much interested in the
Bible. I have given them one, and they are reading
it. Tt would mean a great deal to our work here if
they were converted, so please help us pray for them.

We have been made especially happy since coming
to Chinaz because our little Lois, of four summers,
has been beautifully saved. Her conversiom was as
dehnite and as radiczl as that of an older person.
We give God all the glory. The Lard has also
touched her irail body, and she is perlecily well now.

It is a wonderful experience 10 he here in the
famine-stricken district during this time, as a person
does nat really understand the conditions as they are
until he gets right out and sces them with his own
eyes. It is almost impossible to go anywhere without
being approached by people who want mency, food,
or work. They get down on their knees and beg and
plead, and at times almost lear the clothes off wus.
This morning as 1 was making the rounds they took
held of my bicycle and would not Jot me go il
finally T called for help and thus managed to get
away.

One day a man drove up in a Ford car, and when
the Chinese saw it they a)l quit waorking and came
to sce the wonderful thing, for to them it really was
wonderfu). After looking it over very carcfully they
asked each other what caused the car to move, or
what produced the power. Finally, after a Jot of
guessing and talking, one man braced up and said
he could answer the question: “The lighls cause it
1o run. If therc werc no Jights it would not run.”
So of course that setlled it. When the car Jeft several
men ran afler it, wanting to prove that they could
run as fast as the Ford.

The other day Mr. Kichn and I went inta the cily
on some business, and as we were walking along the
steeet he said to e “Now just follow me. 1 did,
and he led me straight into an opium den. We found
th1ee men reclining on their beds (as opium smokers
always do) smoking the drug. They were indeed
very uncomfortable in cur presence, Much is being
done to discourage traffic in and the use of the drug,
but in spite of all that is being done the business is
on the increase.

Tt was our purpose 1o stay in Peking a few months
longer and pursue ihe study of the language, but the
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call for foreign workers was so urgent here that we
were asked to come down and help. e like it much
better here than im Peking, where we were 50 closely
confined. Here we are outside of the city wall, in
a ten-acre iract of land enclosed by a wall ninc feet
high and three feet thick, plenty of fresh air and
ample room for exercising. Qur work herc is justin
its beginning. Previously our headquariers were at
Chaacheng, about twenty miles from here. We have
about five hundred men working for us, To some
we pay $1 {Mexican ?] a day, and the othees get their
board, consisting of threc meais 2 day. We give
them cooked millet and a few extra beans and peas.
They are glad to get this, and are getting fat on it.

We have a girls’ school in the city with an enroll-
ment of 120. All these gitls have been picked up
since last Jaouary. They arc famme suflerers. We
give them ten coppers a day (about 3¢ in American
money) with which to buy food. We also have
several classes of boys, bright and cheerful little
fellows,

There is another branch of important work that is
a result of the famine; the schoal for women. These
poor women, walking around on their stub-fect, have
endured unteld misery, and without any education
have ne way of making 3 living. Their husbands
may be out working somewhere, and thus are kept
from starving. Many arc working for their board
here with us, but for these poor women there is no
way. Many of them arc widows and have children
10 support, We are giving them len coppers aday to
buy food with. All we ask of them is that they
come and attend school every day to learn the new
Chinese National Phonctic Seript. I believe that
ihe new Phonetic will prove lo be all that is claimed
for it and much more. Any ohe who is anxious te
read it can learn it in from one¢ to two months,
What little time I have devoled to the study of
Phonetic {(perhaps about three weeks), I am now able
te read the Bible in Chinese. We are so happy to
think that in the [uture we shall have Bible-reading
congregations in China, something which is almost
impossible when the old system of characters is used,
Not only are the misstonaries very enthusiastic about
it, but the government &5 recogmzing it ta be a very
important factor, and it is bring taught in the gov-
ernment schools in 2 number of provinces. Within
the next few years millions of Chinese will be reading
the Bible in the Phonetic.

On Sundays some of the women come as many
as hifteen miles to attend the services. That is quite
2 distance when you think of their crippled feel and
weak physical condition. It is & wonder they can
walk at all. I am reminded of people where I used
to be pastor wha would not ¢ome to (he services
even though they were bul a block or two from the
church, These women come and stay all day. They
have a crust of dry millet-bread tied up inan old rag
for their Sunday dinner.

You will want to know semething zbout the famine
conditions as they ar¢ now. We were quile uncasy
for a long lime because it did not rain, and the
prain was beginning te suffer, but 2 few days ago we
had a general rain, and now the crop is sure. The
wheat is in cars, and harvest will be here about May
21st, which is very carly this year for this part of
China. It usually comes in June.

While there is still much sufiering, it is gratifying
to sec the good work the American Red Cross and
the Famine Relicf Committees are doing. May God
bless America. The Chinese/In this famine-stricken
district wil! never forget what she has done for them,
They appreciate it, and whenever we are asked if we
are Amcricans and we say yes, Lhey say, “Ding how”’
That means, “The very best.” At present there is a
certain kind of weed that grows here which Is used to
make soup. Therc are also other green things ihat
they can eat now. You see it is impossible to help
all the peopie, and Lhase who are not reached by the
relief committees have to get alang as best they can.
We have men working for us whose wives slarved to
death and their daughters were sold long beflare they
came here. The Red Cross is building two roads
into Taimingfu. One comes from the rilecad, forly-
five miles 1o the west; the other from the cast, 115
miles. After the road going west is finished in July
the trip ¢can be made in Lhree hours in 2 car. Now
it takes about twenty hours in s cart,
