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It is marked in my Bible, and for years I have carried a typed copy 
of it—“Be careful [anxious] for nothing; but in every thing by prayer 
and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known 
unto God. And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, 
shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4:6-7).

But recently my m ind was drawn to the two words, “with thanks­
giving,” and I saw as never before the place of thanksgiving in Chris-

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We cannot separate the blood of Christ from 
the plan of full salvation. It has been the agency 
that has brought meaning, method, and miracle to 
God’s dealing with fallen hum anity. I t has always 
been integral to spiritual blessings and God’s espe­
cial favor to man. We see the importance of the 
Blood in  God’s covenant with man, his cleansing, 
and his ability to conquer.

T he covenant of God with m an is established by 
the blood. From the time that God shed blood to 
provide a covering for Adam and Eve, to the blood 
of sprinkling applied by Moses, to Zechariah’s men­
tion of the blood of the covenant for the prisoners 
of the pit, to Christ’s blood of the “new testament,” 
it has been the instrum entality for achieving a 
satisfactory relationship with God. I t has been the 
blood of Christ, typified in the shed blood of bulls, 
goats, lambs, heifers, and doves of the Old Testa­
ment, and the actual outpouring of His blood at 
Calvary, that has wrought victory. We arc made 
to understand the tru th  of the statem ent of the 
writer to the Hebrews that “w ithout shedding of 
blood is no remission” (9:22).

In  Leviticus we see the importance of the blood 
in the cleansing of leprosy (a true type of s in ) ; 
in Exodus it is a part of the consecration of the 
priesthood; in Acts we see it as the price of the 
purchase of the Church; in Rom. 3:24 it is 
the power of justification and initial sanctification: 
and in Eph. 2:13 it is the Blood that reconciles to 
God. Thus the blood of Christ is of priceless value 
in establishing a good relationship with God.

We are cleansed by the Blood. Behind every act 
of sin are a motive and a “m otivater.” It is the 
power of the Blood to take out of man that which 
motivates him to sin under the direction of the 
devil. T h a t which makes for a condemning con­
science is removed. T he Book of Hebrews tells us

that the blood of Christ purges the conscience 
(9:14). There is a detergent for the blackness of 

sin in the hum an heart, and that is the Blood. 
T hank  God there is no “tattletale gray” in the soul 
when this crisis work is done.

T hrough this cleansing we become crucified to 
the world. T he sin principle is not stupefied or 
anesthetized; it is crucified. Thus the world can 
make no demands on us. We do not respond to 
its call to sinful acts or attitudes. T o  be crucified 
to the world means to be dead to its demands, 
allures, and invitations. Here is the greatest safe­
guard to borderline living and compromise. In 
I John 1:7 we see the power of the Blood to cleanse 
us from all sin. Many are those who have sung in 
joyful testimony,

“The blood, the blood is all my pica,
Hallelujah, for it cleanseth m e.”

We conquer through the Blood. Not only has 
the way of holiness been consecrated by the blood 
of Christ (Heb. 10:19-20), bu t we are empowered 
to walk the way. Hebrews also says that Jesus suf­
fered w ithout the gate that He m ight sanctify the 
people with His own blood. T he concept of vic­
torious conquest and the “conqueror’s tread” has 
always been associated with sanctification. T he way 
is not w ithout its battles, bu t there is victorious 
warfare in it. Overcoming grace is ours.

In  Revelation we read of those who overcame 
the devil by the blood of the Lamb and the word 
of their testimony; also of those who washed their 
robes in the blood of the Lamb. W hite robes mean 
right living, purity of motive and deed. This purity 
springs from a heart made pure by the blood of 
Christ. I t spells victory and does away with vacilla­
tion. Thank God for this provision for the people 
wrought through the blood of His Son!

And, aside 
f rom  the  prec ious presence of G od, of His Son, 
an d  of the holy  angels, the  very m ake-up  of the 
city as he saw1 it was of symbols of t r iu m p h  over 
t r ia l  a n d  t r ib u la t io n .

