Victory is wrought for the seeker after sanctifi-
cation by the Holy Spirit. Part of the work of the
Third Person of the Trinity is to sanctify the
believer and abide with him“in the resultant life

of holiness. We get a glimpse of His work by ob-

serving His person, power, and provision.

The person of the Holy Spirit presupposes the
fact of His personality. They do Him_injustice
who call Him an “it.” He is'not an influence or
principle; He is a Person with attributes of per-
sonality. He is described in clear Ian%uage in the
Scriptures.  John refers to Him as the Activator
who quickens ((5:63), a radiating Personality like
"rivers of living water” (7:38), the Comforter

14:16), Abider (11:16), the "Spirit of Truth
16:13), Teacher (14:26), and Witness or Testi-
fier (15:26). Luke sets’ Him forth as Teacher

(12:12), Giver of gower (Acts 1:8), Infiller (2:4),
and Director and Separator (13:2-1).

In Romans, Paul refers to Him as the Indweller
8:11), Spirit of holiness (1:4), Spirit of adoption
8:15), Witness to our spirits (8:16), Intercessor
8:26), and Sanctifier (15:16). In other places
he refers to. Him as the One who searches all
things, the Giver of gifts, and the Bringer of liberty,
for “where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is
liberty” (11 Cor. 3:17). He has many attributes
which He exercises in"behalf of man in order to
sanctify and keep him sanctified. He does not
speak Tor himself but represents Christ.

His Fower_ i unlimited. Because He is part of
the holy Trinity, He cannot fail. There can be
only one blockage to the presence and power of
the”Holy Spirit, and that is the will of man. He
can be Tesisted and rejected, But the man who
lets go and lets God have His way will find Him
working on his behalf. When we co-operate with
God and obey the “law of the Spirit of life” (Rom.

8:2), we can expect that the blessing will come,
for He has power to sanctify. He is the Personality
with the ability to shed abroad the love of God in
our hearts. He is the Infiller and Inchveller of
Acts 2:1 and in the exPerlenc_e of every honest
believer since. It is He that drives from the soul
the evil nature, crucifying the “old man,” perme-
ating, Renetratmg,_and possessing the throne room.

Fear not, .. . thou hast found favour with God
(Luke 1:30).

Only God knows the burden of fear which comes
with the hour of favor. Before His angel broke the
news to Mary of her honor, He admonished her
to not be afraid. God knew how frightening that
honor would be. We humans think of God’s
honor bestowed upon us as something that is
tranquil, shielded, and pleasant; but Mary found
that to be chosen for special favor meant to be
exposed to special peril. No other woman was ever
so honored, but no other woman was ever called
upon to face so many frightening things.

When God was about to honor Joshua with
success in settling the people in the Land of Promise
He called him aside and said, “Be strong and of
a good courage: for unto this people slialt thou

divide for an inheritance the land.” It takes courage
to face success. It takes fearlessness to accept the
favor of God. .

When God finds among His people a person
whose dedicated ability He can use in an unusual
way, He must first prove the man to see if his
bravery is equal to his talent. A man with a small
soul cannot be trusted with a big assignment, for
it will ruin the man and bungle the assignment,
A man who is easily frl?htene cannot be placed
in a position of large trust, for it would bring
torture to the man and failure to the undertaking.
If God is to find a person fitted for favor, He must
first find a man who can go into battle without
?amc, a man who can be opposed without being
rustrated, and a man who can be criticized with-
out hecoming bitter or retaliatory.

Many people stand off and watch the persons
whom "God "has favored with a success and re-
sponsibility, wondering why they themselves have
been passed by. They seem to feel that God shows
favoritism in” His administration. They will do
well to remember that, while they have been given
less glory, they have at the samé time been given
less exposure. "It is easy to overlook the fact that
out yonder w'here leaders stand, the w'ind is blow-
ing, ‘the missiles are flying, and the peril is great.
That is aJ)Ia_ce for brave ‘men, big men, and men
whom God finds capable. When God favors men
and women He docs not shield them, pamper
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them, o1 give them special privileﬁes and_ special
benefits. When Cod favors a man He puts him out
where small men would be frightened and where
selfish men would warp and shrivel.

