The main apf)r_oaches 0 the city were by roads
through the plains, but there was one road ‘stretch-
ing from the northern border, which came in over
the mountains. The messenger must have been
seen coming in on this road. The klnq had %one
fo battle with the enemies to the north; left hehind
In the city were the old men, women, and children.
On._ the walls stood the watchmen keeping guard,
Defeat would mean slavery, tragedy, the™ [oss of
homeland and loved ones. The day was long ago;
no telegraph, no telephone, and no radio—only a
road over which the messenger must come on foot!
When will he come? Will he bring good tidings?
tTh|s tt|1en Is the background of the prophet’s ut-
erance!

But while this is historical it is also prophetic of
the bringing of the gospel of the Cross to all men
everywhere, for read”how this prophetic utterance
ends: “So shall he sprinkle many nations” (Isaiah
52:15). Then comes that grand Sweep of Isalah 53,
taking in all the tragedy and the mystery of the
sufferings of our Saviolr; and ther chapter 54
with its” poetic call to song, and ending with that
verse on which Missionary Carey based his great
statement, “Expect great things from God; attémpt
great things for God.” _ _

But now let us come to this twentieth century
and its call for messengers to carry the fidings of
Calvary and the empty tomb to all nations,” that
they niight know of théir deliverance from sin, and
join in the cry of the prophet, “How beautiful . . .
are the f?et of him that brlngeth good tléiln(T]S!"
The call Tor messengers to cross the Seas and climb
the mountains, is vividly heard today: it may come
as a divine whisper, but it has, and it will, come
clear and strong to many. Messengers of good tid-

The word revival has more than one apPllcatlon.
We will observe first the passing from death to |ife.
We read, “And the Lord heard the voice of Elijah;
and the soul of the child came into him again, and
he revived” (I Kings 17:22). This_child had physi-
cal life restored to him. This will also applz 0
those who were dead in trespasses and sins and have
been made alive in Christ Jesus. Such have been
spiritually revived. This includes the born-again
experience or regeneration. Our first Paren_tal en-
eration, gave us physical and intellectual life, “but
not spiritual life. "Hence there was need to be
generated again, or _re,Fenera_ted, in order to have
conceived in us spirifual life. Jesus called this
experience a second birth. o
Another application of the word revive is for
God’s people. “Isaiah tells us, “I dwell in the high
and holy place, with him_also that is of a contrite
and hurhble spirit, to revive the spirit of the hum-
ble, and to revive the heart of the contrite ones
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(Isaiah 57:15), A revival is a time of refreshin
and the renewing of the strength. Soon after Pen-
tecost the LordS followers were confronted with
an opposition that was_determined to kill those
who preached Jesus Christ and Him crucified and
risen from the dead. God’s children came together
and prayed saying: “Lord, behold their threaten-
mqsz and grant Unto thy servants, that with all
boldness, they ma¥ speak” thy word, by stretching
forth thine hand 1o heal; and that signs and won-
ders may be done by the name of thy holy child
Jesus” (Acts 4:29-30). ,

The place was shaken and they were all filled
with the HO% Ghost, and they “spoke the word
of God with Doldness. On the”Day of Pentecost,
the disciples were purified and filled with the
Holy Ghost.. This second filling was somewhat dif-
ferent and it served another purpose, It did not
repurify, but it did flood their souls with a courage

What a record is embodied in the words of my
subject! It came from the lips of the rich Young
ruler. He had asked Jesus what he should do
that he_might “inherit eternal life.” Jesus said to
him: “Thou knowest the commandments, Do not
commit adultery, Do not kill, Do not steal, Do
not bear false witness, Defraud not, Honour thy
father and mother.” And the rich young ruler

answered and said, “Master, all these have | ob-

served from my youth” (Mark 10:17-20). Jesus
did not question his answer; in fact, He was drawn
to this youn%_man; He “loved him, and said unto
him, One thing thou lackest: ?o thy way, sell
whatsoever thou hast, and give fo the poor, and
thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come,
take up the cross, and follow me” (v. 21).

You know the outcome of this dialogue. The
young man refused to meet the challenge, “and
went” away grieved.” He would not part with
his riches;” he would not follow Jesus—though he
was drawn to the Master. He was moved by the
invitation. | do not know what became of this

young man, The Word does not say that he be-
came a social delinquent; certainly he was a spir-

itual delinquent. He failed to become a Christian;
he refused to follow the Master.

