The board of regents of N orth­
west Nazarene College W ednesday 
authorized the college faculty to 
investigate and im plem ent a  pro­
gram of graduate studies in ed­
ucation and religion.

Authorization came in response 
to a request from the faculty that 
such action be taken. Announce­
ment of the board’s decision was 
made today by NNC president. 
Dr. John Riley.

In its action the board request­
ed the faculty to make a thorough 
analysis of the situation and to 
bring recommendations concern­
ing curriculum  and personnel for 
a m aster of arts degree in educa­
tion and religion to the next 
meeting of the board in March.

An executive committee com­
posed of Dr. Percival W. Wesche, 
chairman, Dean Thelm B. Culver 
and Dr. Carl Hanson has been ap­
pointed by President Riley to lead 
th e  study and to serve as officers 
of the division of graduate stud­
ies when it is established.

President Riley said tha t fac­
ulty members will spend the next 
few m onths in consultattion with 
accreditation officials and the 
few m onths in consultation w ith 
work out details of the new  pro­
gram.

It is hoped tha t the first course 
offerings in the new program  will 
be presented in  the  1956 summer 
session. Definite decision will be 
made in March.

In other business the board lis­
tened to reports from  the presi­
dent and business manager, elect­
ed officers and appointed commit­
tees.

President Riley reported a 20 
percent increase in  enrollm ent 
this year w ith over 500 students 
now registered for college classes.

The board approved the estab­
lishm ent of a general scholarships 
fund which will provide a num ­
ber of $100 yearly grants to  qual­
ified worthy young people.
The new addition to the  board this 
year is Rev. W endall Collins of 
Riverton, Wyoming. There have 
been four replacem ents since the 
last meeting. These include P. J. 
Bertram , Spokane, W ashington; 
Rev. Lester Braddock, Meridian, 
Idaho; Rev. Robert Sheppard, 
Jr., Fairbanks, Alaska; and Rev. 
Elwood Smith, Kelso, W ashing­
ton.
