two colleges and three hospitals 
in the county will share in the 
half-billion dollars that the foun­
dation will give to 615 privately 
supported colleges and 3,500 pri­
vate hospitals across the nation. 
Recipients will include:

Northwest Nazarene College, 
Nampa, $84,200;

College of Idaho, Caldwell, 
$103,300;

M e r c y  H o s p i t a l ,  Nam­
pa, $28,800;

Samaritan Hospital, Nampa, 
$19,600:

Memorial Hospital, Caldwell,

Funds will be given to colleges, 
according to the Ford Foundation 
announcement, “to help them 
raise teachers’ salaries.”

Hospital grants are intended “to 
help them improve and extend 
their services to the public.”

Commenting on the grants. 
President Riley said:

“We are very happy and deeply 
gratified to receive word of this 
grant to NNC. It will help us to 
do something which we have been 
working at steadily — namely to 
increase salaries of our faculty 
members.

“It is my sincere hope that this 
dramatic gift, the greatest single 
charitable donation of history, 
will stimulate private and corpor­
ation giving to private college and 
universities across the nation.”

It is the first Ford Foundation 
gift to NNC, said Dr. Riley.

He explained that the grant is 
in the form of an endowment — 
the income from which is to be 
used for faculty salaries.

The repre­
sentatives also made final correc­
tions in the 1956 basketball and 
football schedules, chose Weber 
College at Ogden as the site for 
the conference track meet and 
baseball playoff, May 11, and did 
preliminary work on the 1957 and 
1958 football schedules.