'f ile gates of the  city, he tells us, were each a 
single pearl.  N ow  a p ea r l  does n o t  grow in the 
g r o u n d  like a po ta to .  It is a p ro d u c t  of suffering 
a n d  endurance: a n d  overcom ing  in the life of one 
of the  least of G o d ’s creatures ,  the shellfish— 
usually  the  oyster. By some accident of sudden 
p ressure the  oyster's shell is pressed open  until 
a g ra in  ol sand  is em b ed d e d  in  its tender,  living 
ilesh. T h e r e  the  jagged bit  of foreign substance 
cuts a n d  pains  the  oyster, w ho is helpless to expel 
it. B u t  l i t t le  by l i t t le  it covers the  particle of 
sand  w ith  m o ther-o l-pear l—the substance from 
which it bu ild s  its shell—a n d  enlarges it from 
year to  year. A lte r  m any  years of endurance  and 
overcoming, the  pear l  results.

Pearl l ishe rm en  say it is useless to  collect large, 
perfect oysters in the  hope  of f in d in g  pearls. There 
will be n o n e  there. T h o se  oysters have had no 
m is fo r tune  to to r tu re  the ir  flesh, an d  have built 
no  pearls. B u t  tha t  small, c rooked  oyster with 
the  c ru m p le d  shell is a good  prospect.  It has seen 
m is fo r tune  a n d  overcom e it a t  least in part, else 
it w ou ld  n o t  be alive.

1 he streets of the  city were of p u re  gold. Gold 
is fo rm ed in partic les am idst  the  rocks. Crushing 
a n d  g r ind ing ,  f looding  ou t,  h e a t in g  in the furnace, 
f lux ing , p u r ify in g  are its lot, o r  it never would 
be go ld  in an  a m o u n t  suffic ien t for any purpose.

T h e  fo u n d a t io n s  of the  walls of the city were 
precious stones. T h e  nam es th a t  have come down 
to us are jasper, sapph ire ,  chalcedony, emerald, 
sardonyx, sardius, chrysolite,  beryl, topaz, chryso- 
prasus, ja c in th ,  a n d  am ethyst.  Jasper  is spoken 
of as “clear as crystal," so it w o u ld  seem that the 
stone called  jasper then  m ay have been what we 
call d ia m o n d  now, for the  s tone now  called jasper 
is red, yellow, or  b row n.  T h e  d ia m o n d  was once 
lowly ca rbon , p ro b ab ly  from  trees th a t  fell in the 
week of c rea tion  a n d  were b u r ie d  deep in the 
ea r th .  S ub jec tion  to  such h ea t  and  pressure as 
even present-day scientists can  on ly  imagine, the 
wood becam e coal,  then  d ia m o n d .
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T he stone we now call jasper and all the others 
seen of John  and listed in His account of the 
unveiling of the Holy City are the products of 
immeasurable upheavals, pressures, and heat in 
the depths of the earth. Those that are now found 
close to the surface have been heaved up from 
below by volcanic action, earthquake, removal of 
the topsoil, and have been cut through the rocky 
layers of m other earth during thousands of years 
by the water flow. Silicum, one of the earth’s most 
common substances, enters largely into their make­
up. Chrysolite is a double silicate of iron and 
magnesium, amethyst a blue-violet quartz, sapphire 
a pure alum inum  oxide; all of them of the same 
material as much beach sand. But beach sand 
just lies there—no pressure, no heat, but the 
friendly, warm sun. No precious gems come there 
by accident.

“T hou hast tried us, as silver is tried (Ps. 66:10). 
“W hen he hath tried me, I shall come forth as 
gold” (Job 23:10). “Behold, I lay in Zion for 
a foundation a stone, a tried stone, a precious 
corner stone, a sure foundation (Isa. 28:16). “T he 
trial of your faith, being much more precious 
than of gold that perisheth, though it be tried 
with fire, m ight be found unto praise and honour 
and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ” (I Pet. 
1:7).

Old m other earth has m ultiplied millions of 
tons of sand that have not withstood the heat and 
pressure to become precious stones. Disintegrated, 
it lies everywhere, making up the deserts, the 
river beds, and the beaches. But the gem stones 
—few by comparison—are cherished, enjoyed for 
their beauty, and used as awards of love and 
honor.

If I would reach the city whose gates are pearls 
made of persistence and pain and frustration, 
whose streets are of gold tried in the furnace of 
lire, and whose foundations are of many colored 
gems, produced by pressures and heat far beyond 
all hum an comprehension, then I cannot side­
step the refining process in this life. Even the 
“foundation stone” (“other foundation can no man 
lay”) of our life was a tried Stone. He was 
hounded of Satan from His Bethlehem manger 
through life, death, and the grave, and up to the 
very portal of heaven. His Holy Spirit does battle 
continuously here and now.