Some Men, like King Saul, have found favor
with God but have under strain been too small for
His assignments. They gladly wanted to walk the
path of glory but weré too small to wear the shoes
of responsibility. Many men are smart enough
for leadership who are not humble enough to De

sale leaders. Many men arc. intelligent enough
for positions of favor in the kingdom “of Clod who
are not brave enough to carry a cross alone up the
rugged hills, Many men are capahble of making big
decisions who are unable to be b|g1 in sEmt when
men differ with them. He who would seek the favor
of God should first seek the bigness of God in his
inmost being, The favor of God would make a lool
of @ man who lacks the bigness for wearing that

favor.

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Man's Biggest Problem Is Man

As these words are written, almost the whole
world is in turmoil. There is no world war on
but what might cause a world explosion is faced
on several fronts. There are the Polish and Hun-
arian revolts, the trouble in Alqerla and Hong

ong, and still more recently the fighting in
the Middle East, which already involves Eqypt,
En1qland, France, and Israel.

hese disturbances are not caused by lack of
food and shelter so much as by contrary aims and
purposes. One section of thé world wants what
It wants, and another section is determined to
have what it desires. Dictatorships and communism
are set over aqalns,t the ever-rising tide of national-
ism. Above all this, there is the discussion about
the atomic and hydrogzen bombs, whether we shall
do this or that about them, and the peril in which
they place all peoples. These are man-made
doings, and no one can evade that fact. In one
way or another, most of the troubles we have grow
chiefly out of plain, old-fashioned selfishness. This
means that the problem of all problems is man
himself. o

What has been said is eno_uPh to prove the
truth of the subject of this article, but the whole
situation can bé looked at from another stand-

oint. Science is solvmg man’s material problems.

he facts on every hand indicate this. One writer
has said that it looks now as if the scientist would
run out of problems before long, and the writer
was talking sanely, and not merely saying words.
We've nearly conquered space and soon will be
exploring outer space in a way in which man
never dreamed he could a few years ago. Un-
limited power from the sun is almost within our

rasp now; the know-how has reall¥ been found,

he only problem before us yet is to work it out
fully. Soon scientists think they will be able to
make food directly, rather than by means of sun-
light as it is transformed into plant growth and
chiemical compounds, If that time comes, the food
supply will be unlimited. Wc have a five-day week
now, and some are beginning to talk about a four-
day week. It may be that within another fifty or
one hundred years, people will be working only
two, days a week. Then there is the electronic
brain, which is doing so much work lor man and
soon will be doing more. Think of the advances
being made in research in medicine, psychiatry,
and many other fields, _ _

On and on one might %o in telling about the
achievements that have Deen made and those
which are almost within our Frasp. When we gnet
everything we need materially and have all the
leisure we want, we still have man on our hands
—he will still be our problem. Will he know how-
to take care of his leisure? With all his intelli-
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%ence and learning, will his_purpose really be any
igher than it is now? Will he be able to live
with himself, his neighbors, and God as he should?
Man’s biggest problem is man. After all, as the
Wise Man” has said: “Let us hear the conclusion
of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his com-
mandments: for this is the whole duty [or life]
of man” (Eccles. 12:13). Will man, with all his
increasing - efficiency, be able to live according
to this law of life, & law which alone can solve his
problem?

ring to Deity, it appeRS’
_least eighty-Six times in the
Old Testament: thirty-seven "of these are eithei
in the phrase “Spirit of the Lord" or “Spirit ol
Clod." ‘Further, in the original language, Lore
and God are the same term.” Only in"three place;
is the phrase, holy spirit, found in the Old Testa
ment. One of these is in Ps. 51:11, but neithei
holy nor spirit begins with a capital letter in the
King James Version. The others are located in
Isa. 03:10 and 63:11, There only the word Spirit
begins with a capital.