Someone has su%gested, without any sure war-

rant for the suggestion, that the next Stage in this
young man’s_development is given to us in the
story of the rich fool, where we read: “Thou fool,
this night thy soul shall be required of thee” (Luke
12:20). Yes, he had amassed goods, filled his
barns, and then sat down to take it easy, saying,
“Soul, thou hast much ?oods, laid up for many
ears; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merr)(.’
e had plenty, and he planned to enlo% his wealth
to the full, regardless of what it might cost him
in spiritual wélfare.

We
do not know that we have any right to outline
the history of the rich young ruler in this way.
It ma¥ give us the full course of his life, or it may
not. This, however, we are sure of, we have eve
reason to believe that he never came to Christ.
He became a spiritual delinquent and never
changed his course. He might easily have become,
and ma%/ have become, not only a spiritual de-
linquent but also a social delinquent, He may
have made terrible shipwreck of his life here as
well as in the world to come. That certainly could
have been the outcome of his choice.

| have been struck with this fact as | have read
about juvenile delinguents: manY of them, before
they became juvenile delinquents, had lived ex-
emplary lives—at least outwardly. They had not
been in trouble before; of course some of them
had been, but not all of them by any means. Their
first misdeed was a shocking crime, so far as the
record which was Hwen in the paper. This should
bring home to all of us one fact, and that i,
it is not enough to live an exemplary life as this
rich young ruler did. 1t is not satisfactory to keep
the Commandments; it is not sufficient to be re-
spectable in society. It is not adequate to be a
unday school attendant and a church?oer, 8 good
as these activities are. One’s onIY safety as a sinner
lies in the fact that he accepts Jesus Christ as
his personal Saviour, that he has been born a%aln,
or born from above. It matters not how good an



environment we may have been reared in, how
well we have lived during the early years of our
lives, if flnallkl we, fail to choose Christ and know
what heartfelt religion is, we are in danger.

“In the last analysis, there is no safeguard for
either the young or the old_except in Christ and
the transformation which His power brings to the
human heart. “Master, all these have | observed
from my youth.” The good moral life which he
had lived was not sufficient. He needed, above
everYthlng else, to follow Christ, to turn away from
the Tove of money and begin to sincerely love the
Christ. He who"does this, whether he" is young

Luke Was Close to Paul

We think of Mark and Peter together. We
associate Mark’s Gospel with Peter’s Gospel. By
this we mean that much of the knowledge of the
life of Christ which Mark gives was obtained from
Peter, who, of course, was an apostle of Jesus.
Mark and Peter, no doubt, were congenial. They
must have thought somewhat alike, and this made
it possible for Mark to write a Gospel which has
a Petrine flavor,

Luke, on the other hand, was close to Paul;
they became fast friends. Of course there was the

bond of Christian fellowship between them, al-

though Paul was a Jew and Luke pro_babI)A Was
a Greek. This strong tie—their oneness in Christ-
bound them together. The same could be said
of Peter and Mark; they were both of the same
nationality, but that did not necessarily make them
one in the sense in which they were. The greatest

bond which held them together was their relation-

shg to Jesus Christ; they were His followers.

s we come back to Luke and Paul, we find
other reasons for their friendship. Luke was a
scholarly man; so was Paul. They were men of
the schools. Besides, Luke had unusual literary
ability and a sense for historical understanding.
He must also have heen very genteel and open
to the niceties of life; he had very hlﬁh regard for
women and children and for those who were weak

uarantee a worthwhile life here and a glori-

or in any way afflicted. There was a tenderness
about him that Paul never had. On the other
hand, Paul was more logical in his thinking and
fixed in his ideas; this enabled him to dominate
the thinking of Luke. He was not the stronger
character of the two, but he was more independent
in his thinking and fixed in his views. Thus their
very differences may have cemented Paul and Luke
together. One supplemented the other.
here was still another bond of fellowship be-
tween Paul and Luke; Paul had bodily ailments.
It is probable that all through his life he was
tormented with physical weakness. When this is
considered in the light of the fact that Luke was
a_physician, one can easily see how Paul needed
him “and depended,uppn him: also how Luke,
who had great admiration for Paul, was glad to
ive to him what medical assistance he "could.
his was likely the chief reason wh?/ Luke was
with Paul often during his ministerial career.
Luke was, indeed, Paul’s helper: and what a
privilege and honor it was to be the assistant of
a man of the Apostle Paul’s stature! Luke was
honored with the opportunity of carln%.for him
who was destined to go down in the history of
the Christian Church &s its greatest human leader.
The ties which bound Luke and Paul together were
probably stron?er than those which bound David
and Jonathan together.