If I resist, refuse, and escape the trying, I shall 
be sand rather than a gem when He makes up 
His jew'els. I shall be black and crumbling ore 
instead of refined gold and silver if I am not 
purified in the furnace, yea, even to seven times. 
I am determ ined by His grace to take the trial, 
for James the practical says that when man “is 
tried,” if he endureth, “he shall receive the crown 
of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that 
love him .”

A young m an of my early acquaintance visited 
a steel mill when he was just fourteen years of age. 
There he saw a gigantic steam hammer shaping 
steel through its tremendous blows. T he man at 
the forge with a nod of his head or a lifted hand 
gave direction to the operator of the hammer, who 
was a boy about the age of my friend.

T he operation was very fascinating to the visit­
ing lad. In  fact, it overpowered him. So complete 
was its allurement that he decided there and then 
that he would quit school and get a job as the 
operator of that hammer. In spite of all the pro­
tests of his parents he would not be moved from

his decision. He turned a deaf ear to the pleading 
of his schoolteacher, who made a special trip to 
his home to advise with him.

bearing trees. They must know how and when to prune their 
trees, also.

Jesus said, “Ye have not chosen me, bu t I have chosen you, 
and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit.”

T he fruits of the Spirit are given in Gal. 5:22-23. They 
are: love, joy, peace, long-suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 
meekness, and temperance. An abundant yield of these Spirit- 
fruits requires diligent effort and labor. We cannot fold our 
hands, sit idly by, and expect to prosper spiritually. We must 
be constantly on the job.

Reading God’s W ord and taking its tru th  to our hearts 
personally, along with earnest, sincere prayer, are tools essen­
tial to the work of spiritual cultivation.

We must always be on the alert for the enemy who walks 
about seeking whom he may devour. T he little insects of nega­
tivism, doubt, and discouragement are eager to destroy our 
harvest.

It is necessary to exercise faith and then add to our faith, 
virtue, knowledge, temperance, patience, godliness, brotherly 
kindness, and charity. Peter promised, “For if these things 
be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be 
barren nor unfru itfu l” (II Pet. 1:8).

Yes, it takes God's mercy and grace, along with our dili­
gent effort, to produce “an abundant harvest.”

I neglected to do so. I ’ve been sorry about it most 
of my life. Except for that mistake I m ight have 
been more useful in a wider area of life.”

Of course it is too late now to change that. 
Youth comes only once to each of us. O pportunity 
for self-improvement by way of formal education 
comes to most of us, but that opportunity usually 
comes only once.

Every year careless or indolent schoolboys drop 
out of school to go to work. They are lured by 
money. They fall for the same tem ptation that 
overtook Esau. They sell the future for the present. 
T h a t is always a bad bargain.

Students qu it college to get married. They lay 
down the plan that brought them there. They 
disappoint educators, parents, pastors, and friends.
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Hut when once they make up their minds it is 
difficult to dissuade them. They will have a long 
time to repent, but it is usually a repentance that 
comes too late.

“Except for one thing” can become a haunting 
cry of despair.

All of us would do well to exercise a little bit of 
foresight. If we fail to do this we will look back 
to a great big regret.

And although like the boy of the hammer we 
may be useful, we will not achieve the degree of 
usefulness we might have had if we had been 
better prepared for it.

A few minutes of time, rightly used every day, 
will enable us to do much better. If every mem­
ber of the average church would take fifteen 
minutes daily, preferably in the early morning, 
to read the Bible, meditate, and pray, almost as 
certainly as day follows night a deep spiritual 
revival would come to that church within two 
years.

Let no one regard this statement as fanatical 
or illogical. It is neither. Is it fanatical to believe 
that God’s W ord is “quick and powerful,” that its 
entrance “giveth light,” that the tru th  of God 
shall make us “free”? Is it illogical to believe that 
daily reading of God’s Word, meditation on the 
truth, and sincere seeking of divine guidance and 
help will bring nobler Christian character and 
better qualifications for service? T he laws of God 
are surely as firmly embedded in the spiritual 
realm as in the material, and just as dependable.

Is there any Christian so busy that he cannot 
easily find fifteen minutes a day to spend with 
God?