Some would tell us that in the use of the word
spirit with reference to De|t¥ in the Old Testament
we have no intimation of the doctrine of the
Trinity. | cannot accept this view. Whilg the doc-
tiine of the Trinity is not taught as fully in the Old
Testament as it 1s in the New Testament, | do
not believe that the word spirit as used with refer-
ence; to Deity in the Old Testament means merely
a kind of divine E_mjecnon. In other words the
writers are not talking about the Spirit of God in
the same sense in which wc might talk about the
spirii of a man. We saﬁ, "A man has a good or bad
spirit"; or we may speak of him as the movm,? spirit
of a group or an organization. Spirit, when it refers
to Deity in the Old Testament, goes beyond this.
ITt,g!}/es us a foundation for our belief in the
rinity.

Besides the “Spirit of the Lord" and the "Spirit
of God.” that annear a number of times in the



Old Testament, we find the “Spirit of Jehovah”
once (Judg. 3:10), “His Spirit,” “Thy Spirit,” the
“Spirit of the Lord God,” and sometimes just
“Spirit,” which in its context seems to poinf to

I our study of the Bible, Old or New Testa-

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DEATHS

REV. R. J. SMELTZER was born June 1, 1895,
at Leechburg, Pennsylvania. Brought up in a God-
fearing home and saved at the age of five, he
early felt the call to preach the gospel, to which
call from 1916 until his home-going he was
wholly dedicated. In the service of his country
in World War | he served at Chillicothe, where he
ministered to the sick and was active in the Lord's
work. While attending Fairmount Bible College he
m°t Mi's Edna Cleaveland; later they were married
and went as missionaries to India, where she gave
her life for the cause of Christ. Brother Smeltzer
returned to the States and assumed the duties of
pastor and evangelist. In 1925 he married Miss
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Marie Ries; to this union were born a daughter,
Esther Ruth, and a son, Daniel. Both Marie and
his son preceded him in death. Brother Smeltzer was

in his fortieth year serving God, thirty-five years
as an ordained elder, twenty-five years in the Church
of the Nazarene. He loved the souls of men and
the church. He served a number of churches, and
was instrumental in helping to organize at least
six home-mission churches; also he evangelized ten
years. He died July 11, 1956, at a hospital in
Cleveland, Ohio, having suffered coronary occlusion
on May 20, while serving as pastor of the Cleve-
land Brooklyn Church of the Nazarene. He is sur-
vived by his wife, the former Gladys Courtney, and
his daughter, Esther Ruth. Funeral service was
held at Akron First Church, with Rev. C. D. Taylor,

district superintendent, in charge, assisted by other
fellow laborers. Burial was in Lakewood Cemetery,
Akron.

JOHN KREY was born March 27, 1875, and died

in Stafford, Kansas, September 28, 1956. He
joined the Church of the Nazarene in 1919, and
was an active and faithful member until his death.
He is survived by his wife, Mrs. Mildred Krey;
four sons: Arcy, of Great Bend; Forrest, of Sylvia;
Ernest, of Montezuma; and Ralph, of Garden City;
five daughters: Mrs. S. T. Ludwig, of Kansas City,
Missouri;  Mrs. Ernest Zennoni, of Hutchinson,
Kansas; Mrs. Arthur Uphaus, of Spring Hill, Kansas;
Mrs. Earl Housinger, of Haden Lake, Idaho; and
Mrs. Clinton Rock, of Cheyenne, Wyoming; also
four brothers and two sisters. Funeral service was

conducted at the Stafford Church of the Nazarene
by the pastor, Rev. Amos R. Williams, with inter-
ment in the Stafford cemetery.

JOSEPH L. JOHNSON was born March 14, 1906,
in Cranston, and died on October 4, 1956, in a
hospital in Providence, Rhode Island. He was an
active member of First Church of the Nazarene in
Providence, treasurer of the missionary society, and
also filled other official positions. He is survived
by his wife, his parents, one brother, and six
sisters. Funeral service was conducted by his
pastor, Rev. Kenneth E. Sullivan, assisted by Rev.