What Happened to Man

When He Sinned and Fell?

~ He lost the Holy Spirit, who dwelt in liis heart
in all of His fullness. This resulted in the loss of
his moral likeness to God, that is, his holiness.
The Holy Spirit maintained this moral image, or
holiness; “and when He left the human heart he-
cause of sin, that condition no Ion?er prevailed.
This does not mean that man ceased o be a person
and became an animal; he still retained certain
elements which make up the natural, or essential,
image of God in man.

The earth was curse
because of man’s fall, and, as a part of man’s loss
through the inevitability of physical death, there
came pain and labor and sorfow upon the human
race. Thus sin, which brought with it so many
bad effects, resulted from the abuse of freedom.

Sin, then, is really selfish-
ness, or as someone has well said, "the settln? up
of the will of the creature against the will of the
Creator.” It was rebellion "against God which
brought in its trail many evil consequences.

s it correct to say that baptism is a symbol of dedication to God’s service?

Baptism might, at times, be spoken
of in_that way, but a more exact de-
scription of Dbaptism_is that it is an
external sign of an inward work. It is
a public confession of the new birth
bv' the one who submits to it. Even
when it is administered to infants, it
indicates that the child is in the k]nﬁ-
dom of God. In this connection it might
be well for all Nazarenes, whether [ay-
men or ministers, to read the form ?lven
in the Manual for the baptism of be-
llefverts and the one for the baptism of
infants:

I. The Baptism of Believers
"Dearly Beloved: _Bellevmgi that God
has _?lven _%/ou forgiveness of sins, and
spirifual life through Christ Jesus our
Lord and Saviour, and that you are thus
%racmusly prepared to receive Christian
aptism,” as declarative of your saving
fajth and covenant of obedience, you
will now give avowals of your belief
and purpose.

“Do you helieve in God, the Father
Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth,
and in Jesus Christ, His only begotten
Son, our Lord? that He was conceived
by the Holy Ghost, born of the Virgin

.arkl? that” He suffered under Pontius
Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried?

dead? that He ascended into heaven
and sitteth at the right hand of God
the lather AIm;ght%/, and from thence

long with this public confession, they
are required to subscribe to a summary
of our beliefs as a church, to renounce
the devil and all of his works, and to
pledge to obey God's holy will. It sig-
nifies something to be baptized in the
faith of the Church of the Nazarene if
the candidate really means what he sa¥s
Y]v_rrlT]en he answers the questions put to

im.

In the first sentence of the second
form we are told that baptism is the
external seal of the new covenant of
grace, The infant is within the limits
of this covenant of ?race until it reaches
the years of mora respons!bth and
goes ‘out into sin. The baptismal cere-
mony is a declaration of this truth,
Whdever presents the child takes a brief
but ve,r?/ serious pledge to provide for
the child to be properl?{ instructed in
Christian doctrine and Iife.

The form for the dedication or con-
secration of children is (ilven immediate-
ly following the two forms presented.
[t is for thase parents or guardians who
do not care to have their children bap-
tized, but onlh/ want them dedicated.
[t is longer than either of the other
two and is very impressive, but space
forbids that we quote it here. (See the
1956 Manual, pages 245-48, for all of
these ritualistic’ forms.)
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Excerpts from the Report of the Advisory Council
of American Bible Society, November 17 and 18, 1959

The world-wide Christian Church
exists today that the gos?el of Jesus
Christ may”be proclaimed to every race
and nation. In these days of tremen-
dous social, political, and economic
change, with their own spiritual “prin-
cipalities and powers,” we are chal-
lenged with opportunities and needs
at Nome and abroad, that far exceed
our limited resources. Aware of our
individual inadequacies, we realize how
much we are dependent on the grace
of God, working in us, to strengthen
our hands toward the fulfillment of
His purpose for the world. We are
deeply conscious of our common need
for the United Bible Societies, to which
we are related through participation
in the American Bible Society, as they
growde the essential evangelical tool—

od’s Written Word in the many lan-
guages of His people.