Just a little more effort will make us do much 
better. Dallying is an almost universal hum an 
fault. There are few people who could not easily 
do more work in a given time than they do. How 
often one could write a note of sympathy, appreci­
ation, or congratulation while he is halfheartedly 
thinking about it and finding reasons why he 
can’t do it! It takes only a m inute or two to 
make a telephone call. How we could cheer and 
strengthen and warm the hearts of many people 
if we would make just a little more effort!

Just a few minutes daily of concentrated study 
would make many poor Sunday-school teachers 
into good ones and many mediocre teachers into 
excellent ones. If the officers of our Sunday 
schools and churches and church groups would 
spend ten to fifteen minutes daily in careful think­
ing on their official duties and possibilities, how 
the Lord’s work would prosper! It would be so 
easy to find that bit of time and put forth that 
added bit of effort. And who would dare to set 
a limit to the results?

Just a little added self-discipline will cause us 
to do better. Why do we not find a few minutes 
every day for Bible study and prayer? Why do we 
not use our time more effectively? Isn’t it simply 
because we lack self-discipline? We have the time, 
we have the opportunities and the ability to use 
them. We don’t use them because we lack the 
necessary self-control. In other words, we don’t 
use them because we are too lazy!

Too la/y to give fifteen minutes a day to com­
munion with the God of all grace? Too lazy to 
use a few minutes each day in writing a helpful 
note or making a timely telephone call? Too lazy 
to spend a few minutes daily thinking earnestly 
of our church and Kingdom responsibilities and 
opportunities?

Too lazy? Either that, or too little concerned 
about the glory and goodness of God and the 
deep spiritual needs of men. And if this last is 
the reason for our insufficient self-discipline, it 
ought to shock us even more than the first.

Must we as Christians adm it that we are unable 
to constrain ourselves to do more of the little 
things we might so easily do to make better our 
life and service? Surely we cannot and will not 
adm it that when we have a great and available 
Helper!

"I enjoy my work and find it a real 
mission field as far as m inistry  is con­
cerned. T h e  days are long and filled

w ith activity from early m orning un til 
late a t n igh t, b u t the rewards are grati- 
fying. T o  see m en kneel in your sta te­
room and pour ou t their hearts to Cod 
and find a real experience in Christ 
is the greatest reward of all.

"I preach from four to five times on 
a Sunday w ith my day beginning as 
early as 8:00 a.m. f o r  the first service 
and concluding the last one at -1:00 p.m. 
W e are usually at sea, so I transfer from 
ship to sh ip  by helicopter o r by the 
h igh-line m ethod. I t  is interesting and 
at times almost terrifying, b u t the re ­
sponse of the m en is w orth the effo rL .

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The Beauty ol Nature
One factor for which we should be thankful is 

the beauty of nature at this time of the year—for 
the variety and brilliance of colors which we have 
during October and November. I passed a maple 
tree this morning which still had some green leaves 
on it, but much of the tree was decorated with 
leaves of a brilliant red, and there were colors all 
the way between the green and the red—bright 
yellow, darker yellow, orange, light red, and then 
the deepest red. Many of the trees are just begin­
ning to “dress up”; some of the leaves are still green, 
with here and there one of a different color. Au­
tumn in Kansas City, with its many trees, is a veri­
table riot of color and beauty. One may feel him ­
self almost in heaven as he drives up and down the 
city boulevards and feasts his eyes on all the colors 
known to man. Certainly there is nothing pale, 
anemic, or colorless about nature during the fall 
months of October and November in Kansas City. 
We are not bored with drabness or sameness. 
Variety is the theme of nature.

Some have tried to make us believe that God 
is against color, but that is not so. He believes in 
conviction, and not washed-outness. He believes 
that for which color stands should be the char­
acteristic of every hum an being. We should believe 
some things, have some convictions, and stand for 
them. We should not be pale, anemic and color­
less. Holiness is beautiful because it stands for 
variety, and color, and conviction; it stands for 
action and not tameness and indecision; it stands 
for truth, and God, and heaven, and all that is 
good. Holiness is the fall of the spiritual year, and 
yet it should dominate the whole year; more than 
that, the whole universe. God is holy, and He says, 
“Be ye holy; for I am holy.” Be ye beautiful, for 
I am beautiful—beautiful in spirit. Be varied, for
I am varied. Be righteous, for I am righteous; and 
stand for righteousness and the right. Your moral 
nature must be so much like God that it can be 
seen and felt—its glory and beauty and color will 
be penetrating. T hank God for autum n time, and 
all that it brings to us of nature; and all that na­
ture, as it is dressed up then, suggests to us of God 
and holiness.