The Advisory Council is fully aware
of the sobering fact that the present
rate of distribution of the Scriptures
is @ mere heginning toward meeting the
Populatlpn girowth of the world, not
0 mention the needs of the new lit-
erates. We also realize that trends in
some nations tend to restrict not only
the importation of Scriptures to many
countries but also_missionary. programs
of the denominations. To “implement
more effectively the missionary thrust
of the churchés, the Americdin Bible
Society is urged to continue and
strengthen its “work in the following
areas of service:

A. The translation and revision of
the Scriptures into the Ianquages of the
world so as to provide the churches
with the written Word which bears
faithful and idiomatic witness to the
gospel.

_B. Wherever possible, special empha-
sis he given to the d_evelopment of pub-
lication_ facilities in those countries
whleae importation is likely to be cur-
tailed.

C. The printing of Scriptures in_ at-
tractive formats with large type, bright
colored covers, and interesting pictures.

D. The ministry of the printed Word
of God to disenfranchised groups in the
United States, such as migrants, prison-
ers, and delinquents.

E. Free distribution of Scriptures to
the armed forces with emphasis on the

role of the Society as an agent of the
home church.

In view of the fact that 1960 marks
the 125th anmversa[g of the Publlcatlon
by the American Bible Society of Scrip-
tures for the blind, the couricil recom-
mends that special observances be made
of this ministry in the coming year.

The council Is aware of the Tact that
the budget of the American Bible So-
ciety, however challenging, reflects only
in part the new dimensions of the global
task. In a time when every church is
setting new goals and makmé; greater
sacrifices for the church’s world mission
it is essential that the availability of
Holy Scriptures be similarly increased.
The reverse trend in giving bﬁ{ the
churches, which although gradually in
creasm?_ their ﬁlfts, covers a_smaller
proporfion of the American Bible So-
ciety’s program (from 38 per cent in
1948 to 24 per cent in 1958), is a source
of concern to the Advisory Council.

@ _That stronger emphasis be given
to Universal Bible Week as an occasion
for education about, and support of,
the Bible Societies’” world-wide proEram.
In 1960 the dates for this week are
ecember 4-11 and the theme sug-
gested is “The Book for Everyone.”)

000 Dbe endorsed and recommended to
the Board of Managers for adoption.

Finallk/, we look forward. We see in
the 150th_anniversary of the American
Bible Society's founding an opportunity
for issuance of a call for greater use
and study of the Bible and we urge
each deriomination to designate that
year, 1966, as a time for special empha-
Sis on Bible reading and sharing, Our
humble prell_Yer to Almighty God'is that
the work He has hlessed throu?h the
Bible Societies in the past be further
strengthened as the%/ serve in the total
outreach of His Church to the world
in years to come. Amen,

The sccond missionary journey = of
Paul was full of joy and  hardships.
H_avmfg formed two Rartle_s, Paul chose
Silas fo accompany him in his revisit
of the churches of Asia Minor. Barna-
bas and John Mark left for Cyprus.

The most important thing "to Paul
was the power of the gospel to change
lives. Encouraging the converts and
relating the decision of the council,
Paul and Silas were happy on the way.
Paul picked up Timothy "at Lystra and
l.uke ‘at Troas. Each of them was to
%rﬁvet his worth to the gospel of Jesus

rist.

The chan?ed lives of the converts
were not fess important than the
changer of men’s lives, the Lord him-
self. "Two things characterized the life
of Paul: a planned strategy and a sen-
sitiveness to the leadership” of the Holy
S‘Plrlt. Responding to the prohibitions
of the Spirit, he rejected his strate%y
and plans for the evangelization of the
rest of Asia Minor for the present and
found by means of a vision that he
must go to Macedonia. In Asia, through
the missionaries’ efforts, the churches
were “established in the faith, and in-
creased in number daily” (Acts 16:5).
But the gospel must be preached in
other places, The European tour was
not to be disappointing to this Spirit-
led group. ,

Eyma, the businesswoman of reputa-
ble character and God-feann? mind,
opened. her heart to the gospel, at the
open-air meeting by the river, as a
flower opens its petals to the sun. The
sincerity of her_conversion and faith
was never questioned by Paul though
his experience was much ‘more dramatic.
Her heart became the dwelling place
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of Christ and her house the home of
the first Christian church in Europe.

The demoniac %Iﬂ who was making
certain men_ wealt Y by her _soothsaying
in conncction with “certain heathen
rites was the second example that Luke
holds up to view. When Paul cast out