A Night of Prayer
During the klaho-Oregon District camp meeting 

in Nampa, tdaho, in August, the preachers of the 
district and their wives, under the leadership of 
Rev. I. F. Younger, their superintendent, met to­
gether for a night of prayer, t am not sure how 
long they prayed, whether they actually prayed 
all night or not; that was not so much the question.

There 
is nothing we as a church need more than prayer. 
Nothing else will contribute more to the other 
activities which we are encouraging than prayer. 
We need our Crusade for Souls. We thank God

for it, and for what it has accomplished. We neec 
our home and foreign missionary movements, anc 
all that our leaders are doing for us in thesi 
fields. We need many plans and activities on th< 
part of our general church, our districts, and ou: 
local churches; but there isn’t anything that w( 
need more than prayer. Prayer is the one mean 
whereby we can get God on the scene; and unles 
we have Him  to anoint our plans and efforts 
we will not accomplish much.

T hank God for the Idaho-Oregon District anc 
its praying, and thank God for all of the othe: 
districts which are in one way or another doinj 
extra praying! We preachers need to pray; w< 
need to pray alone more, we need to pray togethei 
more, we need to look to God more earnestly thar 
we have ever looked to Him  before. I believe w< 
are doing more praying. T hank  God for this! Bu 
we have not anything like reached the saturatior 
point yet. Let’s keep up the good work, and lool 
to God and expect Him  to come in a might] 
revival upon our church.

Attendance at Sunday School 
And Church Services, Again

A few weeks ago I w'rote an article on the siz< 
of the Sunday school in relation to those who sta) 
for the church services. 1 was sure it is not a health) 
situation when we are unable to hold for our morn 
ing worship service at least half of the number whc 
attend Sunday school. Now I have something more 
to say on this subject. If we find our church with 
too large a num ber of people not staying for the 
Sunday m orning worship service, we shouldn’t stop 
working to increase the size of our Sunday school 
Rather, we should strive to get more people tc 
stay for the Sunday m orning service. This is whal 
the pastor did of whom I wrote in the other article,
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He came to a church where he felt the difference 
was too great between the num ber in the Sunday 
school and those who stayed for the m orning wor­
ship service. But he d idn’t let up  in his attem pt 
to get more people into the Sunday school. On 
the other hand, he intensified his efforts to get 
people to stay for the church service. T h a t’s the 
way to solve our problem in this matter. Keep 
up the Sunday-school enrollm ent, and by all means 
the Sunday-school attendance; do everything pos­
sible to get people to come to Sunday school. Then, 
if the ratio between the num ber in  Sunday school 
and those who stay for the m orning worship ser­
vice becomes too large, get busy and correct the

situation by getting more people to stay for the 
m orning worship service!

After all, that is one of the purposes of the Sun­
day school—to help build  the attendance in the 
m orning worship service! We want to get more 
people into the Sunday school, so we can increase 
the num ber who attend our church services. T he 
Sunday school is a feeder for those services. If the 
proper balance is m aintained between the Sunday 
school and the m orning church service, you prob­
ably will have a Sunday school that runs ahead 
some. But if it begins to run ahead too much, that 
means you and your church are not working as effi­
ciently as you should to get those who come to 
Sunday school to stay for the Sunday m orning wor­
ship service.

We must be builders, builders of our Sunday 
school, and builders of our preaching services. We 
must reach the people. T here is no way to do the 
work of God in our church or any other except by 
getting out and bringing in the people. It is not 
enough to get God into our services; we must also 
get the people there, so that God will have a chance 
to move upon them. I know we cannot get the 
people there as we should w ithout plenty of work, 
but even work isn’t enough—there must be com­
bined with the work honest, earnest, sincere prayer. 
T his is necessary for several reasons. In  the first 
place, our calling and visitation will not be all that 
it should be unless we have God with us in a special 
way. Second, we must keep our prayers abreast of 
our efforts in order to keep the Spirit in our Sunday 
school and in our church services. For w ithout Him 
those who come with spiritual needs will not move 
toward God as they should and find their place in 
the Kingdom.

It is a great and glorious work that we have, and 
there are many angles to it. Because of this, we 
must do our best to respond to every challenge.

Our New Churches
Nearly everywhere I go, it seems, they have 

just completed a new church, are building one 
now, or are planning to build one. This is a sign 
of growth, and growth is an indication of health. 
Moreover, any organization which is promoting 
the Christian religion must grow or die. I t might 
also be added that many of our churches have 
not had adequate buildings, and these good times 
are giving them a chance to do what they ought 
to do, that is, provide room for their growth.

Further, a church cannot grow without a grow­
ing Sunday school; and a Sunday school can en­
large in size just so far, and then it is limited 
if it does not have adequate facilities. T he same 
is true of the church. T he size of its sanctuary 
can lim it its development.

Once in a great while I receive a complaint 
about the extravagance of our churches in the 
buildings which they construct, bu t I do not find 
this complaint justified. Instances of our people 
building extravagantly are certainly very excep­
tional if they occur at all. On the other hand, 
most of our churches in constructing new build­
ings have in mind, first of all, their utility. They 
want housing that will meet their needs as a church 
and as a Sunday school. T h at is primary. Second, 
they do their best to make what they build neat 
and attractive. Surely no one can object to such 
motives. We must have church buildings which 
are adequate for our needs and are also neat and 
attractive.

In  speaking of new church buildings, several 
have been erected in the Greater Kansas City 
area during the last three or four years. This is 
representative of what is going on in our church 
as a whole. I should add, also, that none of these 
new churches in Kansas City is an example of 
extravagance.

T he most recent of these, aside from First 
Church, is St. Paul’s Church of the Nazarene. It 
has just been erected at a new location in a rapidly 
developing population center, at Forty-seventh and 
Cleveland. T he Sunday-school classrooms have not 
yet all been completed, bu t they are moving along 
nicely and the work is making progress. T he sanc­
tuary is completed and in use. W hen you attend 
a service there, you are impressed by the simplicity, 
beauty, and fitness of the sanctuary. From the 
outside, the church is especially attractive; its 
architecture is colonial, and it is situated on a 
boulevard one block from a main highway. It 
gets the attention of all who pass. Rev. Jack Lee, 
the pastor, and his people are certainly to be con­
gratulated on accomplishing what has been done. 
Mr. Lee has a growing church and a loyal people, 
and they are doing business for the kingdom of 
God and the cause of holiness.

Rest of soul—life w ith the in n er strain  
taken ou t—is characteristically the kind 
of religion th a t the "God of peace" 
would w ant His followers to enjoy. It 
is significant th a t Jesus said to Ilis  
disciples in th a t last discourse in  the 
upper room , “ My peace I give un to  
you.”

In  order to have peace one’s whole 
being m ust be b rough t under the con­
trol of God. Sanctification does just 
that. It involves the “spirit,” the im ­
m ortal pa rt of us which will live on in 
conscious existence forever. I t  involves 
the  “soul,” th a t which thinks and feels, 
and chooses. I t  involves the “body,” the 
tem ple in which we live, and which be­

comes th rough  the  experience of heart 
holiness the  tem ple of the Holy Ghost. 
If we are to have peace, ou r lives m ust 
balance w ith o u r m oral responsibility. 
W e m ust be kept “blam eless” (notice 
th a t H e did not say “faultless”—in the 
final day we will be “presented fau lt­
less," b u t now we are kept blam eless).

Encourage your fa ith  by rem em bering 
'God's faithfulness.” Dr. G. B. W il­

liam son gives these five e ternal p r in ­
ciples as the foundation  for fa ith  th a t 
God will sanctify every sincere believer:

thanks.

W hile alwavs I Icel great praise and 
thanksgiving in my heart for all the 
good things God gives me and mine, 
this fall I have come nearer realizing 
how the Pilgrim s m ust have felt a t that 
first 'Thanksgiving harvest season.

We started from hom e in m ild, yet 
invigorating, weather. T h e  leaves on 
the trees in  southern  Missouri and across 
the state  of Tennessee and then  on 
into Virginia have been m ore beautifu l 
than previously I have ever beheld. All 
the colors of the rainbow  have been 
represented in th e ir coloring except p e r­
haps for blue, which the  skies have 
furnished. In the  m o un ta in  country, 
the trees have been so colorful th a t had
I seen the  same scenes pain ted  on  can ­
vases I w ould have been tem pted to 
say, “T h e  artist pu t too m uch p a in t in 
those pictures. T hey just d o n ’t look 
real/’ A long with the  beau tifu l leaves, 
the app le  trees have been loaded with 
fruit, persim m ons have lain  along the 
highways, and the  black w alnuts seem 
to be w aiting for the first frost o r m ay­
be for the race for possession soon to 
be carried on betw een boys and squ ir­
rels. T h e  corn has been drying in the 
fields, and families have been busying 
themselves by picking cotton.

All these scenes have rem inded  me 
that harvesttim e has again come to our 
earth and th a t again we will have an 
opportunity to have ano th er T h an k s­
giving season.

P io n e e r s

In the midst of such scenery, I made 
a visit to Fort Nashborough in N ash­
ville, Tennessee. A log replica of the 
original Fort N ashborough, once the 
hom e of a hardy group of pioneers, has 
been bu ilt on a b luff overlooking the 
C um berland River. I walked down 
C hurch Street clear to the river road. 
Once inside the high log stockade which 
surrounded the  fort. I was in a new 
world.

In the little  chestnu t log cabins I 
saw fu rn itu re  which was used by the 
founders of the city of Nashville. T h ere  
was a dug-out cradle. T h is had been 
m ade out of a half-log by cutting  out 
the center p ith  of the log and then 
sm oothing and sanding it, so the new 
baby would have some place to lay 
its head. I saw sp inn ing  wheels, flax 
wheels, candle molds, handm ade beds 
and tables. Each little  cabin had a 
large stone fireplace where the cooking 
and heating took place. N ear the fire ­
places there  were small stools. These 
had been m ade ou t of split logs. T h e  
split side was tu rn ed  up to m ake the 
scat, while undernea th  hung  the  bark 
side of the log. Legs had been m ade 
from sm aller pieces of wood which had 
been driven into holes in the half logs. 
T h e  upper sides of the stools were all 
smooth e ith e r from plan ing  or sanding 
or both.

Fvervthing was of the roughest m a­
terials. In a small booklet given me 
by the caretaker, the  story of the fo u n d ­
ing of Nashville was told. Fam ilies from 
Virginia left their com fortable homes 
in order to start a new settlem ent. T hey 
took few conveniences w ith them , since 
it was difficult to reach the new site. 
W ooden pegs were used instead of nails;

sometimes earth  floors were the best 
th a t could be provided. Nearly all the 
fu rn itu re  had a bark side, for w ith few’ 
tools and less time, it became necessary 
to plane and sand only the  surfaces 
which would be pu t to use. As I stood 
looking a t the insides of the cabins, I 
knew th a t these pioneers had suffered 
sickness, deprivations, sorrows, yet also 
I knew m uch happiness and freedom 
had been experienced w ithin the four 
walls of each cabin.

D is t in g u is h e d  e o k —

Here and there on the walls and o u t­
sides of the cabins were large m etal 
plaques. Each of these plaques m e­
m orialized some leader of the pioneers. 
One was w ritten  about Colonel H en­
derson. These words were written:

"Colonel Henderson was a gentlem an 
em inently distinguished for his legal re ­
quirem ents, both as an advocate and as a 
judge—still m ore so for a sound ju d g ­
m ent, as well as m ental endowm ents— 
which m ade him  an object of general 
adm iration .” (Haywood)

Concerning Colonel John  Donelson 
this trib u te  was w ritten:

"D istinguished not only in the es­
tim ation  of his fellow-citizens, but more 
excellent at hom e in the family circle.” 
(Putnam )

In one of the little  cabins there was 
a large open Bible. I like to th ink  that 
this cabin belonged to the Donelson 
family, and that Colonel Donelson was 
in the hab it of calling his little  flock 
together for prayer and praise.

As I walked back up the h ill to my 
hotel room , the  trib u te  w ritten  about 
Colonel Donelson rem ained in my m ind. 
How could one be m ore distinguished 
than  to be held in highest esteem bv 
his own family? Donelson was one of 
the two m ain leaders of the settlers. 
He had brought, under his command, 
forty boats loaded with provisions and 
with m em bers of the families of the 
men who had gone ahead to bu ild  the 
fort. H e was a leader of men, b u t he 
failed not in leading and caring for his 
own little  flock.

T h is T hanksgiving season, let us all 
ga ther ou r family groups together and 
lift o u r voices in praise to God!

I am presenting two q u e s tio n s  because they have to do with the same 
problem. They have come in  recently from widely different sections 
of our church. They are questions which arose in  Sunday-school classes. 
Here are the questions:

(1) Does God know beforehand what man will finally do regarding his 
salvation, and if so, does predestination enter into it in  any way?

(2) D id God know that Adam and Eve were going to sin in  the Garden 
of Eden or ivere they free to make their own choice?

By far the m ajority  of A rm inian  Wes- who belong to the  A rm inian Wesleyan
leyan th inkers have answered these ques­
tions thus: God knows all things, the 
fu tu re  as well as the past, including 
m an ’s free choices. Along w ith this they 
have just as definitely held th a t this 
does not imply th a t m an is not free in 
his choices. I agree w ith the m ajority 
and not the exceptional theologian. In 
o ther words, I follow W atson, Pope, 
Miley, Curtis, and W iley, who with 
m any others constitu te the  overw helm ­
ing m ajority  of A rm inian W esleyan 
theologians. I believe along w ith them  
th a t the Bible teaches th a t God is a ll­
wise—knows all things—and yet m an pos­
sesses free will and  is responsible for 
his own choices. G od’s knowledge of 
w hat m an will do does no t in any way 
force m an to do w hat he  does. G od’s 
foreknowledge and m an ’s free will are 
not contradictory.

N ext I give one of the  exceptions: 
“At a later tim e Dr. Adam  Clarke a d ­
vanced the peculiar view th a t God can 
know all fu tu re  events b u t does not 
choose to do so. T h is  view was never ac­
cepted by M ethodist theologians” (p. 
359, Vol. I, Christian Theology, H . O rton  
W iley) . Professor L. D. McCabe, a n ­
o th er M ethodist th inker of the  early 
years of this century, took issue with 
the accepted view th a t God foreknows 
all and yet m an is free. His theory was 
d ifferent from  th a t of Adam  Clarke, 
b u t he had no b e tte r success as far as 
getting  the theologians of his church 
to go along w ith him . Most of those

school of thought continue to believe 
th a t there is no conflict between God’s 
full foreknowledge and m an’s free will. 
Again, it is impossible for a person 
who lim its God’s foreknowledge to logi­
cally contend for prophecy as a fore­
telling of events w ithout a t the same 
tim e lim iting  m an’s freedom.

T o  explain m ore fully, then, the gen­
erally accepted view, God is eternal; 
past, present, and fu tu re  are all before 
Him . Man is a creature of tim e bu t 
God is not. God knows w hat I have 
done because I have done it, and like­
wise He knows w hat I will do because 
I will do it. He sees the  fu tu re  as well 
as the  past. He knows the fu tu re  b e ­
cause it is going to be, just as He knows 
the past because it  has taken place. G od’s 
foreknowledge depends, not upon what 
He causes m an to do, bu t ra th e r upon 
w hat H e sees m an will choose to do.

Dr. R. T . W illiam s once said th a t he 
had qu ite  a b it of foreknowledge h im ­
self. H e could tell beforehand how 
some m inisters and laymen whom he 
had known for years would react to 
certain suggestions. T h is helped him  in 
understand ing  G od’s foreknowledge. Dr. 
W illiam s’ knowledge did no t cause those 
people to react as they d id  to his sug­
gestion.

I believe in  G od’s foreknowledge of 
m an ’s free acts. God knew beforehand 
th a t Adam and Eve would sin in  the 
G arden of Eden and yet they were free 
to m ake their own choices.

A Christian friend of mine says that we live only by the New Testament 
and that the Old Testament is law. What do you think of this?

Jesus said th a t H e came to fulfill, and  
no t to destroy, the law (M att. 5 :17). 
H e fulfilled the cerem onial sacrifices, 
w hich pointed to H im . W hen H e died 
on the  cross, H e died  once for all. He 
took the place of the  sacrifices of the

Old Testam ent, and there  was no longer 
any need of them . Aside from this, there 
is m uch in  the Old T estam ent from 
which we can benefit. I t  still takes both 
T estam ents to m ake up o u r Bible.
